A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, FEBRAURY 21, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Suellen Wilkinson, Warren Nash, Mickey Thompson 
ALSO PRESENT: David Brewer, Joe Ham, Chris Gardner, Chief Juliot, Major Keith Whitlow, Chief Knight, Dave Hall, Michael Hall, Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, and Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Simons stated that he was present to discuss the Veteran’s Plaza.  He stated that there are bricks all over the road so he assuming that it got hit again.
Mr. Thompson stated that he was in the process of getting bids.
Mr. Simons stated that he thought that they may possibly need to install flashing lights.

He added that he worked on plaza for 4 years to get it where it’s at and within 30 days, it has been hit twice. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he would go out and look at it at night to see what the lighting is like.  

Ms. Wilkinson asked if this was another drunk driving because if so, their insurance would be liable.  
Ms. Wilkinson asked that Mr. Thompson get with Mr. Simons.

Mr. Thompson suggested that they put a junction box in while making repairs.
Mr. Simons agreed.

Mr. Nash asked if Chief Knight would report back to them on this situation.
NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 – Steven Edwards or David Barksdale re: relocating Emery’s Ice Cream Parlor

Mr. Barksdale stated that the Emery’s Ice Cream Store was slated to be torn down and several local organizations got together and save the building and moved it to a temporary location for a few years. He explained that they think they have found an excellent reuse of the building by moving it to a lot on Culbertson Avenue to be used as part of the community garden program. He presented the board with a proposed site plan; said plan is on file with the City Clerk’s Office. He asked Mr. Steve Edwards to address the board and explain the route to move the building. 
Mr. Edwards explained that they moved the building a couple of years ago and stated that this move is the second and final phase of the relocation project. He presented a letter detailing the route of the move to the board which is on file with the City Clerk’s Office. He explained that this relocation will be less imposing on traffic then the first and the route has been inspected and there are not obstructions in the way. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked when this would be done.
Mr. Barksdale stated that they would relocate the building on or around the 15th of March depending on the weather.
Ms. Wilkinson asked exactly where the location is.
Mr. Edwards stated that it is a vacant lot at 707 Culbertson Avenue.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the relocation of Emery’s Ice Cream Parlor, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked them to keep the board updated as the projects is going on and competed. 

Item #2 – Lane Stumler re: Handicap parking at 1609 State Street 
Mr. Stumler 1905 Culbertson explained that he rents his property at 1609 State Street to a tenant that is disabled He explained that he received a distraught call from her telling him that the bus stop had been restriped to extend down in front of her home and she can no longer park there. He stated that he told her that they would try to contact the city and get a handicap parking space for her in front of the home but she doesn’t currently have a handicap plate. He explained to the board that he checked other bus lanes and the one in front of his home seems larger than most. He asked the board if they could into the matter with bus lane and explained that when she gets her handicap plates he would like to get a space in front of the home. 
Ms. Wilkinson stated that there is a new traffic division supervisor and he could possibly look at the area to see if the handicap spot is feasible and bring back a report to the board next Tuesday. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the will check with Mr. Rosenbarger regarding the stripping and he believes it was recently done as part of the State Street Project. 

Mr. Nash stated that this brings up another concern about the lack of standards for a bus stop section and maybe they do need them. 

Mr. Thompson explained that he will address all of those questions to Mr. Rosenbarger. 
Ms. Wilkinson stated that they will get a report on this next week and they will let him know how it progresses but his tenant will have to get a handicap plate in order to get the space. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Mohamed O Mohamed Salem re: Application for Cab Company
Chief Knight stated that they have not heard from Mr. Salem on any of his cabs.  She explained that they have inspected all of the cabs for Checker Cab and they did very well on the inspections with a few minor corrections. She stated that as long as they comply with everything in the clerk’s office she would recommend that they be fully reinstated to operate. 
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that all of their drivers have current permits. 

Mr. Nash moved fully reinstate Checker Cab’s license subject to the final inspections of the cabs, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.

Chief Knight stated that they did find a couple items in the ordinance that they would like to address. She explained that they would like to amend the ordinance to require that they have annual inspections. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she thinks they would need a redraft of the ordinance but she isn’t sure who would be charged with doing that. 
Mr. Nash asked if once a year would be often enough. 

Chief Knight stated that they could certainly do it more than that but she wanted to set up some type of schedule and she explained that she thinks the penalties should be reviews as well. 

Mr. Nash asked how many cab companies there are.
Ms. Glotzbach stated that they have four companies.
