A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, FEBRAURY 28, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Suellen Wilkinson, Warren Nash, Mickey Thompson 
ALSO PRESENT: Scott Wood, Joe Ham, Chris Gardner, Chief Juliot, Major Keith Whitlow, Sandy Boofter, Dave Hall, Michael Hall, Stan Robison, Paul Speights and Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Parrish explained that the Masonic lodge bought a bunch of signs to promote their organization and they have the signs ready but he has not seen the locations for these signs yet and he wanted to get this project back up and running and asked if they need to do anything with the city. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she believes that Mr. Thompson is aware of the signs and he will need to meet with him or someone from the lodge and go through it all. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he would like to get him in touch with Mr. Wood regarding this. 
Mr. Ballard was present to request a curb cut.  

Mr. Thompson stated that he did look at the proposed site for the curb cut and there are a couple of issues including a light pole that is beside the cut, safety issue because of the cut going out into the street blind, and the cut going across the sidewalk that pedestrians use resulting in a loss of on street parking. He stated that the city would prefer him to move his door to go out into the alley that wouldn’t require a curb cut at all. 
Mr. Thompson motioned to deny based on safety and lack of on street parking, Mr. Nash seconded, all voted in favor.

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Maury Goldberg re: Pole sinking in alley at 1115 E. Main St. 
Mr. Goldberg stated that there is a pothole about 3 ½’ X 2’at 1115 E, Main Street. He explained that the edge of his driveway is exposed and water is seeping under the pavement. He stated that the Street Department came out to look at it and they told him that they alley is sinking but didn’t go into much more detail about who owns that pole and what was going to be done about it. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked what type of pole it is.

Mr. Goldberg stated that it is a light fixture or telephone pole and stated that it has sunk before and collapsed about 8 years ago, he added that he doesn’t like to park in front of his residence because his cars have gotten hit there in the past.

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that Mr. Thompson or Mr. Ham will go out to look at.
Item #2 - Michelle Braden re: request for street closure and banner for the St. Mary’s Street Festival on June 22nd & 23rd 

Mrs. Glotzbach explained that the banner is to go up on June 24th and it is to come down on the 25th for their annual street dance. She stated that the location is available. 

Mr. Thomson stated that he thinks that the time limit on these banners is two weeks. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they could approve it for the 11th-25th.  

Mr. Thompson motioned to approve the banner for June 11 through June 25 and also for the street closure on 8th Street for June 22 & 23rd, Mr. Nash seconded, all voted in favor.
Item #3 - Brie Fleming re: Roadblock request for Relay for Life at Spring & Silver on March 17th and June 2nd
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that those dates are available. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked that Mrs. Glotzbach remind them of the rules for roadblocks including the vest requirement and no kids under the age of 18 in the street. 

Mr. Nash motioned to approve, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.
Item # 4 - Tamara Pearce re: Selling Girl Scout cookies on State St. March 2nd thru 18th 
Ms. Pearce stated that they are having issues getting locations to sell cookies and requested permission to sell Girl Scout cookies on the street in front of Target on State Street and possibly other areas throughout the city. She explained that the community does benefit from the sale of these cookies through community projects so they are looking for ways to increase their sales.  
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that if they allow the Girl Scouts to sell cookies on the sidewalk then other organizations will be asking to do the same and they typically do not permit that. She stated that she is concerned with opening the door and not being able to close it once they approve something like this.  She asked if they are having any luck with private businesses. 
Ms. Pearce replied that they are not having any luck with high traffic areas. 
Mr. Nash stated that he would like to help but he has the same concerns as Mrs. Wilkinson. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they have lost any of their previous places such as Kroger. 

Ms. Pearce stated that they had not. 

Mr. Thompson stated that there could be issues with insurance liability as well. 
Mrs. Wilkinson motioned to deny the request, Mr. Nash seconded, all voted in favor.
Item # 5 - Jason Copperwaite re: Zaxby’s Restaurant and Purdue Research curb cut.

