A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 20, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Suellen Wilkinson, Warren Nash, Mickey Thompson 
ALSO PRESENT: Lt. Colonel Pennell, Chief Juliot, Paul Speights, Major Whitlow, Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:

Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Julie Schwerer and Clarence Sloan re: Cross Creek Youth Day May 12, 2012 
Ms. Schwerer stated that Cross Creek Youth Day is located at the Cross Creek Apartment Complex on Green Valley road and it was brought to their attention that they may need to come before the board in reference to what they plan to do that day. She stated that the clerk’s office told them that they will need permission from the board to have music at the event. She stated that the event will be held on May 12th from 11:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m. with a rain day of May 13th. 
Mr. Nash moved to approved, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.

Ms. Schwerer stated that Keith Henderson suggested that they might want to have a subtle police presence at the event. 
Lt. Colonel Pennell stated that he would talk to the Chief about this when she gets back in town because it would obviously be an overtime issue but it might be feasible. 
Ms. Schwerer stated that they also have the support of the Green Valley Road Fire Department and they will be working with them so that they might be able to be available during the event to show the kids what the police and fire departments do. 

Chief Juliot asked her to call the station and speak to Theresa and she would put them on the schedule for that day. 
Item #2 - Fayth Breeding re: parking spots on State Street by the Professional Arts Building
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Ms. Breeding didn’t know if she would be able to make it or not and explained that there are some parking spaces when you are coming out of the Professional Arts Building that she wanted someone from the city to look at for safety reasons. She stated that the traffic coming out of the parking lot has a hard time seeing the oncoming traffic which makes turning out of the lot very dangerous.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would go out and look at it. 
Item # 3 - Barbara Zoeller re: Bicentennial Stories by the Stones Fairview cemetery 9/21/12 and 9/22/12. 
Ms. Zoeller stated that they did this last year and recreated scenes of New Albany’s past with historic costumes. She explained that they made about $1300.00 and donated half of the proceeds to Friends of Fairview. She asked permission to host the event again this year and stated that they would like to do it two weekends this year since the bridge has been reopened so they would like to request the dates of 9/21/12 & 9/22/12 and 9/28/12 & 9/29/12 with a rain date of Sunday September 30th. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if the stories would be different this year. 
Ms. Zoeller stated that they would and explained that they will probably always have someone from the Scribner and Culbertson family but their stories will be different. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 - Vicki Glotzbach for Hispanic Ministry re: Way of the Cross
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request from the Hispanic Ministry for their annual Way of the Cross on April 6th from 7:00-9:00 p.m. She presented the route of the walk to the board along with a request to close 8th Street between Elm and Spring from 6:30-9:00 for the walkers to gather. Said request is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 

Mrs. Wilkinson explained that in the past they have had help from the Police Department but she believes that last year they had to pay for the escort and asked Lt. Colonel Pennell if they had discussed this with them. 

Lt. Colonel Pennell stated that he had not heard anything about this. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they stay in the sidewalk so the only time they would have had an officer there would be to cross the street. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve with the stipulation that they coordinate with the NAPD, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.

Item # 5 - Vicki Glotzbach for Floyd County Youth Services Bureau re:  5K Healthy Kids Walk/Run at Community Park
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request from the Floyd County Youth services for a 5k Healthy Kids Walk/Run on June 2nd at Community Park at 9:00 a.m. She presented a map of the run/walk to the board; said map is on file with the City Clerk’s Office.  

Mr. Nash moved to approve with the stipulation that they coordinate with the NAPD, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.
Item #6 - Irv Stumler, Keep New Albany Clean and Green, Inc. regarding the following:
· Remove clutter of signs on East Spring Street at floodwall, State Street at Daisy Lane as well as Paoli Pike:  Rotary, Kiwanis, Lions, NAHS Championships.  Most of these signs are outdated, faded and rusty.
Mr. Stumler stated that the streets look a lot better since the cleanup on Friday and explained that that the signs are being stored at the Street Department if anyone would wish to retrieve them within 30 days.  He commended Mr. Thompson for the work he has done on getting these signs removed and stated that the city should do some housekeeping and remove their signs as well.   He explained that his request for today is to continue this cleanup of the sign clutter and presented some photos to the board to show some of the old signs that need to be replaced.

