A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM ATTHE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 27, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Warren Nash, Mickey Thompson

ALSO PRESENT: Chris Gardner, David Brewer, Colonel Pennell, Paul Speights, Sandy Boofter, David Hall, Sherrie Holmes, Krisjans Streips, John Rosenbarger
Ms. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Randy Smith, 604 E. Spring Street re: parking signage
Mr. Smith stated that he owns Destinations Book Store and they have two signs for 30 minute parking in front of the store and he would like to request that those signs be removed since it isn’t something he has requested or requires. He explained that his closes business neighbor is Annie Savino and she has no objection to his request and stated that this parking limitation intimidates his customers to hurry rather than spend leisurely time inside the store.  He explained that the previous owner also painted the yellow curb all the way up in front of the building to the corner to prevent people from parking there and when the curbs were repainted by the city they left that large section of the curb yellow, and he would ask that they remove some of that to create another parking space. He stated that his third request is less important but they have no curbs on their street which defeats the purpose of the street sweeper and makes it much less effective so he would love to see the curbs reinstalled. 
Mr. Nash moved to remove the 30 minute parking signs, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Thompson stated that he would have to double check on the yellow curb because he thinks that the requirements for this are 20 feet from the corner but if it is longer than it is supposed to be they can get that taken care of. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve removal of part of the yellow paint on the curb subject to meeting the regulations and inspection by the Street Commissioner, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Nash moved to take this under advisement, 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked Mr. Thompson to look into the issues with the curbs. 
Item # 2 - John Hiatt 1739 DePauw re: Opening of alley way on DePauw & Vance 
Not Present
Item #3 - Megan Resch re: Banner request for Providence July Fest June 25th through July 9th
Mr. Naville stated that he was present to request permission to hang a banner for their annual July Fest which will be held on July 9th this year. He stated that they would like for the banner to go up on the 25th and come down after the event on July 9th
Mr. Nash moved to approve the banner request, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #4 - Nathan Grimes with Renaissance Design re: Contract Engineering Service
Mr. Grimes presented a general service agreement for the board’s approval and explained that he met with the Mayor last week and he instructed him to come before the board. He stated that it is a simple agreement and there is nothing that ties the city to him but if they ever request services from him he will be able to go right out and take care of it and charge by the hour. He stated that they have done work with other municipalities in this capacity and they would like to extend this to New Albany as well. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked to clarify that this is just on an as needed basis. 
Mr. Grimes stated that it is just an on-call as needed basis with no obligation. 
Mr. Nash moved to consider at a later date, Mr. Thompson second, 
Mr. Brewer stated that they have used Mr. Grimes several times on the building side of what they do and they do not have anybody that they work with that is more professional or does a better job than him.  

Item #5 - Patricia Van Arsdale re: Requesting “No Outlet” sign at Ann Place cul-de-sac 

Ms. Van Arsdale requested a “No Outlet” sign on Ann Place because they have a lot of traffic that comes in and then has to turn around and she believes that they think it is a cut through. She stated that there are a few children that play in that cul-de-sac as well as two group homes that do a lot of walking in that area so it is becoming a safety issue. 
Mr. Nash moved that the “No Outlet” on Ann Place be approved, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #6 - Michael and Connie Scott re: Updogs (Little Chef) setting tables outside of business.
Not Present

Item #7 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Renewal of Cash America Precious Metal License. 
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request to renew Cash America’s yearly precious metal license. 


Mr. Nash asked if there was an ordinance required this.
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that she could not speak to the exact ordinance right now but she could get that for them. 

Mr. Nash moved to table this item until next week. 
Item #8 - Katherine Clark re: Roadblock on April 21 from 10-4 at Spring and Silver & Elm and State to raise money for the VFW and disabled veterans. 
Not Present

Item #9 - Krisjans Streips re: Tree Board update

Mr. Streips explained that he was present to give an update on the Tree Board to the members that may be new to the board. He stated that the Tree Board is required to report to the Board of Works and they requested that the smaller issues such as tree plantings and removals be handled on their own. He explained that they do have an arborist that comes to all of their meetings that is more knowledgeable about these issues than all of them put together. He stated that the request was approved and he wanted to make the new members aware of that. He explained that one of these issues regarding some trees on State Street was brought to the board last week and that request did come before the Tree Board on March 14th and it was approved and if they have any questions he will try to answer them. 
Mr. Nash asked who was on the Tree Board. 

Mr. Streips stated that their members are John Gonder, Adam Dickey, Annie Savino – President, Claudia Shrake, David Barksdale, and Shelly England. 
Mr. Streips stated that at this time there is no action from the board necessary because it has already been approved by the Tree Board but if they would like that procedure changed they could do that as well but they only meet once a month and would like to get all of their decisions out of the way at those meetings. He stated that the can come to the Board of Works meetings after each Tree Board meeting if they would like to update them. 
Mr. Stumler requested approval to replace the three trees that Mr. Streips was speaking of so that they have time to order them to plan them during the beautification day on April 28th. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the Tree Board is in charge of this so they don’t need permission from the Board of Works. 
Item #10 - Irv Stumler, Keep New Albany Clean and Green, Inc. re: the following items:

1. Removal of Logs on Oak Street between Scribner and State

Mr. Stumler stated that the logs were put there to keep the Dump Trucks out of the entrance which didn’t help because they just moved the logs and went through.

