A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 1, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Larry Snook re: issues at 1748 Ekin Avenue 502-645-8924
Mr. Snook presented pictures to the board and explained that he was present to speak about the failure of the city of New Albany to maintain a safe environment at the property of 1748 Ekin Avenue.  He stated that the uneven sidewalks are a real safety hazard and explained that there are no curbs and he has gotten two tickets for parking on the tree line.  He stated that a tree has fallen on the house next door which is a historic home and nothing has been done about it.  He explained that the stump of the tree is a hazard to cars trying to park on the street.  He mentioned that he has been in contact with Code Enforcement and they haven’t done anything and added that he has put his property up for sale and feels that these issues have devalued his property.  He asked that the city step up and make the necessary repairs to make this a safe environment.
Mr. Thompson asked if he has ever contacted the Street Department.

Mr. Snook stated that he had not.

Mr. Thompson stated that he would go out and look at it.
Item #2 - Christine LeBloch, Gold USA re: Precious Metal License
Ms. LeBloch stated that her son was present to request a Precious Metal License for her.  Her son explained that she would be working out of a local business on Blackiston Mill Road and will be buying gold, silver and diamonds.  
Mrs. Wilkinson stated they would take it under advisement because they are still working with the City Attorney on reviewing the ordinance and whether or not the Board of Works needs to be involved.
Mr. Thompson moved to take this item under advisement, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Item#3 - John Rosenbarger re: McDonald Lane – LPA Project Coordination Contract Supplement No. 1
Ms. Holmes presented the board copies of the Supplemental Agreement #1 from INDOT.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if the amount is more than it was previously.
Ms. Holmes stated that it was and explained that it is the INDOT agreement that actually funds the engineering contract.  

Mr. Nash moved to approve the supplemental to number 1 to the project coordination contract for the reconstruction of McDonald Lane from SR 111 (Grantline Road) to Charlestown Road, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.
Item #4 - Irv Stumler re: Approval for engineering evaluation for new signage on East Spring at Silver Creek.
Mr. Stumler stated that he is seeking approval for an engineering study to remove the guard rail and sign on E. Spring Street just as you cross the Silver Creek Bridge. He explained that he has spoken with Mr. Wood and Mr. Rosenbarger about it and they said that they will need an engineering study to see if that is feasible.  He stated that he spoke with Mr. Brinkworth and he is willing to do the study and added that there will be no cost to the city.
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the Mayor has said that they are going to handle this internally. 

Mr. Stumler stated that coming into the New Albany from Clarksville the city looks terrible and something needs to be done about it.  He explained that the railroad tracks at Grantline Road where they took one track out and supposedly repaved is now almost as rough as it was before. He stated that they did a horrible job putting that pavement down. 
Mr. Thompson stated that unfortunately it is railroad property and they can’t really make them do anything with it. 
Mr. Stumler stated that the ramp coming off of 64 onto Spring Street there is a whole lot of residue lying at the curb and it is now growing vegetation and looks terrible. 
Mr. Thompson explained that is state highway and they can’t sweep there. 
Item #5 - Ryan Egierski, Vectren:  street cut permits
Mr. Egierski presented information on three different projects that they want to do this year. He explained that he has spoken with Mr. Thompson about these projects and stated that it is to replace outdated infrastructure. He stated that he is here to ask the board for street cut permits for these projects. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if there was a schedule for the projects. 
Mr. Egierski stated that the first project is (550) Market and Main May 14 – July 30, the second is (602) Culbertson between 13th & Pearl June 25 – August 31, and the third is (603) Spring & Market July 2 – October 12.
Mr. Thompson moved to take it under advisement until they can set up a meeting with the city and Mr. Egierski, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Item #6 - Dave Barksdale & Pam Peters with Floyd County Historical Society re: Locating landmark for Lamberts Distributing building at 142 W. Main St. 
Mr. Barksdale stated that he is asking for approval to place a historical marker at 142 W. Main and stated that they would also like to secure some city funds to purchase the marker. He explained that they have already gotten permission from Lamberts and they are very excited about it. 
Ms. Peters stated that this marker is a reminder of a race riot that took place in 1862 and explained that there was never any justice during the riot.  She stated that they would like to have the dedication on the anniversary in July.
Mr. Nash asked about the significance of the location. 

Ms. Peters explained that there was a man running for his life and found refuge at that location by the property owner that protected him. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he thinks that property is state owned so they would probably have to get permission from them.
Ms. Peters stated that they need to pay attention to the unjust historical suffering of their fellow citizens and this is one way to do that. 
Mrs. Wilkinson requested that Ms. Prestigiacomo work with the Mayor as well as the City Council to discuss this matter to see if there are any funds available to help them out.  
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Sam Reed, Vectren presented the board with street cut permit requests for 1696 Garretson at Charlestown Road,  3309 Grant Line Road and 3317 Grantline Road for main relocations for the city. 
Mr. Nash asked if the streets would be closed.
Mr. Reed stated that they would not.    

Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

J.R. Riggs request a roadblock at Spring and Silver on June 29 &30 and July 20 & 21 for the Kosair Shrine Circus to send underprivileged kids to the circus. . 
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Thompson explained that he went out to Mr. Ballard’s property and stated that he didn’t have a problem with moving the piece of sidewalk that goes from the sidewalk to the street but now he wants to install a second sidewalk to the back side of the sidewalk to his property and he told him that he doesn’t know if the city will do that. He stated that Mr. Ballard told him that this was city property and they had to put it there and he informed Mr. Ballard that if that was the case his fence would be on city property and they would have to look into whether or not they city would make him move his fence before they make a decision about the sidewalk.
