A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON WEDNESDAY, MAY 9, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Sydney Ballard re: Parking in the alley behind East 9th between Oak and Elm
Mr. Ballard, 527 E. 9th Street, was present to request parking in the alley because his car does not completely fit in his garage now that he has moved the door from the Oak Street side to the alley side. 
Mr. Thompson moved to deny the request to park leaving his vehicle sticking out into the alley, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Mr. Ballard asked about his request to concrete the section of his property between the sidewalk and his property line to avoid the area being muddy. He explained that he was told by the city to put his privacy fence exactly where the old fence was and the old fence has been there for many years. He stated that now he is being told that the fence is on city property but when the city was coming out regularly to do their home visits no one pointed out the issue then.  He stated that when he found out about the fence issue he moved it back on his own accord because he doesn’t want the city to have any reason to send anyone else out for more home visits and he doesn’t understand why the fence is suddenly an issue only because he is asking for a piece of concrete. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that it is clear that the city will not be putting in the concrete in that location.
Mr. Thompson stated that this request is not an agenda item and he doesn’t feel like they have to take a vote on it. He explained that he went and looked at the location and explained to Mr. Ballard that they wouldn’t be putting concrete in. 

Mr. Ballard stated that he wasn’t originally asking the city to put concrete in there but to be able to get the dirt out of the area and put rock in. He explained that item got tabled by the board and now he is out of time because the new sidewalk will be going on and he still has the rock to go into the yard. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they have given him permission to go across the sidewalk with the load of rock but they will not be putting concrete in the location.  
Item #2 - William Gilliatt re: Utility Pole at 1804 Depauw Avenue
Mr. Gilliatt requested that the utility pole at 1804 Depauw Avenue be moved toward Vincennes Street.  He presented to the board pictures of the pole and added that the date on the pole is 1976. He explained that he was told that they should be replaced every 10 years.
Mr. Thompson stated that it is Duke Energy’s property so he could possibly contact Duke to see what the procedure is to have it moved.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if it would upset the neighbors if they took the pole completely out.

Mr. Gilliatt replied that he didn’t think so.

Mr. Thompson asked to take the issue under advisement so that he can contact Duke to find out what can be done.

Item #3 - Cindy Harris re: sidewalk cut on Rainbow Drive 
Ms. Harris presented to the board a copy of her deed and survey.  She explained that she would like to put in a driveway and requested to cut into the sidewalk.
Mr. Nash requested to take this item under advisement for Mr. Thompson to go look at. 
Item #4 - Frank Loop re: Interlocal Agreement between the City and the County for the 2012 Byrne Justice Assistance Grant Program Award 
Mr. Loop explained that this is an agreement to accept money from the Department of Justice that will be divided between the Prosecutor, the Police Department, and the Sherriff’s Department. He stated that the agreement has to come before this board for approval at a public meeting. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Item #5 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Banner request for Carnegie Center to promote the New Albany Public Art Walk on Sat. June 23, 2012.  Banner dates are June 18 – June 25 at Main Street location.
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a banner request for the Carnegie Center to hang a banner at the Main Street location from June 18-June 25 to promote their Art Walk on Saturday June 23. 

Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted.
Item #6 - Pat Harrison/Bob Murphy with SIRA re: Signs to help move inventory of homes.
Ms. Harrison requested permission to place “House for Sale” signs on corners to help move their inventory of homes. She explained that there could be 10 houses for sale on the street but there would be only one directional arrow sign and it would be very small. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that there are signs in front of the homes for sale and asked why they need to place in signs on corners.
Ms. Harrison stated that these directional signs are very helpful in selling the homes and they are asking for a reprieve for one year from the ordinance that dictates that they can’t put the signs in the right-of-way to see how it works out. 
Mr. Thompson suggested that they ask the City Council to rewrite the ordinance that is on the books. 
Mr. Nash stated that this board has to follow the ordinance and explained that they would have to go to the City Council if they would like to get it changed. 
Mr. Thompson moved to deny the request, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

 Item #7 - Melissa Kyle re: Street closure on Market for fundraiser “Whack Attack” on Leukemia June 6th. 
Ms. Kyle stated that she would like to close Pearl Street from Spring to Market for a fundraiser and they would like to invite area businesses to set up booths.  She stated that she has paired up with Jimmy from Jimmy’s Music and he would like to get some local music down there as well. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked what day and time.

Ms. Kyle stated that it would be on a Wednesday and they are thinking from 12:00-6:00 p.m. but she is open. 

Mr. Nash stated that the only way that he would consider it is if she got permission from all of the merchants in that area.

Ms. Kyle stated that she works downtown every day and there are closures for many different things so people are pretty used to it. She explained that this is something positive and she doesn’t think they will get a negative response but if they want letters from all the businesses she will get them. 
Item #8 - John Rosenbarger re: Professional Service Agreement for Main Street Assessment Study
Mr. Rosenbarger explained that they want to upgrade the Main Street corridor from Vincennes to State with lighting, trees, and the possibility of a median. 
Mr. Nash asked if the power lines would be considered in this.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they have asked and explained that the power lines are probably outside of the scope of what they can get done but they do want to have a conversation with Duke regarding this issue especially with regards of the impact on the trees if they do anything with the power lines. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if after they approve this they have 60 days to complete the assessment. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated yes and then it would come back to the board. 

Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #9 - Dave Duggins re: Consulting Service Agreement
Mr. Duggins stated that they have an agreement before them between the City of New Albany and the Winston/Terrell Group that has been hired to help the city in multiple departments focusing on funding sources and government relations for projects. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson seconded, all voted in favor.

Item #10 - Vicki Glotzbach for Don Harshey re: Roadblock on July 28th at Spring & Silver and State & Elm for the Veteran’s Hospital. 
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request from Mr. Harshey for a roadblock on July 28th at both the Spring & Silver and State & Elm locations to raise money for the Veteran’s Hospital. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked what the roadblock would be collecting money for. 

Mr. Nash moved to approve subject to more information, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #11 - Irv Stumler re:  Better control of heavy trucks on city streets
Mr. Stumler stated that part of the reason for the failure of Spring Street Hill Road was because of heavy trucks.  He explained that the area on Charlestown Road between 8th and Vincennes that was just made two-way is sinking in several places.  He stated that he feels that several of the areas need to have weight limits on signs.
Mr. Thompson stated that there would have to be an engineering study which would need funding.
Mr. Stumler stated that Pearl Street is still a mess and has not been paved and he feels that they should do this.  He mentioned the E. Spring Street ramp and how he would like to do a concept engineering study to see if the guardrail and sign post could be removed.
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the board cannot stop him from having the study done.
Item #12 - Vicki Glotzbach re:  4H Banner request for Banner on Main Street from June 25th – July 9th and on Spring Street from July 9th – July 16th 
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request for 4-H for a banner on Main Street from June 25-July 9 on Main and from July 9-July 16 on Spring Street. 

Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Lafollette asked when they anticipate that work will be done on Grant Line Road.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated by the end of the year.
Mr. Nash asked why they do it in phases.
Mr. Rosenbarger explained that it is a matter of funding, they do what they can when they have the money to do it.
