A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 15, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:05 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Krisjans Streips re: Tree Board Update
Mr. Streips stated that the Tree Board met last week and explained that Mrs. Baker come before the board to seek approval to grind out stumps around the City-County Building. He stated that it would cost about $800.00 and asked that the Board of Works to split the cost.

Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Streips stated that there is a tree that needs to be removed at 2225 E. Oak Street and the quote was approximately $1,800.00 which they cannot afford so they are asking for help from the Board of Works. 
Mr. Nash moved to take this under advisement, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - Sydney Ballard re: Concrete slab at 527 E, 9th St.
Mr. Ballard asked to take this item off the agenda.
Item #3 - Josh Gregory re: Sidewalk cut at 1502 E. Spring St. 812-989-7090
Mr. Gregory stated that he needs to cut the sidewalk from the water meter to the house in order to run new water lines.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would like to take a look at it before he starts the work.
Mr. Nash asked if he was familiar with the rules on how to replace the sidewalk. 

Mr. Gregory stated that he is but excepted specifics from the city as well. 

Mr. Nash moved to approve subject to approval by the Street Commissioner, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #4 - Irv Stumler re: property maintenance issues and public safety issues. 
Mr. Stumler stated that he is going to be bringing back a presentation for the board next week concerning dilapidated buildings around town that are both a detriment to the appearance of New Albany but also creates safety concerns. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if he had spoken with the Building Commissioner about any of these properties. 
Mr. Stumler stated that he has in general but this is another thing that he wants to do and hopefully he will be at the meeting to see the presentation.  
Item #5 - Michael Hall re: Contract for Production Management Services
Mr. Gardner presented the contract for Production Management Service for the board’s approval. He explained that this is the contract between the City and James Worth for the Live at Five entertainment packages.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if our insurance is covered by all of it.
Mr. Gardner stated that it is.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the contract with James Worth, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #6 - Nancy Kennedy re: Dumpster request at 1902 E. Spring Street.
Ms. Kennedy, All Weather Proofing, stated that they are replacing a roof and need to have a dumpster on the street for two days and they would like to start tomorrow.
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that if it is on the street they have to have reflective tape on the dumpster. 
Mr. Thompson stated that since it is on Spring Street he would like to take a look at the location first to see if there is an alternate location and bring it back to the board next week. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Doug Stewart, Infrastructure Systems, explained that they are doing the water main project on Pearl Street and stated that they are at the point now where they are about to start the restoration. He explained that they have an issue with the pavers at the intersection of Market and Pearl in that they ones that they have are no longer available. He stated that they have suggested that they use the pavers from the crosswalk in the street so that all of the street would match and then install new pavers in the crosswalks. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they are working on the project on Pearl Street and when they come to the intersection at Market and Pearl the bricks were defective on the bottom and this is the only alternative. 
Mr. Nash asked what their schedule is on the repairs.
Mr. Stewart stated they are going to start restoration this week but it depends on what pavers they are going to use in the crosswalks and if they are available. If they choose one that has to be made it could take 3-4 weeks for them to manufacture it.   

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Rod Lee stated that he needs a sidewalk cut at 1831 E. Market Street to retire the gas service before the customer demolishes a home.
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Ballard stated that there is a piece of pipe sticking up on his property and he would like for it to be removed.
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that Mr. Thompson will ride by to see it.

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that until they get a new ordinance they are obligated to operate under the current ordinance and review these as necessary. She explained that Mrs. Glotzbach’s office has been issuing the permits for a long time now and they will continue to do so until something changes.
