A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 29, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Mickey Thompson.  Warren Nash was not present.
ALSO PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, John Burger, John Rosenbarger, John Burger, and Mindy Milburn 

Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:0 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Joseph Litwinsky re: “Children at Play” sign on Silver Slate Dr. 
Mr. Litwinsky approached the board and requested at “children at play” sign on Silver Slate Drive. He explained that they have children that play all up and down the street and the traffic and speeding is really dangerous where they live. He stated that it is a dead end street so people use it as a cut through and then they have to turn around and generally speed out of the area and he is afraid someone is going to get hurt. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that it sounds like they need a “dead end” sign as well. 
Mr. Thompson asked if there was an address that would be centrally located for the sign where most of the kids are at. 

Mr. Litwinsky stated that they have kids all up and down the street and it is just very dangerous because there is a bend in the road that makes it hard to see and people just fly up and down the street and try to use it for a cut through. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they would be looking at where on the street that would be the best to install the sign. 

Mr. Litwinsky stated that he thinks that the beginning of the street would be the best place because it is a small street. 

Mr. Thomson stated that he will look at installing a “no outlet” sign as well as a “child at play” sign. 

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #2 - Jason Banach with IU Real Estate Administration re: Duct bank installation on Hausfeldt Lane. 
Mr. Banach thanked the board for their time and explained that IUS is seeking permission to bore at two locations on Hausfeldt Lane in order to install a duct bank from the library building to the Hausfeldt building. He explained that this duct bank will have fire alarm and information system wiring installed to allow communications to the Hausfeldt building and the baseball fields as well as any future buildings. He stated that they will have to bore under the road near the railroad crossing and the other is just east of Indiana Avenue. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they are boring versus and open cut which is less invasive. 

Mr. Banach stated that they would like to do this by the end of the summer and there would be no need to close the road. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he doesn’t see any issues with the request. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
Item #3 - John Rosenbarger re: Grant Line Road Improvement Project (McDonald to Mt. Tabor) 
Mr. Rosenbarger presented two change orders for the Grant Line Road North Project and recommended approval for both. 
                         MAC Construction’s Request for Change – MRC#5 $7,400.00
                         MAC Construction’s Request for Change – MRC#8 $11,700.00 (or less)
Mrs. Wilkinson asked about the schedule for the closing of the railroad crossing.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it is tentatively scheduled for June 11th depending on delivery of the materials for the job. He explained that they will be planning a detour route map that will be publicized in the paper within the next week. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the work going on at the crossing and how long it will take. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Rosenbarger presented a work order from Jacobi, Toombs, and Lanz for the general inspection of Spring Street Hill for the board’s approval. Said work order is on file with the City Clerk’s Office. He explained that this is for the project management to make sure all the pieces come together and it is at a cost not to exceed $18,775.00. He recommended approval contingent upon delivery of a letter from JTL that reiterates their responsibility for the overall design work. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if the work order from Patriot Engineering needed to be approved as well. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it does and it is for the geotechnical work at a cost not to exceed $36,226.45. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the two work orders for the inspection work on Spring Street Hill with JTL’s contingent upon receiving the letter of responsibility, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #4 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Best Cab request to revoke Dennis Farmer and Alton Stewert’s taxi permit. 
Ms. Milburn presented a request from Best Cab to revoke the permits of drivers Dennis Farmer and Alton Stewert. She explained that both left the company owing money and hasn’t made an attempt to pay and Mr. Farmer is now advertising using Best Cab’s logo as a cab company operating out of Jeff. She stated that she spoke with Lynn Mayfield who is the person that issues the taxi cab permits in Jeffersonville and she doesn’t have any record of Mr. Farmer’s company or of him applying for a permit to drive. 

Mr. Thompson moved to revoke the permits of Mr. Stewert and Mr. Farmer to operate a cab in the City of New Albany, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Jerry Stephens approached the board and requested a vendor’s permit to set up at the Live@5 concert series this weekend if it is permitted. He asked for a blanket permit for activities in the city contingent upon approval from the heads of each event. 

Ms. Milburn stated that he already has a vendor’s permit on file with the city and they made the stipulation that he just needed to inform them of where he would be prior to setting up so she wasn’t sure that he needed another permit. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he would not and that he would just need to let the board know where he would be. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that for the Live @5 concert series and anything related to the amphitheater he would need to contact Mr. Hall or Mr. Gardner. 

Rodney Lee with Vectren requested a sidewalk cut permit for 1127 Greenaway Place to retire a line, 612 Culbertson to retire a line, 725 Linden Avenue, and 2640 Roanoke Avenue for a line renewal. He explained that the homes on Greenaway and Culbertson are being torn down. 

Mr. Thompson asked if this is work has already been done. 

Mr. Lee explained that Greenaway is done but the rest are not. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson, second, all voted in favor.

Ms. Milburn stated instead of requesting the corner at the City-County Building Mr. Kennedy wanted to get a general permit to be able to set up his hotdog booth in various places around the city. She explained that it would be similar to other permits given this year where they have to inform the board before they set up at any location but they would have a permit on file if the opportunity arrived. She stated that he has sent it in copies of his insurance and Health Department permit. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #5 - DVA Discount Furniture Request for customer parking only in front of business
Mr. Thompson stated that there is ample parking through there so he doesn’t know what the issue would be. He stated that the city doesn’t have parking limits.
Mr. Thompson moved to deny, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #6 - Speeding issues on Olive Street
Ms. Milburn stated that Mr. O’Neal came back into their office to complain about nothing being done regarding the speeding issues on Olive. She explained that he came before the board on April 24th with several issues and speeding was one of the main ones. She stated that he was told that Mr. Popp now takes care of that and he would be out in the area but he hasn’t seen him since that meeting and he is concerned for the safety of the residents in the area. 
Chief Knight stated that they have stepped up patrols in this area but they have to rotate the officers out to other areas as well. She explained that she would try to add more patrols there whenever possible.
