A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 5, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Mickey Thompson and Warren Nash
ALSO PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Paul Speights, Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Scott Wood, John Rosenbarger, Joe Ham, John Burger, Dave Hall and Vicki Glotzbach
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Scott Wood re: Local roads and streets
Mr. Streips stated that they would like to table this item until next week.

Item #2 - John Rosenbarger re: CSX closing detour
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that the materials are in place and the shutdown for June 11th is on.  He submitted a map that the engineer prepared of the closing so that the city can publish and distribute it.  He stated that the truck route would be down Charlestown Road and then onto Beechwood Avenue.  He stated that they have message boards planned for the next couple of days near the interchange on the southbound side of I-265 and then one at Beechwood Avenue and another one north of that.
Ms. Wilkinson asked how long it will be closed.

Mr. Rosenbarger replied that it should be one week unless they run into problems.  He also mentioned that the last crossing they did at Hausfeldt Lane only lasted two days but that was a single crossing and this is a double crossing.  He stated that Mr. Hall is going to distribute flyers to adjoining properties.
Mr. Nash stated that they did the North Y and it is worse than Grant Line is now.  He asked if we have any assurance that it is going to be improved.
Mr. Rosenbarger replied that we do not.  He stated that the North Y was a completely different undertaking and that he would compare this project to the Hausfeldt Lane improvement because it is a complete replacement.

Mr. Nash stated that he has a problem with the trucks negotiating Daisy Lane.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that we can look at publishing the map with proposed truck routes but we are going to have a detour for automobiles as well and that has to be Daisy Lane, Beechwood Avenue and Charlestown Road.
Mr. Nash asked if we could notify the major industries out there of the closure.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they have already notified Pillsbury and WalMart and Mr. Hall will distribute the map to other commercial and industrial users.
Mr. Nash asked if they are only going to work during daylight hours.

Mr. Rosenbarger replied that he is presuming.

Mr. Nash asked if they realize the urgency of getting this project completed.

Mr. Rosenbarger replied yes but the project cannot be open while they are not working.

Mr. Nash asked if we could send letters out to everyone that will be affected out that way.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they will explore reverse 911 calls and they will check with the dispatch center to see if that is appropriate to use that service to call and leave messages about the closing.
Mr. Nash suggested sending a letter out.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he thinks that it possible.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closing of Grant Line Road for the week of June 11th and the detour message boards provided by the engineer, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Item #3 - Clif White re: Permission to film scenes at the former Park’s Department Offices at 1721 Ekin Avenue. 
Mr. White stated that his company is filming a faith-based movie called Jackson’s Run and they would like to get permission to film around the former Park’s Department building on the front side of the building, the alleyway and the back.  He stated that he would like to start this afternoon and finish up tomorrow. 
Mr. Nash asked if they were going inside.
Mr. White replied that if they could, they would love to but most of the scenes are going to be outside and if they were allowed, they would shoot one scene of someone coming out of the building with a trash bag.

Ms. Wilkinson asked Mr. Thompson if he would need someone from the city to be there with them.

Mr. Thompson replied yes, if they are going to be inside the building.

Mr. Nash asked how long they may need to be inside.

Mr. White stated that they would like it open just in case someone would need to go to the restroom.

Mr. Nash stated that we could give permission for a short period of time but all day would be difficult.

Mr. White added that they do have $1,000,000.00 liability coverage for the film and he can email that to the board.
Ms. Wilkinson asked that he email that to the Clerk’s Office.
Mr. Nash moved to approve Mr. White to film scenes at the former Park’s Department building at 1721 Ekin Avenue subject to him sending his insurance and for a short period of time not to exceed one hour inside, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #4 - Mickey Scott re: tables on sidewalk at UpDogs
Ms. Scott stated that she and her father are restoring the Little Chef and would like permission to set a four or five bistro tables on the sidewalk.
Ms. Wilkinson stated that they have to have 36 inch clearance to be in compliance with ADA so that people can get past them.
Mr. Nash moved to approve Mickey Scott for the tables on the sidewalk at UpDogs at Bank and Market Streets subject to a schematic drawing approved by the Street Commissioner, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #5 - Pepper Cooper with Neace Luken re: Property Casualty renewal 
Mr. Cooper stated that the city had a two year rate guarantee with their current carrier for the liability, property package.  He stated that they came back during renewal which is 30 days and said that our loss ratio was 22%.  He said that they then looked at it closer and for that nine month period it was actually 18% so we were able to get a rate guarantee with no increase for the next nine months starting this month when it renews.  He added that our claims have been doing really well with regards to our liability, general liability and law suits.  He stated that our contract reads that we can cancel or change at any time with 30 days notice.  He also stated that they are going to keep new quotes out there to see what they are and report back to the board on them.  He explained that the good thing is that there will be no rate increase if we don’t beat the price.  
Ms. Wilkinson asked what the renewal period is.
Mr. Cooper replied June 11th until June 10th, 2013 at 12 o’clock.  He also explained that they did a complete audit of all of the risks, number of cars, buildings, etc. so we should have a really good handle on what is being covered.  He stated that they discovered that the city had purchased 17 new police cars and the city was not aware that if they turn in nine when they get them and wait three days and turn in the other eight then they are not charged for them until next year.  He stated that he is really pleased with the way this renewed and recommends that we take it because we can always change it if we get some really good quotes next month.
Ms. Wilkinson asked if we could just renew it for 30 days.
Mr. Cooper stated that you can’t do that but you have an out because they have to keep you for a year and if you want to give them 30 days’ notice, it is in the contract that you can cancel. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked if we can extend the current one for 30 days.

