Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:


Item #1 - Melissa Sparks re: more street lights on Scribner Drive
Ms. Sparks stated that she lives on Scribner Drive and noticed that several of the lights are not working and would like new lights put up, especially on the bridge over Falling Run Creek.  She presented the board with a petition from her neighbors to the board. 

Mr. Nash stated that there are restrictions on how close together the lights can be. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that Mr. Thompson would look into the situation and bring his recommendation back to the board. 
Item #2 - Teresa Goldberg and Tina Fetz re: Roadblock on State Street June 16th
Not Present
Item #3 - Vicki Glotzbach for Sherrie Holmes re: Appointment to the State Common Wage Hearing Committee
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that they need to appoint someone and while it can be someone on the board it doesn’t have to be. She explained that they have to live in the city and she thinks that Matt Denison used to serve on the committee. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the appointment of Mr. Nash to the State Common Wage Hearing Committee, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
Item #4 - Debbie Roberts re: Reserving amphitheatre on Aug. 4, 2012 
Ms. Roberts explained that her son-in-law was in a bad motorcycle wreck on April 9th and she would like to rent the amphitheatre to have a benefit for him. She stated that he is in really bad shape with a brain injury and he is disabled for life. She explained that the accident was the other drivers fault and he didn’t have any insurance and they would like to raise some funds to help him and his family out and to raise awareness about safety issues with not wearing a helmet.  
Mr. Gardner stated that the date is available.
Mrs. Wilkinson explained that there are guidelines which include an insurance requirement and stated that Mr. Gardner will get her that information. 
Mr. Gardner asked what time period they are looking at.
Ms. Roberts stated that they would like to have it from 1:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve pending insurance, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Item #6 - Mr. Thompson stated that they should have come before the board for Slate Run Road because that was a new service so he will give them a call about that. He explained that the emergency cuts are the only ones that they don’t have to come before the board for.

Mr. Thompson stated that they went out to inspect the location and it is not an approved handicap spot. He explained that if he parks in that pad that they poured he would be blocking the sidewalk which wouldn’t be something the city would approve. 
Mr. Nash stated that it looks like he has plenty of other parking at that location. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he does. He explained that this was denied last year as well and he was told that he couldn’t park there because it would be blocking the sidewalk. 
Mr. Nash moved to deny the request of Mr. Riley and continue to ticket, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 – CSX Closing on Grant Line Road

Mr. Thompson stated that they didn’t get the materials in on time but they are out there now and the traffic plan has been approved. 
Mr. Nash stated that the signs are up for this but not the message board and asked if they made any progress on notifying the public. 

Michael Hall stated that the letters would be going out today but he doesn’t know about the message board. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he thought they were in but he would call and check on those.

Mr. Thompson asked that they let him know when it is getting started so he can let emergency services know. 

Mr. Nash asked about truck traffic on the Spring Street Hill.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they have asked JTL to come up with something to address this issue. 

TABLED ITEMS:
Item #1 - Scott Wood re: Local roads and streets

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Ham stated that 327 W. Spring is currently because the state is making repairs to a hole in the road and what they found was  an old storm line that was abandoned and wasn’t safe loaded.  He explained that the utilities are coming in currently and they are discussing how they were going to close the road and make the repair. He stated that he would assume that it will be opened back up to one lane for thru traffic by the end of the day. 
Mr. Nash asked if the issue on Old Vincennes Road was corrected.
Mr. Ham stated that they put a junction box in and in doing so they were able to fill in the large void and supported the edge of the road that was failing.  

Mrs. Wilkinson asked about the Castlewood area.
Mr. Ham stated that he spoke with the engineers and they are running it through the computers to find a solution.  He stated that there are a couple of small issues at junction boxes that may require some modification but nothing that would have caused that flooding. He explained that while they were doing inspection on the lines there was a lady on Mellwood that has a rain gage that she religiously monitors and she had 3.75 inches on her barometer on the 29th so there was a lot of heavy rain in that area in a short amount of time. 
Mr. Thompson updated the board on the Spring Street Hill project and explained that the notice to proceed has been issued to Fulkerson who plans to start June 18th, and Patriot Engineering will be doing the geotech inspection. He stated that the city will be doing a clean up on Saturday June, 16th from 8:00-2:00 p.m. and they hope to have three locations for residents to bring out trash and they will have someone at every location to prevent people from dumping things that they shouldn’t be dumping. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the disposal of tires and whether or not there would be a limit on the number people could dump. 
Michael Hall asked to close Bank Street from Elm Street to Spring Street for the next Friday Live@5 event. 
Mr. Nash asked if all the businesses have been notified.
Mr. Hall stated that they will make sure they are all notified. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the closure of Bank Street between Spring and Elm, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Nash asked if there is anything new on the website regarding contact information.
Mr. Hall stated that he would look into it.
Mr. Brewer stated that they finally got some money for the demolitions so they will start moving forward with that. He explained that they are trying to get some more administrative help and that is before the Council right now.
