A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 26, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.
PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Mickey Thompson and Warren Nash

ALSO PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Joe Ham, Lt. Colonel Pennell, Paul Speights, Deputy Fire Chief Gadd, Mary Ann Prestigiacomo and Vicki Glotzbach 
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:


Item #1 - Rebecca Galyean with Patriotic Fireworks re: Permit to sell fireworks on State Street 
Raymond Kleehamer stated that he has a copy of the state permit and insurance and would like a temporary vendor’s permit to sell fireworks out of their tent in the parking lot at 2125 State Street. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked when they wanted to start.
Mr. Kleehamer stated that they wanted to start immediately. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the city is not listed as an additional insured on the insurance and suggested denying the request.

Mr. Nash moved to approve that the request of Patriotic Fireworks at 2125 State Street subject to the city being added to their insurance and ceasing sales until that is done, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mrs. Wilkinson who voted no.

Item #2 - Indiana American Water re: Street cut permit for 1318 Ridgeway
Mr. Thompson explained that this was not an emergency because they just moved a meter and stated that he will contact them to let them know that non-emergencies need to be approved prior to the work being done.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - John Walling with Koetter re: Curb cut at 4110 Reas Lane
Mr. Walling explained that they are going to construct a building on Reas Lane that will house another company that is being relocated from Park East and in order to make this work they need to add a third curb cut to the property. He stated that it will be 36 feet wide and the sidewalks will be reworked to be ADA compliant. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he met with Mr. Wood and this received a favorable recommendation from the Plan Commission. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor. 
Item #4 - Matthew McMahan re: Riverfront Event on July 14th from 4:00 p.m. to Midnight
Mr. McMahan, Irish Exit stated that he is just providing the alcohol for the event but he wanted to be here to answer any questions they might have. 
Ms. Walker asked for permission to use the amphitheater on these dates for an outdoor wrestling show for all ages. 

Mr. Nash asked if the wrestlers are licensed.
Ms. Walker stated that she is not sure but they do have the wrestler sign a waiver stating that they do this at their own risk.
Mr. McMahan stated that it is an actual professional ring and they have set it up on their patio before. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that their insurance policy has to name the city as an additional insured
Ms. Walker stated that she does not have insurance because it is the individual wrestler’s responsibility to do that. 

Mr. Gardner explained that they need a diagram and site plan.
Mr. McMahan stated that they have an actual professional ring with 10-15 different wresters. 
Mr. Nash stated that they would like a list of names of the participants as well as any other information they can get on the event. 
Mr. Nash moved table until the board has the opportunity to review site plan and insurance, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #5 - Matthew McMahan re: Riverfront Event on July 28th from 4:00 p.m. to Midnight
Mr. McMahan stated that this will be an artist that plays at the Irish Exit quite often so they are putting this event on together and his insurance covers entertainment and he has the city named on his insurance already. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that whoever will be playing the event will have to have insurance with the city named. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve subject to staff approval, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #6 - David Brewer re: Sidewalk cut at 118 & 120 Main Street for installation of a waterline. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he went out and looked at it and explained that they are going to put in a sleeve under the concrete sidewalk. He explained that he did let them know that it is a state highway so if they have to make any connections in the street that they will have to contact the state. 
Mr. moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Item #7 - Irv Stumler re: Request to block east bound side Main at 3rd Street for work on Second Baptist Church Steeple from 8:00-12:00 p.m. and storm water drainage issues. 
Mr. Stumler stated that several groups are working on a plan to redo the church steeple at Second Baptist Church and Padgett has agreed to bring a truck in tomorrow morning at 8:00 a.m. and they should be done by 12:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson wanted to reiterate that this is for inspection only.
Mr. Nash asked if it would affect the traffic at Third Street and Main Street.
Mr. Stumler stated that it would not. .
Mr. Nash asked if Padgett would have people there to direct traffic.

Mr. Stumler stated that he would ask for some help from the police department because Padgett is supplying the crane and the operator for free already. 
Lt. Colonel Pennell stated that they could help out. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve closure of the eastbound lane on Main Street at Third Street for inspection only, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Mr. Stumler stated that he spoke with Scott Wood about cleaning up the new bump out islands on State Street and he indicated they are going to try to get the merchants to clean up in front of their stores. He explained that he stopped by three of the businesses yesterday and they have all agreed to clean it up. 
Item #8 - Michael Freed re: request for speed bumps at 519 Cherokee Drive 
Mr. Freed stated that the traffic patterns have shifted and many people are cutting through this area to get to Daisy Lane.  He explained that there are a number of school age children playing in the area and the speed limit is 25 miles per hour but no one abides by that limit and asked if it was possible to install speed bumps. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve to have the police department to monitor Cherokee Drive more closely with radar for thirty days, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Freed stated that this has been utilized before but it is a temporary solution to a permanent problem. He asked if they could put something in to let people know that there is a traffic control device and maybe that would help. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Lee Vectren requested a street cut at 15th Street and Spring Street to fix a low pressure drip. He explained the process and the type of drip to the board and stated that the date will all depend on the railroad because the cut is right next to the track.  
Mr. Nash asked how long it will take.

Mr. Lee stated about four hours.

Mr. Nash moved to approve the street cut by Vectren at 15th Street and Spring Street, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
Jennifer Wilbert requested a roadblock on Sunday July 1st at 10:30 – 2:30 p.m. on Silver Street and Spring Street to raise money for New Albany little league softball team.
Mr. Nash asked how much money they raised in the past.
Ms. Wilbert replied $800.00.
Mr. Nash expressed concern regarding the safety issues of roadblocks and asked Lt. Colonel Pennell to check to see if there is any record of accidents.
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Dickey stated that he is now employed by HMB Professional Engineers who the city has worked with in the past. He explained that he is their Indiana Regional Development Director and it will be his job to work closely with them and other municipalities to enhance relationships and make sure that any that are done by them are done with the best customer service and due diligence possible. 
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Street lights on Scribner Drive
Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Jeffers did check on that area and there is one light that is out so he contacted Duke Energy but he doesn’t think there is room for any more lights. 

Item #2 - Stop Sign in alley at Muir Manor 
Mr. Thompson stated that he and Mr. Speights went out to the location and they recommend that the stop sign be installed because it T’s in and there is only one sign at the three-way stop. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Gardner presented the board with the Pyrotechnics contract for the 3rd of July celebration for the board to sign and recommended approval.

Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Gardner stated that the event is going to start at 5:00 p.m. with two local bands from Jimmy’s Music and in-between the two sets they will have the fireworks show. 
Michael Hall presented the board with a contract for The Louisville Crashers for the 3rd of July celebration and recommended approval.
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Mr. Hall asked for approval to close Bank Street between Spring Street and Elm Street from 3:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. for Live@Five
Mr. Nash complimented the city on the Live@Five events and stated that he feels that it is being well received and he thinks it is good for downtown and the city. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
