Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:


Item #1 - Martha Ragland re: Vendor’s Permit to sell food and beverages at Community Park 
Not Present.

Item #2 - Indiana American Water re: street cut request for emergency main break at 1317 Floyd Street. 
Mr. Thompson stated that was the main that broke during the fire at the recycling plant. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the street at 1317 Floyd Street main break on July 2nd, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - John Rosenbarger re: Grant Line Road North Improvement Project – MAC Request for Change No. 6, 7 & 9
Gary Brinkworth stated that the first item is that MAC is requesting that the completion date be set back to October 1st. He stated that they are moving along pretty well on Grant Line but they did have some delays during the process including the revision of the Storm Water drainage plan and other drainage holdups and drains and utilities being moved. He explained that they would like to have another conversation with them before they approve that date because they do feel like they could get it done more quickly based on their progression so far.  
Mrs. Wilkinson asked when the original completion date was. 

Mr. Brinkworth stated that he thinks that the original date was the end of June. He explained that they think they can get done by the first of September and they would rather talk to them one more time before they vote on this extension. He explained the contents and reason for the change orders to the board and gave an update on the project.  
Mr. Nash moved to approve the request for Mac Construction Change Order 6 and 7, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 - Russ Kennedy re: permission to sell hot dogs on the corner of Spring Street and Hauss Square
Mr. Kennedy stated that he received an email from Rick Macina stating that it is okay for Mr. Kennedy to take over his spot at the corner of Spring Street and Hauss Square because he is selling his hot dog stand.  He presented pictures of his operation to the board.

Mr. Nash moved to approve Mr. Kennedy to sell hot dogs at the corner of Spring Street and Hauss Square, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #5 - Danny Griffen with Vectren re: Approval on upcoming project on Culbertson between 5th and 13th.     Contact person Ryan Egierski- 
Mr. Griffen passed out an overview of the project that they are getting ready to start on Culbertson Avenue and requested approval from the board. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have already started on the cast iron steel replacement so they asked them for more information on the next phase and that is what he is presenting to the board. He recommended that they take it under consideration so that he can coordinate with city staff. 
Mr. Nash moved to take under advisement so that Street Commissioner and other city staff can meet with Vectren, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #6 - Dan Coffey for the River Rats re: use of the riverfront the first Saturday in September. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked Mr. Gardner if Mr. Coffey had been in touch with him about this.
Mr. Gardner stated that he spoke with him briefly but that date is already reserved for the city’s Labor Day Celebration.

Mr. Nash moved to deny, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #7 - Jason Copperwaite with Paul Primavera and Associates re: Closing a curb cut on Green Valley Rd. at Autumn Woods Assisted Living 
Mr. Copperwaite stated that Trilogy recently purchased a house and is proposing a new parking lot.  He explained that they would like to remove the curb cut so that people won’t mistakenly pull through it.

Mr. Thompson stated that he looked at it and everything looks okay.
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Eric Smith with the Regulators Club requested street closings for Stone Street (between Galt and 18th) every Saturday until August 18th from 7:00 p.m. to 1:00 a.m. for a cornhole tournament and pig roast. 

Mr. Thompson stated that this is not a high traffic road and it is right in front of their club 

Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Riverfront Event on July 14th from 4:00 p.m. to Midnight
Mr. Gardner stated that he has not heard anything more from them.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked to take this item off of the agenda.

Handicap request at 1731 E. Market

Mr. Nash moved to approve the handicap parking for Mamie Stubbins, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
Marcia Booker – Overgrowth in allies
Mr. Thompson stated that he gave all of the information to code enforcement and anything they didn’t cover his department will look at it.
Ms. Booker stated that she was concerned with the overgrowth in the alley and believes it is the city’s to maintain.
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that Mr. Thompson will get with her on these items.
Handicap request at 225 Green Street

Mr. Nash moved to approve the handicap parking spot at 225 Green Street, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Professional Arts parking spots causing site problems.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he met with Mr. Ricke and he thinks that Mr. Ricke’s concern is valid.  He explained that to him it looks like several of the spots could be removed and would recommend board approval. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the removal of parking spots on the southwest side of the pop out to the Professional Arts Building entrance on State Street and install no parking signs, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Alley between fire house and Cody residence. 

Chief Juliot stated that Mr. Ham came out and put some things in place to keep it from coming down the alley.
Mr. Thompson stated that Third Street will be closed tomorrow for digging as they install the pipe to the church.

TABLED ITEMS:
Item #1 - Scott Wood re: Local roads and streets
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Rosenbarger presented the board with a design contract for Charlestown Road and Beechwood Avenue Intersection Improvement Project and recommended approval to give them a notice to proceed.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the contract for American Structurepoint in the amount of $40,000.00 for design services for the Charlestown Road and Beechwood Avenue Intersection Project, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Nash asked about the status of Grant Line Road between McDonald Lane and Beechwood. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that JTL has a federal aid contract that will involve a lot of environmental work as well as right-of-way. He explained that it will probably be no less than two years in the engineering phase and a year or two of right-of-way phase. He stated that the average time for a federal aid project is six years. 
Ms. Glotzbach explained that there was some confusion at the end of June over which organization should be at the roadblock on Spring and Silver and the Kosair Shrine club was the one with the permit to be there. She explained that one of the Little League teams were there when they should have been at State and Elm but they let them stay because they didn’t have their permit with them. She asked that the board approve a makeup date for them whenever they can find a free weekend in their schedule. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve a makeup date for the Kosair Shriners roadblock, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor. 

Michael Hall asked to close Bank Street this Friday from 2:30-9:00 p.m. for Live@Five. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the closure of 400 Bank Street for Live@Five between 2:30 p.m. and 9:00 p.m. on July 13th, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Thompson presented a requested for lane closure on Market from Pearl to Bank in front of the French Restaurant on Sunday July 15th from 10:00 a.m. to Midnight for Bastille Day Celebration.
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Gardner stated that the 4th of July celebration was a great success with about 4,000 people in attendance.
Mr. Hall reminded the board of the Drive-In event for the animal shelter and invited everyone to come out and join them. 
Mr. Nash stated that he would like to revisit the sign issue because while the cleanup in the Spring was great success the signs are starting to reappear.
