A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JULY 17, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Mickey Thompson and Warren Nash

ALSO PRESENT:  Michael David Hall, Joe Ham, Sandy Boofter, Lt. Major Keith Whitlow, David Hall, Fire Chief Juliot, Roger Jeffers, Police Chief Knight, Lt. Colonel Pennell and Mindy Milburn
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:01 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:


Item #1 - Sasha Wiggins re: Request for speed bump on Cherokee Drive
Mr. Nash asked about monitoring this area for speeding. 
Chief Knight stated that officers have been out there three of the last five days in an effort to enforce the speed limit in the area and once under control it will go on their regular rotation. She stated that it will be temporarily effective as it had been in other areas. 

Ms. Wiggins explained that if you come from Grant Line Road individuals are running the stop signs and speeding through the area and it is very dangerous. She stated that she has small children and she is worried they will get hurt. 

Mrs. Wilkinson explained that they had another request at this location that was denied but they had police ramp up their enforcement and patrolling for speeding in this area. She asked if there were any signs in this area for children at play.

Mr. Thompson explained that there are several stop signs and speed limit signs and they went out to make sure there was no overgrowth hiding any of these signs. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the board isn’t going to put speed bumps on Cherokee but the police are making an effort to control the issue through added patrols. 
Item #2 - Ryan Egierski with Vectren re: upcoming projects and discuss the projects on Culbertson Ave. 
Mr. Egierski stated that he is here for a follow up from last week’s meeting and to answer any questions they might have. He asked if they would be okay to start work next week. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he met with Miller Pipeline and Vectren to look at the project and they have made adjustments for the streets that were just paved. He recommended permission to start so they can get in and get Pearl Street done before it is repaved. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve upcoming projects on Pearl and Culbertson, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor
Item #3 - Dan Coffey re: use of the riverfront on Saturday, September 8th for the RiverRatz
Mr. Hall stated that they had a previous request that was in conflict with something that the city had scheduled but he spoke with Mr. Gardner and changed the date but he doesn’t know anything else about it.  

Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Coffey told him that he did talk to Mr. Gardner. 
Mr. Nash moved to table, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor
Item #4 - Andrew Takami & Jamie Longacre re: street closure on Market between Pearl and Bank on September 14th for Legacy Awards Gala at the Grand
Mr. Takami with Ivy Tech Community College requested a street closure in front of the Grand Theater on September 14th for the Legacy Awards Gala. He explained that their focus has been an increase in fund raising and this has become a signature event for Ivy Tech that they do every other year. He gave the board some details regarding the history of the Gala and explained that this year they are honoring Alice Schleicher and they would like to continue their legacy and host this in New Albany at the Grand Theater. He explained that they would like to close the strip in front of the theater for the period before the event as valet parking is under way and then reopened which would be from about 6:00-7:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked if they could get by with one lane.
Mr. Takami stated that they did in 2010.
Mr. Nash stated that he would hate to close an entire street on a Friday night. 

Mr. Takami asked if they could put barriers down the middle and if they could have an officer at the location. 

Chief Knight stated that she would have to look at manpower to see what they have on that night. 

Mr. Takami asked if they could have the lane closed for the entire event if it was just one lane 

Mr. Nash stated that he is worried about La Bocca. 

Mr. Takami stated that he would be more than happy to speak with the merchants on the street around that location. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked that they have it in writing for the board. 

Mr. Nash moved to table until they get approval from the merchants in the area, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor
Item #5 - Indiana American Water re: Emergency Street Cut at Carriage Lane & Coachman Drive
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor
Item #6 - Chad Sprigler with Sprigler Co. re: Street cut at 202 E. Elm at Bank St. 
Mr. Sprigler explained that they leased out their property on the corner of Elm Street and Bank Street to a restaurant and they are getting all the plans together to start the build out. He stated that they need to install sprinklers in that corner of the building and they would like to cut into the street and shut down Bank Street one lane at a time to do the work. He explained that they would do the work within the next thirty days and they are working to get permits from the state.  

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they could work around the Live@Five events that the city hosts on that block 

Mr. Sprigler stated that they could and it would take a couple of days.  

Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor

Item #8 - Martha Ragland re: Vendors permit for parks 
Ms. Ragland asked for permission to set up a mobile concession in a couple of the parks in New Albany a couple of days a week as well as the riverfront front time to time. She explained that they sell concession as well as some healthy selections to cater to a wide variety of individuals. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if she was vending anywhere else. 

