A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JULY 31, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Mickey Thompson and Warren Nash

ALSO PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Joe Ham, Police Chief Knight, Roger Jeffers, David Duggins, David Hall, Colonel Pennell, Major Whitlow and Vicki Glotzbach
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:


Item #1 - Indiana American Water re: Street Cut Permits at 3309 Ballard Lane and 341 E. 15th Street. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that these have already taken place because they were emergency repairs. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the street cuts at 3309 Ballard Lane and 341 E. 15th Street, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - Fred Geswein re: Fast Freddy Race 502-554-7245 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that board received a letter from Mr. Geswein explaining the details of the race and explained that this is the 24th anniversary of the event and it is held on 11/22/12. 
Mr. Nash asked if they close the streets.

Mr. Thompson stated that they do not but they do mark the streets.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the 24th annual Fast Freddie’s Five Mile Foot Feast on November 22, 2012 from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - Lian Wong/Mike Hughes 7 Day Adventist Youth Group re: Collecting bibles from neighborhoods for the jail 502-551-1644
Not Present. 
Item #4 - Pepper Cooper with Neace Lukens re: Workman’s Compensation renewal 941-4110
Mr. Cooper briefed the board on how the Workers Compensation works for the city and presented a packet detailing this information to the board. Said packet is on file with the City Clerk’s office.  He explained that the expiring premium will be increased, based upon the payroll, by $178.00 and asked for the board’s approval to renew with Bliss McKnight. 
Mr. Nash asked how their experience has been as far as accidents and claims. 
Mr. Cooper stated that it has gotten a lot better and it is actually better than it looks now because it is an average of five years. 
Mr. Nash asked if it is hard to get down.

Mr. Cooper stated that it is especially when there is a bad accident like the officer shooting because it stays on the record for four years. He explained that they have department heads that work on making sure the number of incidents goes down. 
Mr. Nash asked if there are any safety programs that they host.  

Mr. Cooper explained that they put on a lot of programs throughout the year and they seem to be working. He stated that all the department heads have been very helpful and cooperative in making sure these get in front of the right people. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if each department has a safety officer.
Mr. Cooper explained that the department head usually serves on the insurance committee which is the risk management committee as well or they send a representative.  

Mr. Nash moved to approve the Workman’s Compensation insurance with a premium of $263,308.00 annually to be paid bi-annually with Bliss McKnight, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Cooper stated that he would be back soon about the employee benefits because they were able to hold the increase down to 3%.   
Item #5 - Kelly Feiock re: signs on personal property and in the right of way
Not Present.
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she has received several emails from Ms. Feiock regarding signs in the right-of-ways and on utility poles. She explained to Ms. Feiock that the city had plans to do another harvest of signs. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they did another sweep on Friday but they didn’t get nearly as many this time as they did last time so hopefully that is a good indication that people are taking the law seriously. He stated that when they went out they removed all signs, even ones from the telephone poles. 

Mr. Nash asked that when officers see any signs out in illegal locations that they make a note and contact the Street Department. 

Chief Knight stated that they will work on a formal process for doing this. 
Item #6 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Sigs Gymnastic doing community service on National Gymnastics Day
Mrs. Glotzbach explained that they normally do gymnastic programs on this particular day but this year they wanted to do something new and work with the city on some type of community service project. She stated that she wasn’t sure who to put them in contact with. 
Michael Hall stated that he believes it is on September 22nd.
Mr. Nash stated that Mr. Jeffers said that they could use them at the Parks Department. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked that they have them contact Mr. Jeffers. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Eric Smith requested an amendment to the street closures for the Regulators Club to reflect an earlier time.  He stated that they are running out of daylight for the event because it has grown so much. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the amendment of the street closures for Stone to 2:00 p.m. until 1:00 a.m., Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Al Cardoso spoke regarding 1118 Clark Street and explained that when they fixed the sidewalk they didn’t connect the pipe that runs under it to the gutters or drains and he was hoping to get this fixed. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that Mr. Thompson would have to go out to the location to check this out. 
Mr. Thompson stated that if it was five years ago the contractor would no longer be responsible for it but that isn’t to say he couldn’t request a cut permit if he needs something put in. He explained that the best thing for him to do would be to let him come out to look at the location and then go from there. 

