A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, AUGUST 14, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Warren Nash, and Mickey Thompson.  

ALSO PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Joe Ham, David Hall, Major Whitlow, Police Chief Knight, Colonel Pennell, Fire Chief Juliot, Roger Jeffers, John Rosenbarger, Mary Ann Prestigiacomo and Vicki Glotzbach
Ms. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Andrew Takami re: Street closure on Market between Pearl and Bank for Legacy Awards Gala at the Grand
Mr. Takami stated that Ivy Tech is hosting their Legacy Award Gala Event at the Grand and would like to close part of the street on Market Street between Pearl Street and Bank Street.  He stated that they have met with the merchants and presented a letter to the board that was signed by all of the merchants agreeing to one lane closure on the right side of the street from 6:00 p.m. to 7:30 p.m.  He also stated that parking would need to be reserved earlier in the day.
Mr. Nash asked what day this was taking place.

Mr. Takami replied Friday, September 14th.
Mr. moved to approve the request to close the south lane on Market Street between Pearl Street and Bank Street on September 14th at 6:00 p.m. to 7:30 p.m. and no parking on that block of Market Street from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m., Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - Terry Proctor with Silver Street United Methodist Church re: Christian Concert at 413 Silver Street. 
Ms. Proctor stated that she is on the Centennial Committee at Silver Street United Methodist Church and they are planning an outdoor Christian concert from 6:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. on September 15th in their parking lot.  She added that they don’t need any streets blocked off.  She also stated that all of the neighbors will receive an invitation so they will be aware that this is taking place.
Mr. Thompson stated that if they are going to set up a stage, they may have to contact Homeland Security for a permit from them.
Mr. Hall stated that anytime a mobile stage is set up with live music, Homeland Security needs to be contacted.

Ms. Proctor stated that she would check with them.
Mr. moved to approve the request of Silver Street United Methodist Church to have a Christian concert at 413 Silver Street on September 15th from 6:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m., Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - Adrian Minotti re: driveway at 921 E. 11th Street
Not Present. 
Item #4 - Steve Goodman and Carl Holiday re: Request for drop off zone with 20 minute limit and repainting curb at 904 E. Main
Mr. Goodman stated that they own Culbertson West and would like to request a 20 minute loading and unloading zone for customers who might be physically challenged.  He said that he had also spoken with Mr. Thompson about possibly repainting the curbs.

Mr. Thompson stated that he went out and looked at and spoke with Mr. Wood who is the resident ADA person and he recommended a drop off zone with a time limit.
Ms. Wilkinson asked if he has the signage that can be put up.
Mr. Thompson replied that if the board approves it then he will order it.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the drop off zone with a 20 minute limit and the repainting of curb at 904 E. Main Street, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor
Item #5 - Roger Jeffers re: Love for Lilly Foundation 5K run/walk on October 13
Mr. Jeffers stated that they would like to have a 5K run/walk that starts at the back gate of Sam Peden Community Park and goes down Cherokee Drive and along Grant Line Road back to the park.  He added that it is benefiting a three year old girl that has leukemia.
Police Chief Knight stated that they could have an on-duty police officer there on Cherokee Drive.

Ms. Wilkinson asked what the specific time is.

Mr. Jeffers replied that it will be done by 10:00 a.m.
Mr. moved to approve the Love for Lilly Foundation 5K run/walk on October 13th at 9:00 a.m., Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #6 - IN-AWC re: Street Cuts at 614 Camp Ave., 14th St. & Main (4X7), 14th & Main (6X8), 243 Clay, 1100 Myrtle, 1102 Myrtle, 1120 Myrtle, 3909 Lola Dell, 619 Camp, 1216 Floyd St., 1834 McDonald Lane. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked if they have all been done.

Mr. Thompson replied yes.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the street cuts at 614 Camp Ave., 14th St. & Main (4X7), 14th & Main (6X8), 243 Clay, 1100 Myrtle, 1102 Myrtle, 1120 Myrtle, 3909 Lola Dell, 619 Camp, 1216 Floyd St., 1834 McDonald Lane, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #7 - Brian Dobson with New Albany Little League Travel Team re: Roadblock on August 18, 2012 from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. 
Mr. Dobson stated that he would like to have a roadblock to raise money for the travel team for the 8 year olds who have never made the district teams to keep them involved.   He added that they don’t get much funding because there is not much interest in donating to a non all-star team.  He stated that he has done roadblocks in the past and is aware of the rules, especially that children cannot be part of the roadblock.

Mr. Nash asked what the money is going for.

