A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, AUGUST 28, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson and Mickey Thompson. Mr. Nash was not present. 

ALSO PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Joe Ham, Major Whitlow, Police Chief Knight, Colonel Pennell, John Rosenbarger and Vicki Glotzbach
Ms. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Joe LaRocca with YMCA re: Fundraising parking during Harvest Homecoming.
Mr. LaRocca stated that he is requesting use of the parking lots around the YMCA during Harvest Homecoming for fundraising. He stated that they use the proceeds from the parking for the Strong Kids Campaign. He stated that the parking lot between Pearl and Bank Streets and the lot on the west side of the building along First Street are the locations they would like to use.  He said that they use that time for the annual clean up of the YMCA because they have found that they really can’t keep it open during that time period.   He explained that last year they blocked off State Street and made it one way in and one way out.  He said that usually the east side fills up fastest.  He wanted to start on Thursday the 11th but the west side lot along First Street has to stay open for LifeSpan Resources so they monitor that and just let those employees in to park in that area.  He added that once the Harvest Homecoming Luncheon starts then it is blocked off through Sunday at 6:00 p.m.
Ms. Wilkinson asked how much they would charge.

Mr. LaRocca replied that they have stayed around $5.00.

Ms. Wilkinson asked if the Street Department provides barricades.

Mr. LaRocca replied yes.  He added that they have signs put together and position people throughout the lot to monitor.
Ms. Wilkinson moved to approve the request to close the YMCA parking lots October 11th through October 14th, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present.
Item #2 - Matthew McMahan re: redoing sidewalk at corner of Elm Street and State Street with loading zone
Mr. McMahan said that he is in the process of getting bids to redo the sidewalk at the corner of State and Elm Streets and is requesting a curb cut permit.  He stated that there is presently a FedEx store there but they are planning to put a laundromat in.  He stated that they are getting bids to redo the entire sidewalk at their expense.  He said that they are either going to redo from the handicap all the way down to the alley or they may get bids on doing just the actual ramp by the loading zone.  He added that they are the only FedEx drop off center in the southern Indiana so they get people from everywhere that bring large packages and the dollies are hard to get up on the curb.  
Mr. Thompson stated that he looked at it and everything is okay.

Ms. Wilkinson asked when they are going to do it.
Mr. McMahan replied once they get bids back.

Ms. Wilkinson asked if they needed to close any streets.

Mr. Thompson replied that they may need to close a lane but not a street.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the sidewalk cut for the corner of Elm and State Streets, Ms. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present.
Item #3 - IN-AWC re: Street cuts at 308 Ann Place for a main break and 1209 E. Main Street for a leak.
Mr. Thompson stated that they have already been completed.
Ms. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present.
Item #4 - John Brios re: 5K Glow Race on Saturday, October 20th in Historic Downtown
Mr. Brios stated that he changed the date to October 20th because Harvest Homecoming was a major issue.  He said that all the other information is basically the same.  He added that they will have food and alcohol at the festival at the amphitheater.
Ms. Wilkinson asked Mr. Gardner if that date was open for the amphitheater.

Mr. Gardner replied yes.
Ms. Wilkinson asked if they were starting at 8:00 p.m.

Mr. Brios replied yes.  He also presented a map to show which streets he would need to have closed off.
Mr. Thompson stated that the map show a lot of streets to be closed.

Mr. Brios stated that Spring Street wouldn’t have to be closed because they would use the biking lane and they just want cones set up.  He explained that Main and Market Streets would need to be closed.  

Ms. Wilkinson stated that she believes this would be a nice thing for New Albany to have but they just need to work out the details with the police to make sure that the security is in place.  She also stated that she would like to see this event on the website with contact information.
Ms. Wilkinson moved to approve it subject to working out the details with the Police Department and the Street Department, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present.
Item #5 - Dan Brumfield with Creek Run LLC re: Permission to drill in alley at 201 Vincennes
Mr. Brumfield presented a map of three borings that he would like to make at Main and Vincennes Streets which he may turn into monitoring wells to investigate the former gas station that was there.  He stated that they would be in the alleyway and will take soil and water samples.  He stated that they would then come back and install one to three monitoring wells.
Ms. Wilkinson asked how long they would have to be there.

Mr. Brumfield replied that the wells would probably be there three to five years and once they have closure, they would be abandoned according to DNR regulations.  
Ms. Wilkinson asked if someone was interested in developing that area.
Mr. Brumfield stated that they are actually investigating the release that was reported at the gas station and it looks like it went off site so they have to find out where it went off site and if they need to remediate then they can remediate.    
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that since the alley is owned by the city then there should be a requirement to share the results with the city. 
Mr. Brumfield also stated that his client is on the hook for this clean up so whether it extends onto the city’s property or someone else’s property, he is still required to clean it up.  He stated that he will make a point to get the city the reports and results.

Mr. Thompson stated that if he identifies that is not the boundary, he may potentially have to come back to do more drillings further out.

