A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 18, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Warren Nash, and Mickey Thompson.  

ALSO PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, David Hall, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Joe Ham, David Brewer and Vicki Glotzbach
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

ITEM #1 - Jenny Milby with Alsac St. Jude Children’s Research Hospital re: Walkathon in Security Parkway business area on October 27, 2012
Ms. Milby stated that she is with ALSAC and requested a permission to hold a walkathon in Security Parkway on October 27th.  
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they would be walking on sidewalks or in the streets.

Ms. Milby stated that there are no sidewalks so they will be walking in the streets.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked what time they would be doing the walk.

Ms. Milby stated that it would be somewhere between 9:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if there would be any other vendors there.

Ms. Hieb stated that they hold these walkathons all over the country and last year they raised almost $1M.

Mr. Nash asked if the public would be invited in.

Ms. Hieb replied yes.

Mr. Nash motioned to approve the walkathon, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #2 - IN-AWC re: Street Cuts at 1716 Shelby Street, Old Vincennes Road & Brandywynne Lane
Mr. Thompson stated that these have already been done but the one on Brandywynne is in the county and he will call the water company and let them know. 
 Mr. Nash motioned to approve the street cut request at 1716 Shelby Street, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #3 - Vicki Glotzbach for Waldo Nathan re: Request for street light at curve of Graybrook Lane 

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that she received a call from Mr. Nathan and he explained that he walks a lot in the mornings before it is completely light out and the curve on Graybrook Lane is very dark and he wanted to know if they could install a light there. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he went out and look and there are street lights all around that area so he will have to go back at night to see if the lights are malfunctioning and if it is he will call it in to Duke. 

Item #4 - Rose Condra re: Walk for Life, Choices for Women for September 29, 2012 
Ms. Condra stated that this is the seventh year for their even and explained they will walk on the sidewalks starting at their location up to Mt. Tabor down to Vincennes and then come back. She stated that they are non-profit and they do parenting and life skills training for low income families in the community along with material assistance.  She explained that they will have a picnic lunch after the event. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked what time the event will take place.

Ms. Condra stated that it would be from 10:00-11:30 a.m. with the picnic to follow. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if there will be children.

Ms. Condra stated that there will be children in the custody of their parents. 
Mr. Nash motioned to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #5 - Christina Pfau with Thorpe Woodwork re: Awning for building at 137 E. Market St.
Ms. Pfau stated that she is the Showroom Manager at Thorpe Woodwork and they want to install an awning across the entire building.

Mr. Nash asked how far it will extend.

Ms. Pfau stated that it would extend about 4’6” straight out from the building and no support will be needed for it. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked Mr. Brewer about the requirements for how far it needs to be off the sidewalk. 
Mr. Brewer explained that there isn’t a requirement other than having enough room above the doorways. He explained that with an awning that size they would want to install it in the slits so t would be about 10-11” but with the design of the building someone put sheets of plywood along the whole front of the building and if the look directly above those panels there is nothing to prevent water from running behind them so there could be a lot of deterioration taking place that they can’t see. He stated that he would ask that the board require this to be addressed if they do approve the awning because it could become a safety hazard. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they would have to come to the Building Commissioner to get a permit.

Mr. Brewer stated that they would and recommended that the board take it under advisement and have them get their COA and then come back. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the board would take it under advisement. 
Item #6 - Irv Stumler and Tom Childress re: Tree removal on Camp Ave. and to discuss speeding issues on Camp Ave 

Mr. Stumler presented a picture of the tree that is falling down on Camp Avenue and he thinks it is in the right-of-way. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if this is the same tree that the Tree Board wanted to take care of on Camp Avenue. 
Mr. Stumler stated that he wasn’t sure. 

Mr. Streips stated that he did a little research on this when the Tree Board was dealing with the issue and that section of the right-of-way is actually owned by the Floyd County Commissioners. He explained that he doesn’t know how or why they own it but that is their property and the request for it would have to go before them. 
Mr. Brewer suggested that they contact Teresa Plaiss in Don Lopp’s office. 
Mr. Childress stated that there is a stop sign at Knob Road and Camp Avenue that is being ignored and people just speed through there.  He stated that he is concerned because they have kids and elderly people that go in and out of the property at that location. 
Mr. Stumler suggested that maybe a larger stop sign would draw more attention.

Mr. Thompson stated that he will check again but there wasn’t anything blocking the view of it. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they would have to go before the County Commissioners for the tree and Mr. Thompson will paint the street in front of the stop sign.
Chief Knight said that they would add that area to their patrol

Mr. Stumler stated he was at La Rosita’s and there were some painted lines in the street that he believes are for the utilities and it is very sloppy and poor workmanship and he didn’t understand why it was so large because he wouldn’t think it would be necessary to spray that large of an area to mark that. 
Mr. Thompson stated that it is a locator service that does that once a locate call comes in and he will get in contact with the guys that does the work.  He explained that it is paint that wears off and they do need to mark it. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Goodin stated that he would like to apply for a vendor’s permit to sell novelties during the Harvest Homecoming Parade. He explained that he did this last year as well. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the request from Mr. Goodin, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Smith presented a request for a street closure for the Regulators Club on September 29, October 6, 20 & 27th from 2:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. 

Mr. Nash moved to approve the closure of 1725 Stone Street, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Potholes in the alley between McDonald’s and McDonald Lane
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that there is a bad drainage problem there so if there is anything the city can do it would be a big help. 
Mr. Thompson explained that the storm-drainage guys took the milling equipment out to square that up and that is probably why it is holding water now.  

Mr. Ham stated that he would go out and take a look at the area. 
Item #2 - Upcoming project on W. Spring and Market St. between Scribner and 9th 

Mr. Thompson stated that this is moving along and can be taken off the agenda. 
Item #3 - Teresa Fisher re: Loud tone in air conditioning system at old Silver Street School
Mr. Thompson stated that he did get in touch with the church and at this time there is nothing else they can do short of getting a new system which they have no plans to do. He explained that come spring time if the unit is still loud the maintenance has suggested trying to insulate it to see if that helps. 
Item #5 - Adam Underwood, Wicks Pizza re: Permission to use parking lot for benefit concert for the Youth Shelter on October 10th through 14th 
Mr. Nash moved to deny the request, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she requested that Mr. Rosenbarger give them a summary of the Grantline Road Project and they still haven’t heard anything so she would like to put this under old business.

Mr. Hall requested approval for the street closure on Bank between Spring and Elm at 2:30 p.m. for Live@Five on September 21st and 28th.  
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Brewer stated that the houses that were moved to Linden Meadows are all down and he wanted to personally thank Mr. Thompson, Mr. Ham and Police Chief Knight for all of their help with this project.
