A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 25, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Warren Nash, and Mickey Thompson.  

ALSO PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, David Hall, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Fire Chief Juliot, Joe Ham, Roger Jeffers, Mary Ann Prestigiacomo and Vicki Glotzbach
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Rosalie Dowell with the Bicentennial Book Release Committee re: Temporary sidewalk block in front of the Grande as well as 4 parking spaces on October 4, 2012 
Ms. Dowell stated that the event is Thursday, October 4th and asked for the closing of the sidewalk from 1:00 p.m. to 9:30 p.m. and the parking spaces from 4:30 p.m. to 9:30 p.m.
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 

Item #2 - Ian Hall NA Exchange: Outdoor Event on October 12th and 13th 
Ian  Hall stated that they are currently on Grantline Road and they will soon be relocating to 118 W. Main Street and would like to have a “coming soon” event on October 12th and 13th in the parking lot beside their building.
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they have turned down Wick’s Pizza for a similar event during the Harvest Homecoming. She asked what type of event it would be. 
Mr. Hall stated that it would be a coming soon event and they are partnering up with the Humane Society for Dogtoberfest so they will be promoting that event as well. He explained that they will have a beer garden and live music from noon-1:00 a.m.
Mr. Duggins stated that the event is on private property s he isn’t sure they even need the board’s approval for the event but he thought it would be a good idea for him to come to them anyway. 
Mr. Gibson reminded the board that Wick’s had asked to use two city lots for their event so that is why they had to come to the board for permission. He stated that they do have a noise ordinance so the band would need to quite by that time. 
Mr. Hall stated that his next step will be to get a catering permit and he explained that they would have in-house security. He stated that this is not a huge party but a way to market their business and they are not a bar based business. 
Mr. Gibson stated that he would have to get alcohol permits as well to have the beer garden. 
Ms. Wilkinson asked if it would be fenced off.
Mr. Hall stated that there would be two tents.
Mr. Michael Hall stated that if they are going to have a stage then they would need to get in touch with Homeland Security.
No action was needed by the board.
Item #3 - IN-AWC re: Street cut request at Captain Frank @ Oakland, 417 Mills Lane, 2001 East Elm Street, 1658 Terry Lane.
Mr. Thompson stated that these have already been done. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Item #4 - Ryan Plunkett re: 5K for Salvation Army “Miles for Merry Miracles” on December 1, 2012
Ryan Plunkett thanked the board for their time and explained that Miles for Merry Miracles is a local charity that provides angel tree children with gifts and dinner for Christmas.  He explained that they kick off their event with the annual 5K run whose entry fee for this is a sponsorship of an angel. He stated that this is followed the next two Saturday’s by a day of shopping and a Christmas dinner.  He stated that this is a wonderful experience for them all and this event was started as an Eagle Scout project and has grown every year for the last five years.  He explained that he would like to have Water Street blocked off on December 1st for the 5K and they would also like to hang a 30 ft. banner at Spring and 8th to promote the event from November 15th to December 3rd.   

Mr. Gardner stated that the amphitheater would be available but the restrooms will have already been winterized so they wouldn’t be able to use them. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked what time they would like to have the run.
Mr. Plunkett replied 7:00 a.m. until noon.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the banner and the closure of Water Street from 7:00a.m.-noon, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #5 - James Jaetano with Jimmy’s Music Store re: Street Closure for Grand Opening of Eternal Health Yoga. 
Mr. Jaetano stated that they would like to do an outdoor event on Market Street in front of his business from Hauss to State on October 6th from 3:30-5:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson stated that he doesn’t know if he would have barricades because they will be using all of those for the parade.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if he could provide his own barricades.
Mr. Jaetano asked if it could be something as simple as barrels and ropes. 

Mr. Thompson stated that the police would prefer that they have the types of barricades that the city uses for safety reasons. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Lee requested a street cut permit at 1905 McDonald Lane for an upgrade in the heating system.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Ballard stated that there are some utility poles behind Servepro on Spring Street and they are all beat up and one is even broken causing a safety issue.  He asked the board if he could concrete the grass part of the alley between the paving and his fence. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if it is in the right-of-way.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would go out and check on the area and utility poles.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked that they have a list of the volunteers that will be helping with the 5K run by the New Albany Track Club so that everyone is safe and secure.  She stated that Mr. Andres agreed to come before the board next week with the final details. 
Mr. Nash asked Chief Knight to ask her traffic supervisor to contact Mr. Andres to get this information before the next meeting. 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Potholes in the alley between McDonald’s and McDonald Lane
Mrs. Wilkinson thanked Mr. Thompson for taking care of these.
Item #2 - John Rosenbarger re: update on Grantline Road Improvement Project.
Mr. Thompson stated that they are still working on the loops and finishing up the striping and he will ask Mr. Rosenbarger to get something to them. 
Mr. Nash asked about the fencing on Daisy Lane. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they are working with the contractor to get this removed. 
Item #3 - Request for street light at curve of Graybrook Lane
Mr. Thompson stated that there are four lights out in that area and three of them had the wires broken and he has a call into Duke about this. 
Item #4 - Awning for building at 137 E. Market St.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Duggins spoke to the board regarding the Bicentennial Park and explained that the work has begun and they will have a ground breaking ceremony that everyone will be invited to. He stated that they are taking down all of the trees and there has been some traffic on the blogs and Facebook and he wants to make it clear that they had every tree studies and photographed for damage by an arborist as well as a professional landscape architect. He explained that every tree that they took down was deemed by these individuals as being necessary to come down and they will be replacing them. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that this should be posted on the City’s Facebook page.
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Duggins to send a release to the local papers for this. 
Mr. Gibson presented the board with an update regarding the closure of Main for the Second Baptist Church so that they would know what is going on with this project. 
Mr. Nash asked what the time frame is.
Mr. Gibson stated that he did not know.
Chief Juliot stated that on October 20, 27 and November 3rd they would like the use of the parking garage from 7:00 a.m. to noon and a closure on Market Street on the left side from Hauss Square to State Street for training.   

Mr. Nash moved to approve the closure of Market Street on the left side from Hauss Square to State Street, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. David Hall stated that the Animal Shelter is celebrating DogtoberFest and will be at Live@Five from 5:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. with adoptable dogs.  He stated that it is an event to make the public aware that a shelter dog is very adoptable.
Mr. Nash asked about the dog park.
Mr. Hall stated the park board is very interested and they are partnering with them for this project. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding what a dog park could offer the city.
