A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, OCTOBER 2, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Warren Nash, and Mickey Thompson.  

ALSO PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, David Hall, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Joe Ham, Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, John Rosenbarger, David Brewer and Vicki Glotzbach
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Jen Benningfield with the Thirsty Pedaler re: Request for street route in business
Mrs. Benningfield stated that they had a request from someone in the city to use their service during Harvest Homecoming. She explained that they would be riding a route and it is included in the packet that was handed out to the board. 
Mr. Benningfield stated that it is human powered vehicle and they are seeking permission to bring this into the city because of many requests by citizens of New Albany to have their services in the city. He explained that they are just asking for permission to be in the city on October 12th for several hours and presented information to the board.  
Mr. Brewer asked if there is any permitting required in Louisville. 
Mr. Benningfield stated that there is not. He explained that they have leaned more towards a petty cab type of operation instead of a bicycle because of the unique nature of the vehicle. 
Mr. Brewer stated that he did speak with someone at Harvest Homecoming and she was okay with it being in the city because it isn’t considered an event and they thought it would actually be an asset.
Mr. Benningfield stated that he would be more than happy to go before the officials at the Harvest Homecoming to request permission or augment their route to accommodate any concerns that the board might have. He explained that it is very important for them to have a good working relationship with the city and they would not give them any surprises. He stated that he is in operational control of the vehicle the entire time. 
Mrs. Benningfield stated that these are all privately booked tours so it isn’t a situation where people can hop on and off. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the board would take this under advisement and revisit next Tuesday.
Item #2 - IN-AWC re: Street cut request at Galt & Dewey1500 Beech Street. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Item #3 - Justin Endres re: Update from New Albany Track Club regarding 5K Run on October 6th. 
Mr. Endres explained that he was present to answer any question regarding the 5K and presented the board with information on the event and a list of their volunteers. 
Chief Knight asked if there would be any radio communications between the volunteers to know when the race has started and asked if it would start promptly at 10:00 a.m.
Mr. Endres stated that what has been communicated is that it will start at 10:00 a.m. and he did that to make sure they will be clear for the parade and everyone was fine with that time. He explained that the street at 11th and Spring will need to be closed a little before then. He explained that the only form of communication they will have is cell phones but he did speak with the Sherriff’s Department and they will have two marked cars at the beginning and the end. He stated that they have had many business donations for parking so there shouldn’t be any issues with that. 
Mr. Nash stated that their concerns are for safety issues.
Mr. Endres stated that from his perspective he could have addressed all these concerns at the first meeting and it is just a little frustrating to him that he has had to come to three different meetings. He stated that he met with Pacers & Racers before planning the event who has hosted hundreds of races and he went over the plan with him as well as other professional runners, teachers and coaches.   He explained that he has spoke with Harvest Homecoming and the Sheriff’s Department as well so they have taken every precaution as far as safety goes. 
Mr. Nash stated that it is not a typical weekend and there will be a large amount of people.
Mr. Endres stated that both Harvest Homecoming and DNA have encouraged and supported this event. He explained that the volunteers will be out on the course and they will be responsible for checking kids in and out and placed throughout the course to assure the safety of the kids. 
Mr. Thompson asked if he had spoken with the Fire Department regarding having an ambulance present.
Mr. Endres stated that they have first aid kits and there are several nurses and firefighters on the volunteer list.
Mr. Thompson stated that he said something to the Chief about it but he will mention it again. 
Item #4 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Light out in the alley behind 637 W. 8th Street. 
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that her office received a call from the resident explaining that there used to be a light in the alley and after they had a big storm it was torn down and never replaced. She explained that many children play in that area and they would like to have another light installed. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he would check on it.
Item #5 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Speed bump in alley behind Muir Manor 1302 E. Spring. 
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that they received a call from a resident at Muir Manor who was concerned about the location of the speed bump behind the apartments. She explained that cars are going around the bump where they park their cars and they have had to stop parking in those spaces because they are afraid that their cars are going to get hit. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they just had a request from Muir Manor to install the speed bump so they installed one along with a stop sign. 
There was a lengthy discussion regarding requirement that individuals be present to make their requests or express their concerns. 
Mr. Thompson stated that a lot of people can’t be at the meeting because it is in the middle of the day. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked Mrs. Glotzbach to contact the person who made the request to find out if it came from Muir Manor or just that individual. 

