A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, OCTOBER 9, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Warren Nash, and Mickey Thompson.  

ALSO PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, David Hall, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Joe Ham, Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, John Rosenbarger, David Brewer and Vicki Glotzbach
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - IN-AWC re: Street cut request at 1815 Troy Street

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor. 
Item #2 - David Duggins re: Project assignments with Crowe Horwath
Mr. Duggins presented two additional contracts from Crowe Horwath for work that is being completed under work for financial analysis. He explained that one is for tax abatement purposed and stated that they have the ability to bill companies for a percentage of the abatement and they will be helping him calculate what those bills would be and that contract is for $5,000.00. He explained that the second contract is for financial analysis for revenue streams for projects that the Mayor has deemed to be important. He stated that this is for any type of bond issuance that may be in the future and this is all just preliminary work. He explained that this contract is for $30,000.00
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if this was a study to figure out if we could do a pool or a park or any other type of project. 
Mr. Duggins stated that it is a study to see if the city can afford the issuance of a bond.  
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the council approved CF-1 forms and asked if that was part of what he is presenting. 

Mr. Duggins explained that when a company applies for tax abatements they fill out what is called an SB-1 which is a statement of benefits. He stated that this is a contract between the company and the city stating that they plan to build or add on and this is what it will cost and this is how many people we will have to hire to do this. He explained that based on that information, the City Council will vote yes or no and each year the CF-1 is given to them for review. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked how long they have to do that. 

Mr. Duggins stated that there are two different kinds; one is for manufacturing equipment and one is for facilities. He explained that for the real property the City Council has set a limit of no more than five years and the one for real estate can go up to ten years. He stated that this is to have the ability to bill to help support the overall economic development plan for the city and get 10% of whatever savings the company has made on property taxes. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if we have ever done this before.
Mr. Duggins stated that they have not but it is set up in their ordinance to be able to do and surrounding communities take advantage of this capability as well.  

Mr. Nash moved to approve the tax abatement contract, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Nash moved to approve the pool park bond issue not to exceed $40,000.00, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #3 - Matthew McMahan re: Handicap spot request for 502-504 State Street
Mr. McMahan stated that they are requesting a handicap parking spot at 502 State Street.  He explained that Mr. Brewer asked him not to put the spot it in the parking lot because of the sloped landscape so he wants to put it on Elm Street where there is a handicap ramp.
Mr. Thompson stated that it will make it a little tight with the curb cut they just did but it is a requirement to have their business open. He explained that they can’t put it on State Street because there is a bus stop right there. 
Mr. McMahan stated that the city really needs to look at that intersection for safety reasons because it is a very dangerous intersection.   

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor. 
Item #4 - Ronald Reinhardt with Northside on Oak re: street closure on 15th Street between Culbertson and Oak for trick or trunk night
Not Present. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Duane Gadd with NAHA asked for permission to close Graybrook from Morgan to Bono in order to trim the large oak trees in that area. He asked that the city give them a date that would be convenient for them and it will be closed for no longer than 4 hours. 
Mr. Nash asked if he could do it with one lane closed.
Mr. Gadd stated that the trees are very large and he wouldn’t feel comfortable doing that for safety reasons. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve subject to coordination with the Street Department, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Harbeson with Vectren requested street cuts at 120 W. Main, W. 1st , 504 State Street, and the alley behind 504 State Street.
Mr. Thompson stated that they will have to talk to the state about the one on W. Main Street because it is a state highway. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked when they wanted to start. 
Mr. Harbeson stated that he was not sure but it wouldn’t be this week. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the street cuts at W. 1st and State subject to coordination with the Street Department, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Request for street light at curve of Graybrook Lane
Mr. Thompson stated that this has been taken care of.
Item #2 - Awning for building at 137 E. Market St
Mr. Brewer stated that he recommends that this item be removed for the time being because there are other issues with the building that need to be taken care of before the awning can be attached.  
Item #3 - Thirsty Pedaler re: Request for street route in business
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they had planned to use State Street and part of East & West Main.  She explained that they are outside of the perimeter and the Mayor and Police Chief are on board. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve for October 12th for established route presented to the board, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Item #4 - Light out in the alley behind 637 W. 8th Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he looked into this and Duke is going to look into it for him to see if it was a light paid for by a resident or by the city. 
Item #5 - Speed bump in alley behind Muir Manor 1302 E. Spring
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that it is a resident and she has asked to remain anonymous because of some contention between residents. She explained that the Spring Street Neighborhood Association was the one that requested the speed bump not the residents at Muir Manor. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the residents group or association should come and make the request if they are going to take other action. 
Mr. Nash stated that he thinks that speed bumps are a terrible idea on a public alley or street but since it is already there he doesn’t think they should take any action. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to deny the request, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked about an issue at 15th and Elm. 
Mr. Ham stated that they removed the bars on the opposite side of the street and they are going to try the same thing at this location. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked about progress on the McDonald Lane drainage issue. 
Mr. Ham stated that they are looking into solutions for this issue.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Chief Knight gave the board some highlights of a press release that will be issued today on Harvest Homecoming events. She stated that the Police Department will be patrolling the downtown area from the time the booths open on Thursday until they close on Sunday. She explained that they will have a command center stationed near Bank and Market. She stated that one of their big concerns is lost children and they will be taken to the command center until parents can be located. She explained that the release will also be asking people attending these events to avoid over indulgence in alcohol and to not drink and drive. She stated that in a effort to promote responsible drinking, they will be visiting all the local establishments and asking them to be responsible when serving their patrons. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if this information could be put on the website.
Mr. Hall replied yes.
Mr. Nash asked if the city would also have a booth in addition to this. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they will have a booth at Pearl and Market. 

Mr. Nash asked if the Fire Department would have a presence there too.
Deputy Chief Gadd stated that they would. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the city also wanted to have a trick-or-trunk night and asked if they had any information on that. 

Michael Hall stated that they are shooting for October 27th and he will bring the details back to the board when he has them. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they will set the time for trick-or-treat at the next meeting.
