He stated that they have to work on a tree issue in the area so he will stop by the resident’s home and let them know.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mrs. Wilkinson thanked everyone for their hard working during Harvest Homecoming. 

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that she received a call from Jeannie Freiberger who stated that she is concerned about the handicap ramp being all the way at the end of the street by the Sherriff’s Department entrance when the public can no longer use that entrance. She stated that Mrs. Freiberger asked if they could move them to the front door instead of at the end of the street. 

 Mr. Thompson stated that he would go out and take a look at them. 
Mr. Nash stated that he thinks that the entire front should be looked at.

Mr. Nash asked about the ongoing problem at 5th and Spring
Mr. Ham stated that he did attend a meeting with INDOT last week and Gohmann is going to be doing the repairs and they will have to close off both lanes on Spring Street starting next Monday for two weeks. He explained that he asked Gohmann to attend a board meeting to let them know what is going on.  
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they didn’t come before the board and ask to close the road. 

Mr. Thompson explained that it is a state highway and they got permission from the state. 
Mr. Ham explained that there was a line underneath the road that was part of the drainage system that was to be abandoned when they constructed the interchange. He stated that for one reason or the other it wasn’t done and the water was still connected to the manhole which caused water to back up. He explained that over time the top of the pipe broke out and it started to eat the dirt out under the road.  

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that is something that should be put on the city website. 

Mr. Nash asked if Chief Knight had any other information about closing the bridge because he is still getting complaints about the bridge being closed.
Police Chief Knight stated that she has called INDOT and everywhere else that she can think of and the only information that she has is that they are moving material to build another bridge and because of the size of the load they don’t want any other traffic on the bridge for safety reasons. She explained that the State Police told her that they are notified about 20-30 minutes before and they send cars down to close the bridge. 
Mr. Nash asked if there were any major problems at the Harvest Homecoming.
Police Chief Knight stated that everything went very well.
