A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, OCTOBER 30, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. 

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson and Mickey Thompson. Mr. Nash was not present. 
ALSO PRESENT:  Mrs. Prestigiacomo, Chris Gardner, Major Whitlow, Police Chief Knight, Fire Chief Juliot, Mr. Ham, David Hall
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Barbara Bridgewater with Youth Count re: Request to place 2 signs regarding Best Community for Young. 
Mr. Thompson stated that Ms. Bridgewater came to them last week for this request and just forgot to ask that it be taken off the agenda. 
Item #2 - Steve Shrout re: Selling Christmas trees in Old Farmers Market lot 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they have been doing this for many years and is aware of all the requirements. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #3 - Vicki Glotzbach for Georgia Robey at 39 E. 4th St. re: Request for 2 signs “Children at Play” and “Dead End”  
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that they live on a dead in street and there are a lot of children that play in this area and they would like to have these signs installed for safety reasons.  
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve pending review by Street Commissioner, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #4 - Irv Stumler re: Planters throughout downtown
Mr. Stumler wanted to thank Mr. Thompson and Chief Knight’s quick response regarding someone who was dumping at the old farmer’s market.  He stated that time is running short to get the planters started and be ready for their fall beautification day and their goal is to do a beautification for the bicentennial.  

Mr. Finn stated that everything they do they have to raise funds on and they are putting in a plan for maintenance.  He explained that they are to meet with the downtown merchants on November 2nd and that they are going to offer a membership fee to help with maintenance cost.  He stated that they have a lot of volunteers from Northside Church and they want to make sure that the planters are watered and fertilized and would like to hire someone to this do this every two days.  He explained that they have no intentions of just installing them and planting them and not maintain them.
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that there has been a concern of maintenance and that it will end up falling back on the city. 
Mr. Finn assured them that the burden would not fall on the city and stated that they have never asked for their help in maintaining anything that they have planting downtown. 

Mr. Thompson apologized that he didn’t get a chance to get with them in the last week to look at the locations and asked for another week because one issue that was raised was a concern for safety.  He explained that they will be in the city’s rights-of-way and the city will be liable if there are any problems.
Mr. Finn stated that they wouldn’t be able to get them ordered and get them in if they wait but he would give them their guarantee that they would put them wherever the city wants. 

Mr. Stumler suggested a conditional approval subject to the Street Commissioner’s review and approval of the locations.
Mr. Finn stated that if it is tabled it is creating a hardship for the volunteers that are ready to help out and he does not understand why they couldn’t have conditional approval that stipulates that they won’t put anything in at any location without his approval. 
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve with the condition that is reviewed by the Street Commissioner, the motion failed due to lack of a second.  

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she thinks this is a wonderful project and she is very sorry that they can’t move forward with this and she hopes they can revisit it next week. 

Item #5 - Vicki Glotzbach for Donald Booth re: Intersection near Kohl’s
Mr. Thompson stated that he contacted Mr. Booth and told him that as soon as weather permits he can repaint the stop bars.  He explained that he would look at the intersection while he is out there to see what can be done as far as another stop sign goes.
Item #6 - IN-AWC re: Street cut permits at 2522 Glenwood Park and East Oak and 8th
Mr. Thompson stated that one of these involves the floodwall so they are trying to get some details worked out as there might need to be more work done.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #7 - Jennifer Jahn with New Albany Youth Football League re: request for roadblock on November 3th at Spring & Silver and State & Elm 
Ms. Jahn stated that they are would like to have two road blocks on November 3rd at the two available locations to raise money for the Youth Football League to take All-Star Teams to Owensboro.  
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they have done a roadblock before and if they know all the rules. 
Ms. Jahn stated that they have. 
Mr. Thompson asked what the times are.
Ms. Jahn stated from 9:00 a.m. until 5:30 p.m.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the two locations, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #8 - CWA Grievance – Stephanie Bowles
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they received all the information on the grievance regarding requested time off. She explained that Ms. Bowles wasn’t requesting any remedy for the grievance but just making them aware of the situation. She asked if anyone was present to speak to this grievance besides Chief Knight. 
There was no one present.
Police Chief Knight stated that she was given the option to come in and get paid time and a half or save her day and take at a later time and she chose to work and save her day for four hours.  

Mrs. Wilkinson moved to deny the grievance and refer the issue back to the Police Department, Mr. Thompson, all voted in favor.
Item #9 - Holiday Fest banner up November 12 on Main Street
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that this is for the Holiday Fest and they want it to be up from November 12-25 at the Main Street location. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mrs. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
