A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 7, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. 

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Mickey Thompson and Warren Nash. 
ALSO PRESENT:  Ms. Prestigiacomo, Mr. Brewer, Major Whitlow, Police Chief Knight, Fire Chief Juliot, Mr. Ham, Mr. David Hall, Mr. Mike Hall, Mr. Gardner and Ms. Glotzbach
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:


1. Paul Freiberger, Local 4703 re: CWA Grievance – Stephanie Bowles
Ms. Wilkinson explained that this was on the agenda last week and the board dealt with it.  She stated that Ms. Bowles didn’t ask for a remedy but Police Chief Knight did go through great detail about how they tried to accommodate Ms. Bowles’ time off.  She added that as far as this board is concerned, it is over unless the official grievance is re-filed. 
Mr. Frieberger apologized because he was not present last week but wanted to address the issue.  He stated that it seems to him that there is a small precedent being set because Ms. Bowles asked for time off as per the contract and the managing supervisor said it was okay. He said that as it turned out, there was no city emergency or national emergency that would have kept her from taking her scheduled day but was denied the time off.  He stated that when an individual asks off in a timely manner, there should be no issue in that person having the day off unless there is some type of emergency.  He said that the supervisor should have made the adjustments as needed in the schedule.  He explained that he felt that these issues need to be looked at contractually in a different light and if they have to bring it back in another formal grievance then that’s what they will do.  He stated that going forward he just wants to make sure that the contract is followed.
Ms. Wilkinson stated that she agreed with him but the Police Chief Knight didn’t know about the grievance until late as well.  

Police Chief Knight stated that she doesn’t disagree that there are management issues and they are being addressed and the supervisor responsibility is being taken over by someone else.  She said for this particular incident the schedule had already been posted and the only alternative that she did not pursue was to cancel someone’s off day.  She said that she offered overtime and feels that she explored every fair option to all of the employees.  She stated that she is taking action to see that it doesn’t happen again.  
Mr. Frieberger stated that he understands but the supervisor should have covered the schedule.
Police Chief Knight said that wasn’t done and that’s why she is being replaced.
2. In-AWC re: Street cut permits at 501 Camp Avenue. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have already done the work.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve street cut permit at 501 Camp Avenue, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
3. Brent Brown with PLB Engineering re: Placing fiber optic wiring for Verizon Wireless
Mr. Brown stated that basically they are looking at building a new route for Verizon Wireless and they are looking at right of way approval to do some work.  He said that he only had one drawing to present to the board.

Ms. Wilkinson stated that she is sure that they will need copies of the drawing but they will have to take this under advisement until they are advised by Mr. Rosenbarger, Mr. Wood, Mr. Malysz and Mr. Thompson.

Mr. Thompson stated that at this point, there is something in the process of trying to come up with a right-of-way management program but that is in committee right now.

Mr. Brown stated that most of it is going to be aerial but there are a few spots that will be underground.  

Ms. Wilkinson stated that he should have an appointment with Mr. Rosenbarger and he will work on this.
Mr. Thompson asked when they want to start. 
Mr. Brown replied as soon as possible.
Mr. Nash moved to take this under advisement until the board hears further from other city staff, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
4. Irv Stumler re: Street Sweeping and planters throughout the city
Mr. Stumler stated that he and Mr. Thompson reviewed the locations where they want to place the planters.  He stated that they will maintain the planters once they are put in place.  He said that he thinks that New Albany Clean and Green has shown an interest in ongoing maintenance with the things that they have been involved in.   He stated that they have taken care of the sign areas coming into the city and the bump outs downtown and feels that they have demonstrated that they will maintain their projects.  He stated that their goal is to enhance the appearance of the city.

Mr. Thompson stated that he looked at the sites and there may be one or two locations that will be an issue.  He stated that the city would need something in writing pertaining to maintenance and who would be in charge as well as a contact number.  He stated that there is a concern that they could become trash collectors and the city wants something in writing that they can be taken out if that happens.  He also said that the tree board is looking at planters with trees in them and New Albany Clean and Green should coordinate their planters with the tree board.  
Mr. Stumler stated that this has been in the works for more than three weeks and this is the first indication that he has had that the tree board has some sort of a plan.  

Mr. Thompson stated that he just found out about the tree board project this morning.

Mr. Stumler said that in the meantime, he doesn’t know where that leaves them because they have been under a deadline for three weeks and they are past the deadline and probably nothing can be done this year.  
Mr. Thompson apologized for not being able to meet with Mr. Stumler earlier than he did.  He stated that he would feel comfortable making a motion to approve it contingent upon the stipulations that he mentioned earlier. 

