A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 13, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. 

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Mr. Nash and Mickey Thompson. 
ALSO PRESENT:  Mrs. Prestigiacomo, Chris Gardner, Colonel Pennell, Police Chief Knight, Deputy Fire Chief Gadd, Mr. Ham, David Hall, John Rosenbarger, Jim Silliman and Vicki Glotzbach
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Tony Eurton re: Request for a traffic study at Blackiston Mill Road and Blackiston Blvd. 
Mrs. Wilkinson read a letter into the minutes from Mr. Eurton and explained that he is requesting a traffic study for a light at Blackiston Mill Road and Blackiston Blvd. Said letter is on file with the City Clerk’s office. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that there is an ongoing signal study at Blackiston Mill Road and Charlestown Road.  He suggested that the board take it under advisement.  

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the board would take it under advisement and asked Police Chief Knight to get accident reports of the area.
Item #2 - Krisjans Streips re: Request for Street Closure on Cherry Street Hill for tree removal
Mr. Streips presented the board with a map to show the area that needs to be closed off.  He stated that it is a very large tree in the public right-of-way on Cherry Street Hill and the contractor has given him the time frame of 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. on Friday.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if the money is coming out of the Board of Works budget. 
Mr. Streips stated that it is coming from a liability fund.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the closing of Cherry Street Hill on Friday, November 16th with signs of notification of closure, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 


Item #3 - Jim Silliman re: Final change order for the Former SR 111 Rehab project
Mr. Silliman presented the board with the final Change Order for the SR111 Rehab Project and explained that the total balance is a negative and in order to reconcile the project this is what they will deduct. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the final Change Order #3 for a total deduct of $2,194.61 Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
Mrs. Prestigiacomo explained that there is a competing deferred compensation plan where they had someone come in during open enrollment to see if anyone would be interested if they could get a better return or be more competitive regarding their rates. She stated that there was significant interest but in order for the employees to be allowed to transfer their money they need a resolution from the Board of Works.   
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if we have a deferment program right now.
Mrs. Prestigiacomo stated yes and explained that it is with Great Midwest. She stated that they aren’t making the employees switch they are just giving them the option to. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve R-12-03, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the Carnegie Center would like for their public artwork contract with for the Farmer’s Market to be extended until August 31, 2013. She stated that if they approve the contract there will be some new art work this year. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor. 

 COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Hawkins asked if the rehab for Main Street included the small area that Mr. Rosenbarger knows about. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they are doing a feasibility study of Main Street to do renovations and they are going through the draft right now to discuss with the Mayor and decide how to proceed and find the money.  

Mr. Hawkins asked how the public will be made aware of the process and how can they get involved. 
Mr. Rosenbarger explained that this will be up for discussion as soon as the City is happy with the feasibility study and they will bring it to the Board of Works.  He stated that the intent is to try to get it built next year but they have to check for cost and funding and if there is no money there is no project but they are hopeful that they will be able to do the entire project. He explained that there will also be a public input process involved in the plans. 
Mr. Hawkins asked what the status is of the $6M that the state gave the city. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that if he makes a request to the Controller’s office they will be able to help him with that.  

Mr. Hawkins stated that there has been no progress with the Building Commissioner regarding the apartments on Market Street.  He explained that there are problems with the tenants and ownership of the building and the landlord doesn’t manage his tenants or property.  He explained that he has a petition signed by many of the residents in his neighborhood who are concerned and object to the conduct of the residents, the owner, and the conditions of the building.  

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that his is an issue for Code Enforcement and the Police Department.
Mr. Hawkins stated that he has tried to speak with the Building Commissioner on numerous occasions to work behind the scenes on these issues and he hasn’t addressed any of their concerns so he is here to publically bring it to the attention of the board. He stated that there is a condemned property at 1308 E. Main Street and has been so since last year with very little work done on it. He explained that now there is someone living there and the property hasn’t received a certificate of occupancy that is required and he wanted to bring this to the public’s attention in hopes that the city will do something about it. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that his concerns are now part of the public record and they will put them on old business and request and update from the Building Commissioner. 
Mr. Hawkins asked Police Chief Knight if she had a chance to review his email. 
Chief Knight state that she has and as she explained they have ongoing investigations in that area and they will step up patrol in that area as well. 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Drainage issues between McDonald’s and McDonald Lane
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that Mr. Ham is going to be the mediator to try to get the parties involved together to figure out what is going on with this area. 
Item #2 - Fiber optic wiring for Verizon Wireless
Mr. Thompson stated that they contacted Mr. Rosenbarger and the New Albany part will be aerial and the underground part will be in Clark County.
Item #3 - Stop Sign at intersection of Kohl’s Shopping Center
Mr. Thompson stated that the stop bars and the word stop have been repainted and he spoke with Mr. Booth and explained to him that they can’t install the second stop sign because it would be in the road.
Item #4 - West Spring Street work


Mr. Ham stated that the work is done.

TABLED ITEMS:


COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that one of their cab drivers that was arrested for possession of marijuana so the board might need to look into revoking his license and permit. 
Mrs. Prestigiacomo stated that if there is an indication that he could be a danger to the public then it is their duty to take action on this. 

Police Chief Knight stated that he could be reinstated if he were to be found not guilty on the charges. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that the board would take a 10 minute recess to review Mr. Corbett’s permit. 
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting back to order at 10:55 a.m. 

Police Chief Knight stated that he was arrested by the Indiana State Police and was charged with a C Misdemeanor Possession of Marijuana and he is still in jail. She explained that the misdemeanor would indicate that it was less than 30 grams but she doesn’t have any other information. 
Mr. Nash stated that based on what he knows he doesn’t want to take any action. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they will take it under advisement.
