A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 20, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, Mr. Nash and Mickey Thompson. 
ALSO PRESENT:  Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Chris Gardner, Colonel Pennell, Joe Ham, David Hall, Michael Hall, Mary Dodge and Vicki Glotzbach
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. 

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - John Rosenbarger re: LPA Project Coordination Contract
Mr. Thompson moved to table until next week, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Nash moved to take this item off of the table, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Malysz stated that there was a little misunderstanding regarding what the funding sources for this project where.   He explained that they are actually using the SR 111 funds and the total for the project is $405,000.00 for engineering and construction purposes to upgrade the intersection at Beechwood Avenue and Charlestown Road.  He stated that the good news is that their local match is 10% and now they need to get the design under way so that they can get the project implemented by next year.  
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if the engineering had been bid out.
Mr. Malysz stated that it had and explained that he believes that the board has taken action on the engineering agreement that with Structure Point.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked what the time frame will be.
Mr. Malysz stated that they are shooting for mid to late next year if the design is completed in January or February. 
Mr. Nash moved to approve the Project Coordination Contract, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - Tony Eurton re: Intersection at Blackiston Mill and Blackiston Boulevard
Mr. Eurton stated that he spoke with Mr. Rosenbarger and he said that they are looking at installing a light at Wendy’s on Charlestown Road but that will not help the issue.  He explained that in 2010 there were 17,000 vehicles that passed there in a 24 hour period and if you are trying to pull out into that kind of traffic it is very dangerous. He asked them to reconsider his request. 
Mr. Nash stated that Mr. Rosenbarger explained last week that there is an ongoing traffic study for that area. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they just got information on accidents reports at that site and they also had a meeting with JTL and they discussed this area and the possibility of one of their guys going out to take a look at it and bringing their recommendations back to the board. 
Item #3 - INAWC re: Street cut at 311 Bank Street
Mr. Thompson stated that it has been started but not completed.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut at 311 Bank Street, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Drainage issues between McDonald’s and McDonald Lane
Mr. Ham stated that they are still working on this. 
Item #2 - Code enforcement issues at apartments on Main Street
Mary Dodge stated that she spoke with Mr. Brewer and he is working on these issues. 

Item #3 - Dustin Corbett’s taxi permit revocation
Major Whitlow explained that Mr. Corbett was stopped in New Albany on November 8th while on duty at Spring & 3rd and during the investigation it was discovered that he was in possession of marijuana and paraphernalia, and he admitted at some point during the investigation that he had smoked marijuana while operating the cab that night. He stated that they would recommend that the board revoke his permit.  
Mr. Nash moved to revoke the taxi cab permit for Mr. Corbett, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
TABLED ITEMS:


COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Ham stated that any resident that would like to visit the Storm Water website there is a page on there with information about pick up for leaves. 
Mr. Thompson stated that Light Up New Albany is planned from 1:00 – 6:00 p.m. and there is an article in the tribune with all of the details for the public. 
Ms. Glotzbach presented a request on behalf of Vectren for 4 sidewalk cuts at 2722, 2668, 2549, and 2620 Charlestown Road. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they are all in the sidewalk but they are using a Stoll who does concrete work so they will be restoring the sidewalk back. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Thompson explained that the state sent a letter asking the board to sign off on a road closing for one day on SR 111 at Corydon Pike on December 3rd for a railroad repair. He stated that they have attached a detour route to redirect traffic. 
Major Whitlow stated that the city should probably put out a press release to let people know and put it on the website.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closing and the detour route from INDOT on December 3rd, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Nash asked about Daisy Lane.
Mr. Thompson stated that the deer crossing sign is on order and he will check with Tom to find out what needs to be done in that area and he is waiting to hear back. 
Mr. Nash asked if the Slate Run Road closure is finished.

Mr. Thompson stated that they are finishing today.