Mr. Copperwaite was present to represent Ayres II, LLC and stated that this lot was approved by the Plan Commission last week with the stipulation that he come to Board or Works to ask permission for a curb cut.

Mr. Nash asked where exactly the curb cut was going to be.

Mr. Copperwaite replied that it would be on Technology Avenue.  

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if there were any other stipulations.
Mr. Duggins explained that he was at the Purdue Park yesterday and the Plan Commission does support the project and explained that the cut in on a corner lot and is internal.  

Mr. Nash motioned to approve, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.
Item #6 - Tracy Corby re: sidewalk on 1307 E. Oak Street 
Ms. Corby stated that her plumber needs permission to cut into the sidewalk to fix a leak.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked who the contractor was and if they were aware that the sidewalk had to be put back. 


Ms. Corby stated that it was Norton Plumbing and they were aware of the stipulations. 

Mr. Thompson stated that she needed to go to the clerk’s office and get a sidewalk cut permit. 

Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.


OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Mohamed O Mohamed Salem re: Application for Cab Company
Major Whitlow stated that Mr. Salem has not approached them yet.  He explained that Checker Cab is up and running and that Mr. White has been working very hard to get things in order and he was impressed with the cleanliness of their vehicles. He stated it might benefit the city to look at the ordinance again to give the Police Department more tools to regulate these cabs to make sure they stay safe. 
Mr. Nash stated that there have been plenty of complaints about the cabs and asked Major Whitlow if he knew of any such complaints.

Major Whitlow stated that he has not received any complaints regarding the cabs and he thinks what brought the whole situation to light was the arrest and this opened their eyes to the need to better regulate the cab companies.   

Item #2 - Lane Stumler re: Handicap parking at 1609 State Street 812-948-1609
Mr. Thompson stated that he had some men go out and fill a few pot holes in the alley and added that they are looking into the size of the bus stops because they are so long and taking up so much space. He stated that TARC does have a spec request to be 100 feet long but they have issues with that because it takes up so much space. He explained that he has been working with John Rosenbarger to come up with a standard.  He added that the resident at 1609 State Street does not have handicap plate and she is in the process of getting this done. 
Mr. Speights stated that she has the paperwork to get this started.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Duggins stated that on March 3rd Development New Albany is having a back open for business celebration from 2:00-6:00 p.m. He explained that there will be bands, wine and beer tasting, and special offered from all of the merchants participating. He stated that Fox 41 will be broadcasting live on the 2nd and they will be asking permission for barricades to be put up at Farmer’s Market because they are going to have a bouncy house and other activities for the children on the 3rd.  He mentioned that WHAS would also be broadcasting on Thursday regarding different activities going on downtown as well the impact of the bridge reopening. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked where the bands would be.   
Mr. Duggins stated that they would be in front of the stores that are participating in the cubby holes.  

Mr. Nash motioned to approve the barricades within the parking lot of the Farmer’s Market, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.

Major Whitlow introduced Paul Speights the new Supervisor of the Traffic Division. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked about the status of the city website. 

Mr. Hall explained that it launched over the weekend and a press release went out yesterday about it. He stated that if there is any information that they would like to have on the site to get it to him and he will make sure it gets on there. He explained that the Board of Works agenda and minutes will be accessible through the clerk’s page on the city site and all of that information was consolidated through the previous website owned and maintained by the City Clerk. 
Mr. Nash asked if they should scrutinize the minutes more closely now. 

Mr. Hall stated that he would hope that they were already doing that as the minutes were previous available online through the City Clerk’s website.  
Mr. Duggins asked if there is a possibility of having a police car and fire truck present downtown on Saturday from 2:00 p.m. – 6:00 p.m.
Major Whitlow stated that he would see what he could do. 
Mr. David Hall stated that they have had an excellent turnout for the NAFC Animal Shelter Spay Program.