Ms. Wilkinson stated that he is more than welcome to go through the list but the Mayor would like this postpone until they meet with him next week. 
 

· Spray herbicide on weeds growing in sidewalks, curbs and right-of-way throughout the summer.  Application of herbicide will be completed by volunteers of Keep New Albany Clean & Green.
Mr. Stumler stated that the spraying of herbicide for grass control on sidewalks and curbs is urgent because it is just now starting to come up and now is the best time to spray it. He asked for permission to do this within the next week.  
 

· Clean landscaping, plant flowers and apply mulch in designated areas downtown on 4/28/12 at CITY BEAUTIFICATION DAY.  Volunteers will perform this work.
 He explained that they would like to plant flowers, apply mulch and clean the landscaping in designated areas of downtown on April 28th which is their City Beatification day and stated that all that work would be done by volunteers. 

Chief Juliot asked who they would need to contact if the firefighters wanted to help out with this project. 

Mr. Stumler stated that he could contact him or anyone on the board. He explained that they are having a meeting on Friday at the YMCA and he would welcome any of them to attend. He stated that they would like to replant three trees across from the city garage on State Street and while it is getting a little late in the year to do this they would like to get them in there. 
 

· Re-landscape the right-of-way at Elm & Scribner Streets, around the Public   
Library.
Mr. Nash moved to table these items to have a meeting with the Mayor and anyone else that wants to be involved in the next week, 
Mr. Stumler asked if the board could make an exception and approve the spraying of the grass and weeds because it needs to be done now. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they had a chemical on hand to spray. 

Mr. Stumler stated that they do and he will be the one doing the spraying.  
Mr. Nash moved to approve 

Mr. Thompson stated that on item #5 they may actually want to take that to the Tree Board. 
Mr. Stumler stated that they already have and they spoke with Greg Mills and they are on board. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they had something to replace those trees by the board. 

Mr. Stumler stated that he doesn’t know for sure if they do or not but they approved them putting in the new trees. 
Ms. Wilkinson stated that the tree board has a priority list of trees that need to be replaced throughout the city. 

Mr. Nash amended his motion to approve item #2 and table the rest of the items until next week, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.  

Item #7 – Tom Childress with Silver Heights Camp & Retreat re: Banner request over Culbertson May 29th thru June 15th .502 643 8868
Mr. Childress stated that he would like approval to hang a banner on Main Street for their Camp Retreat. He explained that this is their annual camp and Silver Heights is the oldest camp in New Albany. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #8 - Vicki Glotzbach re: street closure on 8th between Elm Street and Spring Street from 9 a.m. June 22nd through 3 p.m. on June 24 
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request for a street closure on 8th between Elm and Spring on June 22-24 for the annual St. Mary’s Street Dance weekend. She explained that they should have received a letter from Michelle Braden in their packets. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor. 

Item #9 Sam Reid with Vectren re: Street Cut Permits at 1812 Klerner Lane and 700 Spring Street

Mr. Reid requested two street cut permits at 1812 Lerner and 700 Spring to do repair work on the gas lines and presented the board with detailed information about each cut.  

Ms. Wilkinson asked when they planned to do this.
Mr. Reid stated that once they get approval it should be ready to go at the end of the week or early next week and they work 7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.

Mr. Nash asked how much of the street would be cut. 
Mr. Reid explained that 1812 Klerner would be a couple of feet  but Spring Street would be a little more involved so they would be further out into the road.  
Mr. Nash asked if they could have a flag person there if they are out in the lane. 
Mr. Reid stated that they could do that. 

Mr. Nash asked where they were on the new street cut ordinance. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he hasn’t heard anything more about it. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Bus Stop Standard

Item #2 - Blocked stop sign on Cherry Street Hill
Mr. Thompson stated that he met with Tom Schellenberg from JTL and he made some suggestions on moving stop bars instead of the stop sign. 
Ms. Wilkinson stated that they can take this off of old business since Mr. Thompson has this in the works. 