Mr. Thompson stated that there is legal action pending on this at the moment but the logs were moved back per the request of the Fireworks Store so that their customers could get in and then Mr. Andres started parking there again. He stated that he will get with Mr. Andres and let him know that he needs to get whatever he has in there out because they are going to close it off. He explained that Mr. Andres told the city that he has a right-of-way on that property and was told that he would have to get the proper documentation to prove that but he hasn’t heard anything back on that so he assumes he hasn’t found the documentation. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if it was possible to pull up the logs and put some sort of guardrail there. 

Mr. Thompson asked if that is what Clean and Green wanted to do.
Mr. Stumler stated that he really doesn’t think that they need to put anything up because there is a court order for him to vacate that property and all it needs is enforcement. He stated that he was supposed to be out of there in January so they need to get the agreement upstairs and he has to move out of it. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he would check with Mr. Robison and see where they were at. 

2. Debris at Scribner and Oak at Farmer’s Market

Mr. Stumler stated that this area looks like a dump and would like to see it cleaned up.

Mr. Thompson stated that they have posted “No Dumping” signs and it is something they try to monitor but they can’t set down there every day all day long to monitor it and they don’t have the funds to fence it in. 
Mr. Stumler suggested that they put a big sign in the center of the area so people can’t claim that they didn’t see it. He stated that the old Farmer’s Market looks horrible and it needs to be cleaned up and painted or taken down.

3. Falling Run Creek debris by bridge
Mr. Stumler stated that there is debris clippings laying along the edge of Falling Run Creek and this is a flood plain area so if the water rises the debris will be washed down and create more problems. 
Mr. Nash stated that the YMCA is looking for volunteers to help clean up their property so there is a necessity to get everyone together so that they are all on the same page
Mr. Stumler stated that they will work with them to help them do this and they are involved with about six other groups in the city as well. 
Mrs. Wilkinson suggested that they use the old farmer’s market space as a community garden.
Mr. Stumler stated that it might be too much work to turn that into a garden. 

Mr. Stumler stated that it wouldn’t take much effort to get it looking a little nicer and maybe they could get more things going on in that area if it did. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item# 1 - Bus Stop Standard

Item #2 - Mt. Tabor Road Improvement Project (Grant Line to Charlestown) – BLN Supplemental Agreement No. 1
Mr. Rosenbarger explained that this is supplemental no. 1 for Mt. Tabor Road engineering and stated that that the three components of this agreement are right-of-way engineering, retaining walks and ban stabilization, and roundabout and bike path. He stated that right-of-way engineering is the next typical phase which is preparing plats and descriptions and doing survey work for the purchases. He explained that there is a hills slide on the north side that is about 850 feet so it is a considerable issue and there is some new design money for retaining walls and bank stabilization.  

Mr. Nash asked if there was any danger of that happening right now.
Mr. Thompson stated that he did barricade that off and put a fence around it. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it might be something that the board wants to look into because the project won’t happen for a couple of years. He explained that they had an analysis done on Klerner to see whether or not they would need a traffic light and the analysis came back in the affirmative that they do need an improved traffic control method beyond the four-way stop. He explained that they had them to a comparison with a roundabout and a traditional signal and the signal was more expensive because of the requirements of new lanes. He stated that he thinks that a roundabout is a far superior alternative from a safety and cost effective standpoint and some would say a more attractive alternative. He recommended approval and explained that they do have a schedule with the handout and one of the bench marks that is coming up is the public hearing that  is a required element and it is tentatively scheduled for October 12th. 
Mr. Nash asked who conducts the public hearing.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that INDOT conducts the hearting and it is a forum to receive comments on the plans. 
Mr. Nash asked if the cemetery was going to be a problem. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they do not think it will be a substantial problem but there is analysis that has to be done. 

Mr. Nash asked what the completion date is.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it is the end of December 2014 but that is very tentative. 
Mr. Nash moved to approved, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #3 - Parking spots on State Street by the Professional Arts Building
Mr. Thompson stated that he and Mr. Speights went out to look at this and the parking spaces that are there look like they meet the requirements and the only other issue he could see would be the sign blocking line of sight. He asked Mrs. Glotzbach to get him the contact number and he would get a hold of them. 
Item # 4 - 15 minute parking on Pearl Street.
Item #5 - Directional signs for June Tune at 1528 E. 8th Street
Mr. Smith presented pictures to show where his business is located and how hard it is for customers to find it without the directional signs.  He asked the board what he could do to get his signs back up for his customers. 
Mr. Nash stated that he will to suggest the same thing that he did last week to get in touch with the owner’s of the Inzer Building to see if he can put the signs on their property. 
Mr. Smith stated that he tried to contact them but was unsuccessful and with the shape that the building is currently in he isn’t sure they would want him hanging any signs there.  
Mr. Thompson stated that he was going to look into getting a sign to show that Eighth Street continues.