Mr. Cooper replied no.  He stated that you wouldn’t want to do that because the contract is in your favor and if you extend it then they could change it. 
Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that the meeting that they had with Mr. Cooper was to see if there was a better deal out there and after a 30 day notice we could cancel.   

Mr. Nash asked how much is the premium.

Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that it was $675,000.00 last year.  She stated she is okay with it as long as it has the stipulation that you can give 30 days’ notice to cancel. 

Mr. Cooper stated that you don’t get the rate guarantees very often.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the renewal with the property and casualty insurance with 30 days option to opt out, Mr. Nash seconded, all voted in favor.
Item #5 - Marcey Wisman-Bennett with New Albany First re: New Albany Indiefest 
Ms. Wisman-Bennett stated she is the Vice President of New Albany First and is present to tell the board about their big summer event.  She stated that they are going to kick off on July 2nd with the “Summer of Independents” where they will have a meet and greet networking event with all of the local independent business owners.  She stated that they will also have a power point showing everyone why it is important that we support local independent businesses in our community.  

Ms. Wilkinson asked where the kickoff will be.
Ms. Wisman-Bennett stated that they are in negotiations with some people right now but will let the board once that is decided. She stated that they are going to have cards which they are going to call passports and anytime you purchase from one of our local members, they will punch it.  She also stated that they want to do videos featuring their local members that will be on their website as well as You Tube and hopefully get some news media as well.  She explained that this will all end on September 22nd with the New Albany IndieFest and would like to have Bank Street closed from Spring Street to Elm Street from 2:00 p.m. until midnight. She also stated that they have talked with the Mayor and he is very supportive.  She stated that it will feature any local independent business that would like to come and set up a booth; restaurants will be there selling their foods and it is also in conjunction with Kentuckiana Craft Beer Week.  She stated that there will also be a judged art show and local musicians will be performing.  She added that one of the other things that they will need is orange fencing because Mr. Baylor is working on getting the liquor license.  She stated that it will be a family event; however it will be confined to that area so that no one will be able to leave that area with beer.  She also stated that Jeffersonville has their own port-a-pots and didn’t know if the city could perhaps talk with them to borrow them.  She asked if they could get electrical drops and picnic tables from the Park’s Department.  She stated that if possible they would like to get some police volunteers that may want to help.  She added that they are also looking for a sponsorship but she believes that she needs to go to the City Council for that.
Mr. Thompson stated that at Harvest Homecoming, Duke will drop it for their panels and we usually borrow two panels from them at Christmas.
Ms. Wilkinson stated that Harvest Homecoming has the panels and suggested that Ms. Wisman-Bennett check with them. 

Mr. Thompson asked how long she wanted the street closed off. 

Ms. Wisman-Bennett stated that they would like the closing to be from 2:00 p.m. until midnight.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the request from New Albany First to close Bank Street from Elm Street to Spring Street on September 22nd from 2:00 p.m. until midnight, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #6 - Don Riley re: Sidewalk issue in front of home 
Mr. Riley stated that he lives at 620 W. 7th Street and they have a concrete slab in front of their house which is 15 ft. wide where the sidewalk is and he has been parking there.  He stated that he keeps getting tickets for parking on the sidewalk and when he parks on the slab there is still a 4 or 5 ft. easement next to the curb.
Mr. Nash moved that this item be tabled until the Street Commissioner can go out to look at it, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #7 - Reed Ledford re: replacement of stoop and sidewalk at 810 E. Spring Street 
Not Present.
Item #8 - Indiana-American Water Company re: street cuts at 415 E. Oak Street and 1640 Oriole Drive

Mr. Newman requested two emergency street cut permits from Friday to repair main breaks.  He stated that the mains have already been repaired because they were emergencies on Friday.
Ms. Wilkinson asked if they put the street back the way that they found it.
Mr. Newman stated that it has been patched temporarily until the contractor can get to it.