Ms. Ragland stated that she has worked at a few of the fairs in the area. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor
Item #9 - Irv Stumler re: Neighborhood watch signs replaced and request for “Watch for Children” signs on Camp Ave., Sunset Dr. and Crestwood
Mr. Stumler discussed “neighborhood watch” signs with the board and explained that they are very old and faded and that leaves very little determent for criminals if the signs aren’t even being taken care of. He recommended the city to authorize the replacement of those signs. 

Chief Knight stated that she believes that the neighborhood groups were the ones that purchased the signs. 

Mr. Thompson stated that the Street Department put them up  but didn’t pay for them. 

Mr. Nash asked if anyone that she is aware of has a list of all the contact locations for the neighborhood associations.
Chief Knight stated that she doesn’t think so but the most active one is East Spring Street
Mr. Nash moved to take under advisement to have the appropriate departments look into the issue and report back the board in two weeks, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor

Mr. Stumler stated that there roads that are rather straight in residential areas in the city that are in need of “children at play” signs because issues with safety and speeding. He listed the following locations as to where they are in need of these signs:  

Woodland & Crestview

1715 Crestview

Old Vincennes Road at Westwood

Mr. Nash moved to have traffic evaluation this issue and report back to the board in two weeks, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Thompson asked that Mr. Stumler get someone from the area with children so that they can get more specific locations. 

Mr. Stumler asked about the old benches taken out of right-of-ways and stated that they would like to restore them and place 4 at the old farmers market and 4 around silver hills on private property for walkers who use that area. He explained that there wouldn’t be any cost to the city for this.  

Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement once Mr. Stumler gets a list of the locations, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. O’Neal 230 Olive Avenue stated that he had a knock at his door from the sanitation guys because of a neighbor complaining about garbage cans to the Mayor’s office. He explained that the cans are by his garage not in the alley and there is no way it could be bothering anyone. He stated that they are more in the way after they are emptied than they are when he sits them out and he just wanted to let them know that he is not going to move them. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that if it is on his property he can put them where he wants. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he isn’t sure why Southern Indiana Waste got involved.  
Mr. O’Neal stated that they have an issue with mopeds being driven in the city and they are not following any of the laws while driving these and the laws are not being enforced and it is very dangerous. 

Mr. Wilkinson stated that they can refer this issue to the traffic department. 

Vectren Street Cuts
No one from Vectren was present to speak. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he can go look at these locations 

Mr. Nash moved to approve subject to approval of the Street Commissioner, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Edwards explained that Old Vincennes Road from Westwood own past Silver Crest is atrocious because of maintenance and design. He stated that when they built the road they put drains under it and when they have heavy rain all the debris comes down the hill and clogs those drains and they never come out and clean them. He explained that another issue is that if you need a truck or an emergency vehicle down that road you can’t see the guardrails because of the overgrowth. He stated that their house is for sale and they could have had an offer but the buyer declined because of the condition of the road to get to his home and he wants to know what they can do to address the issues. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the council just approved some part time people and equipment for the street department and this would be an area that they will target. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she got an email from Mark Bartley 819 E. Main requesting a dumpster at the corner of 9th and Main for 7-10 days. She gave Mr. Thompson his contact number and asked that he look into it. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he will bring it back to the board next week.
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #2 - Ronnie Lane Grievance 
Mr. Nash moved to deny, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #3 - Kenny McPheeters Grievance 
Mr. Nash moved to deny, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
TABLED ITEMS:
Item #1 - Scott Wood re: Local roads and streets

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Michael Hall requested permission to close Market from Pearl to Bank for Live@Five from 3-9:30 p.m. and it doesn’t conflict with any events going on in that area. 
Mr. Nash asked if they got approval from all the merchants. 

Mr. Hall stated that Mr. Duggins is working on that. 

Mr. Nash moved to approve subject unanimous approval from merchants along that stretch, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Nash asked Mr. Rosenbarger about MAC construction and the extension on their contract with Change Order #9 and stated that they haven’t been working very much. 
Mr. Rosenbarger explained that he asked Gary Brinkworth to reconcile the days in the contract. He stated that there are three major items that need to be reconciled starting with a massive change order that took the better part of two months to deliver and this in turned delayed work flow. He stated that they have asked Mr. Brinkworth to get them some information as soon as possible
Mr. Nash asked if they could get them working now. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they can’t force them to work but the delays would have an effect on how they schedule their work. He stated that they can establish a new deadline. 
Mr. Nash asked if there was any penalty after September 1st. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he would have to check and see. He stated that they were making excellent progress up until next week and he would guess that they don’t have much more to complete. 
Mr. Nash stated that he just doesn’t understand why they aren’t working. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that the work on the Kennedy Bridge might be one of the reasons but he will have some information for them by next week.