OLD BUSINESS:
 Item #1 - Stephen Schmitt re: Request roundabout being named after father; Anthony Schmitt 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the board still doesn’t have any word on whether this can happen.
Item #2 - “Children at Play” and “Neighborhood Watch” signs
Mr. Thompson stated that they did get the location called in but he doesn’t know if it has been installed yet.  
TABLED ITEMS:
Item #1 - Irv Stumler re: Location of benches from the Street Department
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that there is a plan in place to pick up other benches and the city will have to declare those as surplus property and be auctioned off.  She explained that the Parks Department is interested in a couple of those as well. 
Mr. Jeffers stated that the Parks Department would love to have them if they are available. 
Item #2 - Street closure on Market between Pearl and Bank on September 14th for Legacy Awards Gala at the Grand
Mr. Thompson stated that he hasn’t heard anything back from them yet.
Item #3 - Scott Wood re: Local roads and streets

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Thompson stated that he met with Mr. Hawkins for about 45 minutes in front of his home and he didn’t see any problems at that time with any big trucks that were causing vibrations.  He explained that they did talk about the project that was planned for Main Street and he told him that he would get him some information on that as well as getting on a mailing list so that he can be informed when they have any hearings regarding this project. 
Mr. Hawkins stated that in their discussion they never broached the topic of moving forward with some type of resolution. He explained that he values his property and considers this very serious issue and would invite any of them to come to his house and experience the situation that he lives with every day.  He stated that he has no way to evaluate the reduction in value of his home because of these issues but he doesn’t want to see any deterioration due to external problems beyond his control and he wants to find a way to resolve this. He explained that Mr. Silliman with Jacobi, Toombs and Lanz surveyed the situation and smoothed some of the humps caused by the pavement patches. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he spent a better part of an hour there and he didn’t see any issue so he doesn’t know what resolution they can come to. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the street is going to be repaved and unless there is some type of neighborhood wide complaint they can’t rush the job. She stated that they have done everything that they can to try to appease him but it appears that nothing is working. 

Mr. Hawkins stated that they haven’t done anything besides smooth some humps. 

David Hall stated that he has a claim in the amount of $663.71 to Vortech Pharmaceuticals and they would like to put this in with the utilities claims to get this paid as soon as possible. He explained that the reason they are asking that this be expedited is that it’s one of the controlled substances that they use at the shelter and it is nice to stay current on those types of bills. He stated that there are funds in the line item to cover it. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the claim in the amount of $663.71, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if this is something that needs to be approved often.

Chief Knight stated that the stop sign at Scribner and Moser has graffiti that could be a site obstruction and asked that Mr. Thompson check into it.

Mr. Nash asked if they had anything to report on Main Street. 

Chief Knight stated that they are continuing their enforcement efforts as they have in the past. She explained that they had an officer out there 5 of the last 7 days in the afternoon and the fastest truck that they were able to radar is 36MPH
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that there are major potholes in the alley between McDonald’s and McDonald Lane and asked Mr. Thompson to check into it.

Mr. Nash complemented Mr. Jeffers on the new trails stated that he was at the grand opening and it was very impressive. 
Mr. Jeffers stated that they did open the new facility on Thursday on Budd Road and there were already people out there using it. He explained that it is open from dawn until dusk and it is a good addition to the parks. 

Mr. Nash asked if there are trails opening beyond 

Mr. Jeffers stated that they will be opening those in the fall.  

There was a lengthy discussion regarding the new trails and the new solar messaging system. 
Michael Hall stated that there will be no Live@Five this weekend and they will move it to September 7th.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if there would be a celebration for Labor Day.

Mr. Gardner stated that it will be on Labor Day 

Mr. Nash stated that a gentleman was present last week requesting to name the roundabout on Daisy Lane after his father and asked Mr. Rosenbarger is there is any policy in place regarding that. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he isn’t aware of anything. He stated that he thinks there are better ways to commemorate the memory of a loved one. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding who owned the property 

Mr. Nash stated that three years the board approved changing Cherry Street Hill to Max Mason Hill and asked Mr. Rosenbarger if he knew what happened with that. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he really doesn’t know what happened with it. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the administration gave him the signs but never changed the street. 
Mr. Nash asked if he thought they needed a policy regarding this. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that is something they could discuss internally.