Mr. Dobson replied that it is going for equipment and expenses. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the roadblock for Saturday, August 18th from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. at Spring Street and Silver Street for New Albany Little League Travel Team, Ms. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor
Item #8 - John Rosenbarger re: Replacing existing sidewalk/curb at East 3rd Street.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they called three companies for the repair and they received two bids and presented those sealed bids to the board to be opened and taken under advisement.

Ms. Wilkinson opened the following bids:

Mr. Nash moved to take the bids under advisement subject to the approval of the city attorney that everything is in order and to be awarded next week, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #9 - John Rosenbarger re: Spring Street Gateway Project. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that the mayor asked to get a quote on the Gateway Project.  He explained that there is an upper median as you enter New Albany on Spring Street and it contains a huge INDOT style interstate sign.  He stated that they are looking at redoing that median and probably removing the guardrail and making it an attractive entry.  He stated that down the hill there is another median at Beharrell Avenue that is in pretty poor condition and needs to be replaced and upgraded.   He stated that in order to do this, we will need some fundamental engineering done.   He stated that they had Clark Dietz, who is doing the work at the Silver and Spring Street intersection, submit a price and it is a very attractive price of $2,500.00.  He also stated that the mayor would like to see this project advance as soon as possible.
Mr. Nash asked if the sign that says “Welcome to New Albany” is going to be removed.

Mr. Rosenbarger replied that they are going to modify or remove it.

Mr. Nash moved to approve the contract with Clark Dietz for the Spring Street Gateway Project in the amount of $2,500.00, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #10 - Justin Endres re: closing Spring Street early on the day of Harvest Homecoming Parade for elementary cross country meet 
Mr. Endres stated that he was present on behalf of New Albany Track Club and he has spoken with Harvest Homecoming to see if they could have a race before the parade on the parade route and they were very supportive.  He asked if the streets could be shut down a little earlier for the race.  He said that it is a mile loop course and explained the route to the board. 

Ms. Wilkinson stated that she spoke with the mayor and he just wanted to make certain that Harvest Homecoming didn’t have any issues with it.

Mr. Endres stated that he has spoken with Harvest Homecoming and they are in support. He also stated that he has actually asked them to sponsor it by having some volunteers staff it.
Ms. Wilkinson asked if it would be an official Harvest Homecoming event. 

Mr. Endres replied no.
Mr. Nash asked if he was asking for Market Street to be closed also.

Mr. Endres replied no.  He stated that they would just need Bank Street closed between Spring Street and Market Street just for the safety of congregating kids.

Ms. Wilkinson asked if that section of Bank Street was closed for the parade.

Mr. Nash replied no and explained that it is closed from Spring Street to Elm Street.

Mr. Endres stated that they could use the north side of Bank Street instead. 
Mr. Nash asked if he wanted the closing for 10:30 a.m.

Mr. Endres replied yes and said that if Bank Street could be closed at 10:00 a.m. that would be helpful because they will need a place to congregate. 
Police Chief Knight stated that she would like to have a chance to look over the plans and consider the staffing requirements. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked that Mr. Endres give the board until next week so that the Police Chief can go over it and make sure they have enough people available in the appropriate locations.
Mr. Nash moved to take the request under advisement subject to the approval by Police Chief Knight.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Lee requested sidewalk and street cuts for 2828 Charlestown Road, 502 Culbertson Avenue and 327 W. 5th Street.

Ms. Wilkinson asked if there is any way to avoid street cuts by the equipment that is used.

Mr. Lee stated that boring cuts down on some of the streets but they can’t really avoid all of them.  He added that they try to avoid street cuts as much as possible.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the above sidewalk and street cuts for Vectren, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Brios stated that he would like put on a 5K race that starts at the amphitheater and runs downtown on October 6th at 8:00 p.m.
Chief Knight explained that since that is the day of the Harvest Homecoming Parade, her staff would be tied up and they would have no one to staff it.

Ms. Wilkinson asked if there was a possibility of another date because that is the date of the Harvest Homecoming Parade.
Mr. Brios replied that he is very flexible at this time.
Mr. Nash asked where the entertainment is going to be.

Mr. Brios replied at the amphitheater.  
Ms. Wilkinson stated that it needs to be reworked because it clearly cannot happen on Harvest Homecoming Parade day because of police issues.

Mr. Brios stated that he could rework it but he kind of wanted to tie into Harvest Homecoming because of all the excitement but he could do it at the end of October and change the theme. 