Mr. Brumfield stated that if he can get the property owner’s permission next door then yes.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the drilling of three wells in the alley behind 201 Vincennes Street, Ms. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present. 
Item #6 - Marcey Wisman-Bennett re: Banner request for New Albany First Indiefest
Not Present. 
Item #7 - Don Phillips re: Construction at Chase Bank on Spring Street
Mr. Phillips stated that they have a roofing project on Chase Bank and would like to request an alley closure between State and First Streets so that they can get a crane in to load materials on the roof.

Ms. Wilkinson asked when they were going to start and how long he thinks it will take.
Mr. Phillips replied September 4th and will probably take a week to complete.  He also stated that he doesn’t know that it will be completely blocked because they are going to barricade around the crane and if they can leave the alley partially open, they will.  

Ms. Wilkinson stated that it would probably be safer to have it completely blocked off.

Mr. Phillips stated that they could open the alley after work hours which are generally from 6:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve closure of a portion of the alley beside Chase Bank between the gas station and the bank starting September 4th, Ms. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present.

Item #8 - Gary Brinkworth re: Grant Line North Improvement Project. 
Mr. Brinkworth stated that as they were staking the project, they found that there was a big cabinet on the southeast corner of Fifth Third Bank and had to move the cabinet up next to the existing curb to allow for the pedestrian sidewalk. He stated that it was important that it was done quickly and he went ahead approved it because they didn’t have much time.  HeHHe asked for approval for the change order in the amount of $9,772.00 which also included removing a handhole with signal wiring in it and relocating another handhole.  He added that the work has been done and the sidewalk is in.
Ms. Wilkinson moved to approve the change order in the amount of $9,772.00, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present.

Item #9 - Jim Silliman re: Spring Street Hill Road Slope Repair
Mr. Silliman presented a change order to add five more drill piers along the edge of Spring Street Hill Road because back in May there were some minor cracks observed downhill from the large slope failure.  He stated that he spoke with Mayor Gahan, Mr. Rosenbarger and Mr. Malysz about adding the five piers.  He said that the cost is inside the budget and stated that the cracking is minor but they would like to add them to prevent further failure.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the change order in the amount of $41,243.10 for Spring Street Hill slope repair, Ms. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Ms. Fisher stated that she moved to New Albany in May, 2011 and at that time the Silver Street School was empty.  She added that she lives on Ekin Avenue across from the military cemetery.  She stated that a church moved into the old Silver Street School and this April she noticed a loud tone that was coming from the church so she called them.  She said that she spoke with someone named Sam and he said that it is part of their air conditioning system and had just called a repair person and it would be fixed in two or three days.  She said that didn’t happen and it has destroyed the peace and quiet of her neighborhood all summer long.  
Mr. Thompson stated that he would go out and look at it and see who he needs to contact.
Ms. Fisher stated that their phone number is on the sign on the fence.

Mr. York stated that they are doing a sod renovation at the military cemetery and wants to fence off some of the parking spots for the project that will take about three months.  He presented a map showing the spots that he wants to fence off at Jay Street and Ekin Avenue.  He explained that they need to secure their equipment in this area.
Ms. Wilkinson asked when they wanted to start.

Mr. York replied September 4th.

Ms. Wilkinson moved to approve Knight Solutions to utilize a portion of city property as staging area for equipment beginning September 4th and for approximately three months, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present.
Mr. Hawkins stated that he would like to get permission to block the alley beside the Redman Club at 211 E. Main Street on Saturday, September 8th from 2:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. for a fundraiser.  He stated that he just needs a small portion to have a cookout and some games.
Ms. Wilkinson asked if they were going to be serving liquor or beer outside.

Mr. Hawkins stated that he is pretty sure that all of that would be inside.  He added that he does not know the rules on that.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the partial closure of the alley beside the Redman Club on September 8th from 2:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m., Ms. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present.

Mr. Lee stated that he had three street cut permits for Vectren at 2541 Roanoke Avenue, 701 E. 8th Street and 1611 Old Ford Road.

Ms. Wilkinson asked when he will be doing them.
Mr. Lee replied within the next couple of weeks.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the three cuts at 2541 Roanoke Avenue, 701 E. 8th Street and 1611 Old Ford Road for Vectren, Ms. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who was not present.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Drain pipe disconnected at 1118 Clark Street
Ms. Wilkinson stated that this item could be taken off of the agenda.
Item #2 - Graffiti stop sign at stop sign at Scribner and Moser
Ms. Wilkinson stated that this item can be taken off of the agenda.
Item #3 - Potholes in the alley between McDonald’s and McDonald Lane
Mr. Thompson stated that they are working on it.

Item #4 - Upcoming project on W. Spring and Market St. between Scribner and 9th 
Mr. Thompson stated that this item could stay on agenda because they will be coming back.
Item #5 - Thomas Sturgeon re: Code enforcement issues
Mr. Thompson stated that they worked in the alley and Mr. Tieves visited the addresses that Mr. Sturgeon had issues with.  He stated that notices were sent out.  He stated that they did what they could on the things that didn’t require any permission but they may be back up there doing more work if they get release forms back from property owners.