Major Whitlow stated that he thinks it might be the lady across the alley that likes to park her car back in the alley and it has turned into a neighborhood dispute. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that as far as requiring individuals to attend the meetings she doesn’t think that is necessary, it just means that if the board has questions it will take a little longer to resolve.  
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Ballard presented a picture to the board showing Mr. Thompson’s home with a car parked beside his house in the driveway and he stated that he has numerous code violations and he thinks that it is wrong for someone to sit on the board and pass judgment on him when he has the same issues at his own home.  

OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Request for street light at curve of Graybrook Lane
Mr. Thompson stated that Duke has still not reconnected the wire so he will have to check back with them to find out when it will be done but he has been assured that it will be done.  
Item #2 - Awning for building at 137 E. Market St.
Mr. Brewer stated that he has a meeting there tomorrow at 10:00 a.m. and he will report back to the board.
Item #3 - Utility poles behind Servepro
Mr. Thompson stated that it is narrow but he would think to have the utilities move the poles would be very expensive and there might even be issues of buying rights-of-ways. 
TABLED ITEMS:


COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Thompson stated that he did go look at the alley behind Mr. Ballard’s home and he spoke to Redevelopment about the issues. He explained that if Mr. Ballard wants to submit a proposal to the board of what he wants to put in the location and as long as it doesn’t interfere with drainage he thinks it will be okay. 
Mr. Rosenbarger updated the board regarding the Spring Street Gateway Proposal and explained that the mayor wanted to include landscape design with the cost not to exceed $7,000.00.  He stated that they asked Clark Dietz to submit a new proposal that includes a design function for landscaping and they came back with one for $7,000.00 that they would do in conjunction with QK4. He explained that they came to an agreement of a cost not to exceed $7,000.00 and they will be available to update the board at any time. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if the $7,000.00 is in addition to the $2,500.00 that they have already approved.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they would void the $2,500.00 contract and amend it to this current one. .
Mr. Nash moved to approve the contract not to exceed $7,000.00, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Thompson stated that Televac is requesting a lane closure on Slate Run Road on Tuesday and Wednesday from 7:00 p.m. to 5:00 a.m. to televise the sewer lines.  He explained that they will have two flaggers and advanced warning signs. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Michael Hall presented a list of street closures for the Harvest Homecoming for approval.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve street closures for the parade, booths, rides and riverfront, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Ham stated that they will be starting leaf pickup this week and they do encourage people to use bags instead of putting them in the rights-of-ways.
Mr. Nash asked how this works.
Mr. Ham stated that the gutters along the side of the road are cleaned twice a month throughout the city if the citizens raked it out to the curb but they prefer that they put them in bags so they don’t run the risk of clogging up a catch basin. 
Mr. Thompson stated that if they have more than 10 bags sanitation won’t pick them up and then they try to go out and do it. 
Mr. Nash asked that this be put on the website.
Michael Hall stated that they have been working with them on this. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the alley between McDonalds and McDonald Lane  is holding water and she wondered what was going on there.   

Mr. Ham stated that there is no real solution and at one time the water was supposed to travel down the easement but then they replaced the lines it made it worse. He stated that they have been getting elevation shots to see if they can find out where to direct the water but it is a difficult situation. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if there is a storm drain underneath it.
Mr. Ham replied no.
Mr. Ham stated that they would have to work with McDonalds to resolve the problem because they have the closest construction that they can get to.
Mr. Thompson stated that at the council meeting last night they were asking about 15th & Elm. 

Mr. Ham stated that he talked to the resident yesterday. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he told the council that Mr. Ham was working up a plan for the catch basin but the resident was asking about some type of wall at his property line like one of his neighbors had installed. He explained that he told them that they would have to look to see if it was on private property. 

Mr. Ham stated that they cut the bars out of the inlet on the opposite side of the street and that seemed to alleviate the problem of trash clogging it up and they are going to try to cut the other one out as well.