Mr. Stumler stated that they will not be able to do anything until next spring with those stipulations. He expressed his disappointment that they have come this far and still can’t do anything.  He said that beautification day will be on November 17th from 9:00 a.m. until 12:00 p.m. and the meeting place will be on State Street behind Mainsource Bank. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve with the following stipulations: that the city has the contact information of the person for maintenance as well as their contract information; an agreement is signed between the city and Clean and Green that the city can remove a planter if need be; coordination with the tree board on their project, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor with the exception of Ms. Wilkinson who voted no.
Mr. Stumler asked that the schedule of street sweeping be reviewed because the fall months are the most difficult to keep clean because of the leaves.  He said that he doesn’t understand why street sweeping should only be done five months out of the year.  He stated that he knows that there are signs that say you don’t have to worry about the parking restrictions November through March but there is nothing in the ordinance that says that.  He explained that the ordinance says that the streets will be swept when time and weather permit.  He stated that he is requesting that the street sweeping schedules be reviewed.  He also mentioned that Clarksville uses leaf vacs to deal with leaves.
Mr. Thompson stated that storm water uses two leaf vacs now.

Mr. Ham stated that they are continually trying to pick up the leaves.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Carter stated that he was present to request a dumpster permit at 153 E. Main Street for Saturday, November 10th through Monday, November 12th.  

Ms. Wilkinson asked if he was parking it on Main Street.

Mr. Carter replied yes.
Mr. Brewer asked what the dumpster is for.

Mr. Carter stated that they are going to have debris from removing some ceiling and walls.
Mr. Brewer asked where they are on the brick wall.

Mr. Carter replied that Nathan Grimes came over and has drawn up the plans for it.  He said that he has had three different block people come out and he should get their quotes this week so as soon as he gets the quote it is going up.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the dumpster request at 153 E. Main Street for Saturday, November 10th through Monday, November 12th, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Williams stated that he was present to request a street cut at 439 Kenzig Road. He said that when they laid the sewer up the hill, they didn’t put in a tap for the property.  He stated that the sewer department has given them permission to go into the manhole.
Mr. Brewer asked how deep he would cut.
Mr. Williams replied 4 or 5 ft. deep.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut for Williams Plumbing for a sewer tap, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS: 

1. Drainage issues between McDonald’s and McDonald Lane
Ms. Wilkinson stated that there is still water pooling there.  She said that there are still barrels up and she understands that someone was trying to put grass seed down thinking that would help but the water is still there.
Mr. Ham stated that they will have to go through one of the commercial entities to get an easement through there to drain that water. 

Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Lahanis was supposed to have a contractor in for that issue.  He stated that he will speak with Mr. Lahanis.
2. Handicap parking at 620 W. 7th (Don Riley)
Mr. Thompson stated that they talked with Mr. Riley and he assured them that he will not park there anymore.

3. Stop Sign at intersection of Kohls Shopping Center
Mr. Thompson stated that they have not repainted the stop bars yet because of the weather.  He added that he still needs to speak to the gentleman about an additional stop sign at that location.
Ms. Wilkinson stated that there was an issue about someone parking on their lawn that was brought to the board’s attention by the E. Spring Street Neighborhood Association and wanted to know if that had been resolved.

Mr. Brewer stated that he had gotten another call about it but when he went over, the car wasn’t parked there any longer. 

Ms. Wilkinson asked about the issues on Woodrow Avenue.
Mr. Brewer stated that they did a massive cleanup there.  
Ms. Wilkinson asked if the house has heat.

Mr. Brewer replied yes and that her water was turned on as well.  
Mr. David Hall stated that she significantly reduced her number of cats.

Mr. Brewer said that they did pass their health department re-inspection.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Nash asked about the status of Daisy Lane.  He said that there was a deer crossing sign going west that has not been put back up and he saw a dead deer there a little while ago.
Mr. Thompson stated that JTL is working on what needs to be done by the contractor.  He said that the grass didn’t take like they hoped it would so there is some erosion.  He then stated that he would like to request a street closing for the Veteran’s Memorial Celebration on Market Street from 5th Street to 11th Street from 12:00 p.m. until 3:00 p.m. on Sunday, November 11th. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the street closure on Market Street from 5th Street to 11th Street on Sunday, November 11th for Veteran’s Memorial Celebration, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Fire Chief Juliot stated that there is a missing street sign at the corner of Coes Lane and Summit Avenue.
Mr. Thompson stated that he will take care of that.
Mr. Brewer stated that the New Albany Exchange is moving into the old Staples Building and they have been renovating and it looks great.  
Ms. Wilkinson asked about the street cut at Glenwood Park at the flood wall.
Mr. Gardner stated that the water company went in without being permitted by the Corp of Engineers to fix the water line but is has all been worked out.