Item #3 - Signs in right-of-ways and on utility poles 
Ms. Wilkinson stated that this was a successful event and she really appreciates the Mayor’s leadership on this issue. She stated that she heard a lot of positive feedback from the citizens and asked if it would be possible to contact the sign companies in the area and let them know about the policies that the city now plans to enforce so that maybe they could pass that along to their customers when they make these signs for them. 
Item #7 - Mt. Tabor Road Improvement Project (Grant Line to Charlestown) – BLN Supplemental Agreement No. 1
Item #8 – Update on Williams Plumbing Building

Item #9 – Update on Veteran’s Plaza

Ms. Wilkinson expressed concerns that they has been two recent accidents at this location.
Mr. Thompson stated that he was told that there was only one and the guy that did the repairs knocked it down the second time because he didn’t receive payment from the VFW. He explained that he tried to contact the guy who did the repairs but was unable to get a hold of him and he is also trying to get the police report to find out what happened. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked who owns the property.

Mr. Thompson stated that the city owns it but they lease it to the VFW on a 99 year lease.
Ms. Wilkinson stated that it needs to be repaired especially with Memorial Day approaching and explained that maybe once it is repaired they can install the cables that they have along the interstate to prevent cars from hitting it in the event of an accident. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he will contact the VFW to discuss the issue and find out what their plans are. 
TABLED ITEMS:
Item #1 - Jacobi, Toombs and Lanz, Inc. 2012 Contract

Ms. Wilkinson asked to take this off the table and the agenda until they come back with something further. 

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Chief Juliot presented a request to promote matt Bowyer from Probationary Battalion Chief to Battalion Chief after his successful completion of his probationary period.  
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Antz stated that he was present to request two 15 minute parking spots on the 300 block of Pearl Street in front of Creative Boutique, Keg Liquors and a portion would go a little in front of Rookie’s Cookies. He explained that he is here on behalf of all three business owners because they are quick traffic in and out and the problem that they are running into is that employees with other businesses are leaving their vehicles in front of their stores all day leaving them without any customer parking at all. 
Ms. Wilkinson stated that they have had the merchant’s downtown request that there be no parking limits and asked if there was a two hour parking limit downtown. 

Mr. Thompson stated that those were removed when they repainted the sign posts because the previous administration had a moratorium on tickets for downtown.  
Ms. Wilkinson asked if he has spoken with other downtown businesses or Develop New Albany to see if they can accommodate them in any way. 
Mr. Antz stated that he has spoken with Susan Kaempfer with Develop New Albany and she was in favor of the 15 minutes spots in front of their stores mostly due to the nature of their business. He explained that he doesn’t want to take any spots from the restaurants and he does understand that for those businesses they don’t want to rush people in and out. 
Mr. Nash stated that he understands the issue but he doesn’t know how they would police that and if they grant this to them pretty soon they will have 15 minute parking everywhere. 
Mr. Antz stated that he understands that and they aren’t asking to have their names on the signs or anything like that so all the businesses in that area could benefit from it. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the issue with policing is that they would have to have an officer go by there every 15 minutes and that just isn’t possible. 

Mr. Speights stated that they had the same problem with the 2 hour parking and this is something he has been trying to address and find a solution to so if they would just bare with him until they can get a solution worked out. 

Ms. Wilkinson asked if the board could refer this issue to the traffic division to work with the merchants to find a workable solution. 
Mr. Nash stated that they have had meters, two hour parking and now no restrictions and there have been issues with all of them.  
Mr. Antz stated that sometimes just the threat whether it is enforced every 15 minutes or not will cut down on the issue. 
Ms. Wilkinson stated that the board would keep it on the agenda under old business 

Mr. Smith represented his business June Tune at 1528 E. 8th Street. He explained that he saw the notice in the newspaper regarding signs so he took his down but because he is off the beaten path his signage is very important to him. He stated that the signs are more for directional purposes and he wants to know what he can do to put some of these up. 
Mr. Thompson stated that his concern is that if the board approves this one that will open them up to approve all. 
Mr. Nash suggested that he contact Jean and asked about putting a sign on her property.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would check on the signage there and see what they could do.
Mr. Greenwell was present to request a street cut permit at 318 Washington Place between Spring and Market Streets.  He stated that they are replacing the sewer line and will put the road back to the conditions of the city.
Mr. Nash moved to approve subject to contacting the emergency department, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.