Mr. Nash stated that they can’t approve putting a sign on a pole but he could ask permission to put a sign in the yard in the back of the Inzer Building that looks like it would be a perfect spot for his sign. He stated that he would be happy to look into the contact information to see who owns the building to help Mr. Smith get a hold of them. 
Mr. Smith stated that their annual car show is coming up soon and he would like to request permission to use the city garage again and he will get the information to them sometime this afternoon and asked that it be put on next week’s agenda.  
TABLED ITEMS:

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with Jack Messer regarding the repairs of the Veteran’s Memorial.  He also stated that he thought Mr. Teives was supposed to be present to update the board on the Williams Plumbing Building.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked what the status is on the house that was vacated on Oak Street with the big dip. 

Mr. Brewer stated that they are trying to hurry up and get it taken down and get rid of it but there are some other things that are tied in with that on in that area.  He also stated that Mr. Gibson has written an ordinance for funds to be able to proceed on some of that.  
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if the dip on Oak Street was something that Storm Water or Sanitary. 
Mr. Thompson stated that is Sanitary and he’s not sure where they are at and if that was one that was included in the three bids that they just put out.

Mr. Nash stated that he thought the roundabout was working very well but he is still concerned about the intersection at Grant Line Rd.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they have put overhead signage up and pavement markings and he doesn’t know what else to do.
Mr. Nash asked if we could check the roundabout for accidents.
Lt. Colonel Pennell stated that he could check.
There was a lengthy discussion about roundabouts.

Mr. Teives stated that he spoke with Mr. Williams and he sighted him for cleanliness of premise
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Galligan stated that they are putting a water line in at Scribner Place and they have to go about 9 feet deep all the way across. He explained that they can’t work around the utilities or keep the street open because of the narrowing in the street and they are unable to bore at this area either. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked what the time frame is.
Mr. Galligan stated that they are hoping to do it in one day but he is going to ask for two to be on the safe side and they want to do it sometime and the end of April or the first of May. 
Mr. Nash asked about where they would need to detour from. 
Mr. Thompson suggested sending the traffic up Spring Street to 5th Street.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they could possibly do the work on Saturday or Sunday
Mr. Galligan stated that they could he presented the board with a map of where the work would be taking place.  

Mr. Nash expressed concerned with the detour because they are asking to close Market and suggested they use Scribner Drive for the detour. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they can’t close Scribner because that is the side they are doing the work on. He explained that they can let him know when they need to do the closing and they can notify emergency services know and the city so that they can put it on the website.
Mr. Hall stated that he needs to know the exact date because it cuts the Animal Shelter off completely because Market is one way so they need to let their customers know. 
Mr. Nash asked when he needed to do this.
Mr. Galligan stated that it would be probably be Monday.
Mr. Hall stated that Tuesday would be a better day to do the work because Monday is a busy day for them but either way they just need to know the route to tell his customers what their detour would be. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closure for two days pending notification to the Street Department when the closure would happen with the contractor responsible for handling the detour, Mr. Nash seconded, all voted in favor.

Mr. Ballard addressed the board and explained that he needs more time to move the dirt so he will need to keep his truck on the sidewalk.
Mr. Brewer stated that he has a lot of dirt there and he has to do it by hand because there is no way to get equipment into the location. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve for 2 more weeks to move his dirt, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Wernery with Simplex stated that they were contracted by Lithograft to make a sprinkler main repair. He explained that they were there on Friday and when they went to replace the pipe they noticed that the underground main off of Beeler Street for the fire sprinklers is full of rust and it needs to be replaced going out into the street to a shut off valve. He stated that he is here to find out what they need to do to satisfy the city in order to make this repair. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they will need a road and a sidewalk cut permit in order to do this. 
Mr. Nash asked if they would need to close the street. 

Mr. Wernery stated that they would. 
Mr. Nash asked how long it would take.
Mr. Wernery stated should be able to do it in a day and they would like to do this as soon as possible.
Mr. Brewer asked if the Fire Marshall had been made aware of this.
Mr. Wernery stated that he is not sure. 
Mr. Brewer stated that this is a life safety issue and needs to be taken care of. 
Mr. Thompson asked if he could push the time frame up to get it done while school is closed. 
Mr. Wernery stated that if it is possible they will try to do that. 
Mr. Nash asked if they could work on a Saturday if they can’t get to it this week.
Mr. Wernery stated that if that is their only other alternative then he would look into that. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve subject to coordination with the Street Department and Fire Department with an attempt to be made to do the work while school is not in session, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