Ms. Wilkinson stated that Mr. Thompson would have to get with him to make sure that it is replaced correctly.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Rodney Lee, Vectren, stated that he was present to request a street cut and sidewalk cut at 116 W. Main Street.  He added that it is actually in the alley between Hour of Power Church and the new barbeque restaurant that is going in.
Mr. Nash moved to approve Vectren’s request for cut adjacent to 116 W. Main Street in the alley, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Kennedy stated that he has a Vendor’s Concession Permit from the Park’s Department and would like a permit from the city as well.  He stated that he has a hot dog cart and sells hot dogs, Italian sausage and brats.  He added that his cart has been inspected by the Health Department.
Ms. Wilkinson asked if he has his insurance paperwork.

Mr. Kennedy replied yes.
Mr. Nash moved to approve Mr. Kennedy’s request for a Vendor’s Permit, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Andy Spellman stated that he was present to get a Vendor’s Permit to sell fireworks from his tent.  He stated that he has done this in the past and would like to set up on Thursday June 28th through Wednesday July 4th.  

Mr. Nash asked where he will be located.

Mr. Spellman replied that it will be on State Street by Tucker’s Restaurant.
Ms. Wilkinson asked if he had his insurance information.

Mr. Spellman replied yes.

Ms. Glotzbach told him that her office would need a copy of his insurance information.
Mr. Nash moved to approve Mr. Spellman’s request to sell his fireworks from June 28th through July 4th subject to filing his insurance with the City Clerk’s Office, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Hawkins stated that he was present regarding the street surface in front of his historic property at 1309 E. Main Street.  He stated that recently road patches were installed in various locations along E. Main Street and the smoothness and uniformity is non-uniform with the existing road surface.  He stated that when trucks drive over these areas he hears clanging and banging and then feels a thud in his house.  He added that this causing adverse consequences and affects to the structure of his home in addition to the quality of life that he enjoys in his home. He stated that Mr. Rosenbarger and the Mayor are aware of the non-uniformity surface of the street and have been to his house to investigate the situation.  He stated that he is also proposing that that the speed limit be reduced from 30 miles to 25 miles per hour and has spoken with the Police Chief regarding this.  He added that the speed limits on E. Market Street and E. Spring Street are 25 miles per hour. 
Mr. Thompson stated that area on E. Main Street was state highway until just recently.  He also stated that in order to change the speed limit there would have to be a traffic study.
Mr. Hawkins asked if the city has or consults with a traffic engineer.
Mr. Thompson replied that the city uses Jacobi, Toombs & Lanz.  He also stated that he and Mr. Rosenbarger rode out there with the engineers and they have a good idea of what they are going to do.  He stated that the contractors are going to come back in to see if they can get it smoothed out. 
Ms. Wilkinson stated that the board cannot lower the speed limit and that would have to be taken under advisement by Mr. Rosenbarger and the traffic engineers.

Ms. Wilkinson stated that items #1 and #2 can be taken off of the agenda because the City Clerk can issue permits under the old ordinance.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Michael Hall requested street closure for Live@Five this Friday.  He explained that the closure would be at State Street and Market Street and would start around 2:00 p.m. and be over by about 9:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked if all of the property owners have been notified.

Mr. Hall replied yes.

Mr. Nash asked if Develop New Albany is aware of the program.

Mr. Hall replied yes that he has kept in contact with them but is going to send another press release out to them and New Albany First.
Mr. Nash moved to approve closing State Street from Spring Street to Main Street and Market Street from Hauss Square to Pearl Street on Friday, June 8th for Live@Five from :00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m., Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Ham stated that the state come in and looked at a hole underneath the road at 327 W.  Spring Street and found that it was an abandoned storm line that the state abandoned during the construction of the interstate but did not properly safe load it. He added that the state is moving forward to get the contractor to come in and repair it.  He stated that while they were here, they looked at Scribner and Elm where there is flooding issues and mentioned that there is some maintenance work that they want to do with the ramp.