Ms. Wilkinson stated that he would need to get in touch with Mr. Gardner for available dates for the amphitheater.  She also stated that he would have to pick a date that the police can be available to patrol.

Mr. Hawkins stated that he was present again about the pavement patches in front of his home on E. Main Street and asked if there was a speeding traffic study in process yet.
Ms. Wilkinson replied no.  She added that it would cost around $2,000.00 for a traffic study and right there is no money for it.
Mr. Hawkins asked Mr. Thompson if he is telling him that he is not willing to do any further work on the patches on his street.

Mr. Thompson replied that after his visit to Mr. Hawkins residence, he didn’t feel that there was a reason to dig patch up. He stated that he did meet with Mr. Silliman last week and took the contractor out and revisited the situation and didn’t see that big of an issue.  He stated that the contractor did say that the depth of the dip is so minute that a regular patch wouldn’t hold.  He stated that the contractor does have a product that uses a fine material that they could possibly use to fill in the dip and that is what they are looking at right now.   

Mr. Hawkins asked if the contractor was the one that did the original work.  
Mr. Thompson replied yes.

Mr. Hawkins stated that the city doesn’t have any smoothness specifications for asphalt surfaces but the state does. He presented the specs to the board and explained them. He stated that he feels that the city should adopt or abide by these specifications.
Mr. Thompson stated that portion of the street is a city street not a state roadway.
Ms. Wilkinson thanked Mr. Hawkins for bringing the information in and assured him that the people in charge of taking care of his street are doing the best they can to help.
Mr. Hawkins asked if there was some timeline that he could look forward to get resolution to this problem.

Mr. Thompson stated that the street is slated to be repaved from curb to curb and Mr. Rosenbarger advised him that it could be as early as next year and that the project is underway.  He added that if the cost for using the sand mix is prohibitive then he will be looking at a year before that will be repaved.

OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Stephen Schmitt re: Request roundabout being named after father; Anthony Schmitt 
Ms. Wilkinson stated that this item can be taken off the agenda since there is no policy or procedure in place.
Item #2 - “Children at Play” and “Neighborhood Watch” signs
Ms. Wilkinson stated that the signs are up so this item can be taken off the agenda.
Item #3 - Potholes in the alley between McDonald’s and McDonald Lane
Mr. Thompson stated that they are on the list.
TABLED ITEMS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Police Chief Juliot stated that he has posted rule changes and said rule changes are on file in the city clerk’s office.  They are Section M (Rule 13), Section M (Rule 14) and Section I (Rule1).
Mr. Nash asked what happened that prompted rule 1 change. 

Fire Chief Juliot stated that there was an individual on the QSR fire that was called in on emergency call in and at 5:50 a.m. said they were leaving and didn’t get permission to leave.  He said that he suspended the individual without pay and they had to create a new rule.  He added that they had to make that rule stronger because there was nothing in the rule that addressed emergency call in; it only addressed abandoning shifts during regular duty.
Mr. Nash asked if the suspension held up.

Fire Chief Juliot replied yes.
Ms. Wilkinson asked if these rule changes would be added to the new contract.
Fire Chief Juliot replied no because they are not in the contract; they are rules and regulations that are governed by the board of works.
Mr. Nash asked if they have had an opportunity to object to them.
Fire Chief Juliot replied yes, they were posted for 10 days.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the rules Section I (Rule 1), Section M (Rule 13) and Section M (Rule 14) Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. David Hall stated that he had approached the board about putting a sign on the Lambert building in reference to their campaign “Tags Take Me Home” and the poster is now in place and it looks very nice.

Police Chief stated that a few weeks ago Mr. Stumler brought up block watch signs and she now has information on where they can be ordered but she can’t find who is responsible for paying for them.  She added that she always thought that it was the neighborhood organizations that pay for them. 

Mr. Thompson stated that the only one that he has installed came from the former police chief and he thinks that the neighborhood associations paid for them.
Police Chief Knight stated that she knows where to order them but there is no money in the budget to pay for them.
Mr. Nash asked how much they are.

Police Chief Knight replied anywhere from $15.00 to $30.00 each.
Mr. Thompson stated the ones that he installed were purchased by the neighborhood watch group that was formed for that neighborhood.  He also stated that once the signs are purchased, if they get them to him along with the locations, he will install them.
Ms. Wilkinson asked Mr. Michael Hall if they had a location for the September 7th Live@Five.

Mr. Hall replied not at the moment.

Mr. Nash if there was anything new on 4th Street and Spring Street.
Mr. Ham stated that he spoke with officials and there is a contract for its repair but they want to delay it until after Harvest Homecoming.
