
A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, DECEMBER 4 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Vicki Glotzbach for Anna Wilder re: sidewalks in front of 1122 Burton Avenue 
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Ms. Wilder called with concerns regarding the sidewalk at 1122 Burton Avenue and she explained that from the telephone pole to her front steps the sidewalk has sunk a few inches and her 80 year old neighbor tripped on the lip and injured himself. She stated that Ms. Wilder is very concerned about her safety and the safety of her neighbors and is asking that the board look into this. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he has been out to look at it and asked the Sewer Department to look at it as well because it looked as though it was in line with her lateral line and now they need to investigate what it is going to take to fix it. He asked that this be put on old business for next week. 

Item #2 - Ronald Carter re: Sidewalk closure at 153 E. Main for demolition and construction 
Mr. Carter stated that they are doing demo work at 153 E. Main to replace the front and side of the building and would like to have the sidewalk closed while they are taking the front down.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked when they wanted to do it.
Mr. Carter stated that they would like to start in the next week.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked how long it will take.
Mr. Carter stated that he did not have a definite time frame because of the work that is being done. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked how much space they needed to close.
Mr. Carter stated about 20 feet.
Mr. Nash asked if he could give an estimated time frame.
Mr. Carter replied that it should be under a month.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the sidewalk closure for a period not to exceed three weeks and with an update from Mr. Carter periodically, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - IN-AWC re: Street cut request at 1821 Elm Street, E. 6th & Elm Street 
Mr. Thompson stated that the repairs have been made but they have not put the street back yet.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor. 
Item #4 - Leo Messmer with Dan Christiani re: Street cut on Old Vincennes Rd. at Wildwood 
Mr. Messmer requested a street cut and closure to install a water main across Old Vincennes Road.  He said that he would like to close it from 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked when he wanted to do it.
Mr. Messmer replied that he would like to do it next Tuesday and Wednesday.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the street cut and street closure from 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. next Tuesday and Wednesday, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #5 - Dr. Cunningham re: Banner request alerting public of free GED classes
Dr. Cunningham greeted the board and stated that in 2009 there were 6,452 adults in Floyd County that did not have a high school diploma or GED and that is going to grow at an estimated 155 per year. He stated that last year they generated 56 GEDs in Floyd County.  He explained that they have increased their capacity in Floyd County by adding two classrooms and a testing site at the Rice Building and they are heavily marketing the GED program. He stated that they have small banners that they would like to hang around the city and asked for suggestions. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if he could talk to Padgett’s about putting one on their fence.
Dr. Cunningham stated that he could talk with them. He explained that he has gotten permission from Wal-Mart as well and they would like to get 10-12 up around town. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have a fence down at the Street Department where they could hang one.
Mr. Nash asked if they are offering classes or just testing.
Dr. Cunningham stated that that they offer free preparation classes for your GED and they are very passionate about their work. 

Mrs. Wilkinson suggested the Cardinal-Ritter house and stated that it would be a good neighborhood for this. 

Dr. Cunningham stated that Bob Lane has offered to put up 4 around the housing location. 

Mr. Nash stated that the high rises might be a good place to hand out his cards. 

Major Whitlow stated that he could put one at the front desk of the Police Department where the public comes to get records. 

Mrs. Wilkinson suggested that he talk with the Building Authority to see about putting one in the City-County Building.   
Dr. Cunningham stated that they are also looking for a benefactor to help individuals pay for the testing because they are $70 for the test. He stated that Sherriff Mills has been a great supporter in allowing them to offer this to the inmates and they pay for them to take the test. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that she serves on the Library Board and she will ask them at the next meeting to put one up at the library. 
Item #6 - Twilla Beckham re: Street caving on Armstrong Rd. 
Ms. Beckham presented the board with photos and stated that she is here to address issues on Armstrong Road that need to be addressed very badly.  She explained that on October 18th she phoned Mr. Thompson who contacted Mr. Ham who came out with his assistant and discussed different ways they could do the project.  She explained that Mr. Ham stated on November 13th that there were some bids out for this project and on December 3rd Mr. Thompson explained that they should possibly go through the cemetery to address the issues. She stated that she called Mr. Christiani who said that they turned in a bid on the project this morning for the project.  She stressed how dangerous it is for vehicles to come across this area in the road and the fact that many times it is buses full of children. She stated that the right side has not caved but the left has and there is no support now and if the flood level rises it will collapse. She implored the board to find a way to get this fixed immediately. 
Mr. Ham stated that he did speak with Dan Christiani Excavating and the cost is $17,700.00 to replace the pipe and two head logs. 

Mr. Nash asked if that needed to be bid
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that anything under $150,000.00 doesn’t have to be bid out.  She asked Mr. Ham where the money would come from to fix this.
Mr. Ham stated that it would come from Storm Water. 
There was a lengthy conversation regarding the repairs that would need to be made to the road.

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that it needs to be fixed so she asked if there was anything they could do in the meantime.
Mr. Ham stated that he can’t make the decision to reroute the road but they will start on getting the repairs done. 
Deputy Fire Chief Gadd stated that they haven’t had any trucks back on that road in a while but if there is deterioration he doesn’t know how safe it would be to drive an 80,000 lb truck over it. 

Mr. Thompson stated that it is starting to break away from the edge of the road. 
Mrs. Wilkinson stated that we are going to fix what is there now and also look at rerouting the road.
Item #7 - Charlie Carroll with Vectren re: retirement project on 2827 Charlestown Rd
Mr. Carroll stated that  2827 Charlestown Road it is actually a sidewalk cut but he has an extra request at 500 Culbertson Avenue and it will be a be a 3 X 4 cut in the street to install a test station .
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. McMahan stated that he was present on behalf of several restaurants and bars in downtown New Albany to host a Trolley Hop.  He stated that they did this over Thanksgiving weekend and was made aware that they should’ve come before the board to get approved.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked when this would be.
Mr. McMahan stated December 21st from 8:00 p.m. to midnight.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the two Trolleys from 8:00 p.m. to midnight on December 21st, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Lisa Brindel stated that she lives on 718 W. Spring Street and she has a POD set on the street because she is moving and wanted to get permission from the board because she was unaware that she had to do that. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if it could go on the property.

Ms. Brindel stated that there is no way to put it in the yard.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the POD through Monday, December 10th, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Thompson stated that Ms. Brindel needed to make sure she had reflective tape on the POD. 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Drainage issues between McDonald’s and McDonald Lane
Mr. Ham stated that he is still working on it and the building on the front of the property is vacant and has been for sale and there was no consideration for drainage at that time. He explained that they are looking at possibly putting in a French drain but she has problems with ground water coming into the crawl space. He stated that at this point there is no viable option of installing anything because of other flooding problems but the owner for the building has been aware of this and has been for many years. 
Mrs. Wilkinson asked that this item be taken off the agenda.
Item #2 - Intersection at Blackiston Mill and Blackiston Boulevard
Mr. Thompson stated that he still needs to get with JTL on this and explained that there was an accident out there this morning. 
Item #3 - John Hall re: Grievance filed on 11/12/12
Mr. Nash moved that grievance for Mr. Hall be continued, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Thompson stated that he has had Mr. Gibson look over the Enviroforensic contract and he was okay with it. 
Mrs. Prestigiacomo stated that Mr. Gibson asked that this meeting be recessed until tomorrow at 1:30 p.m. to discuss a joint resolution regarding property division for the Parks Department agreement.

Mr. Nash moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

Mr. Nash moved to approve the November 27, 2012 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
The meeting recessed at 11:00 a.m.

The meeting reconvened at 1:50 p.m. on December 5, 2012.

Mr. Gibson stated that there was some language in the resolution that the county commissioners did not like regarding deeding the front acreage so he changed it to say lease or otherwise transfer.   He also stated that there is a reversionary clause so if it ever stops being used as a swimming pool then it reverts to the county.  

Mr. Nash asked if the pool is going where the county home is now.

Mr. Gibson stated that it is going in somewhere in that area but exactly where on that site he does not know.

Mrs. Wilkinson asked if that building is demolished will the city and county split the cost of that.

Mr. Gibson replied yes.  He then explained that the resolution is basically the distribution of the five properties that were deeded into the county and city which were Cannon Acres, Woodland Trails, Griffin Street, Fairmont and the Sports Complex.  He stated that it also divides up some of the equipment.  He said that Mr. Thompson went out and looked at the equipment and they tried to divide it up best by which equipment works best with which property.  He then stated that the funds are basically being distributed 100% of Valley View revenues to the city and 100% of the Accum Cap will go to the city.  He stated that this is for the equipment and the land and BOW is the custodial required to maintain the city property.  
Mr. Thompson stated that the equipment list was not revised.  He said that there are two Kubota Mowers that go to the county and there are two that should go to the city.  He added that they actually even said that depending upon how the split went if the city was to get Cannon Acres then the city would get three of the Kubota Mowers.  He said that is not reflected in the resolution.  He also said that the Dodge Caliber should probably go to the city because that is the vehicle that Ms. Wilkerson drives and she is going to stay with the city.
Mr. Gibson stated that eventually we will have to buy more equipment.
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Gibson to explain page 7, item c. 

Mr. Gibson stated that they have a donation fund set up by the Community Foundation.
Mr. Nash asked how much is in it and how come the Community Foundation is doing it.

Mr. Gibson replied that he doesn’t know how much is in it and stated that this was a way they could set up a donation fund to solicit donations and that way they didn’t have to deal with city and county aspects.  
Mr. Nash asked who made these decisions on the equipment.

Mr. Gibson stated that Mr. Thompson went out to see if it was reasonably broken out.
Mr. Thompson stated that the equipment decisions were based on each individual park’s needs.
Ms. Wilkinson asked where the equipment would be stored.

Mr. Thompson replied it would stay at the parks facility on Corydon Pike.

Mr. Nash asked if this is acceptable by state law without doing appraisals.

Mr. Gibson replied yes because it is going between governmental entities. 

Mr. Nash moved to approve the Joint Resolution Effecting the Abolishment of the New Albany-Floyd County Department of Parks & Recreation as a Joint Parks Department, and Authorizing the Distribution of its Real and Personal Property to the Newly Re-Established City of New Albany Department of Parks & Recreation and the Floyd County Department of Parks & Recreation Resolution Number BOW-12-04 with the addition of the Letty Walker Park to the county distribution and the two Kubota Tractors to the city distribution, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Nash asked Mr. Gibson if he has had a chance to look over the bids for Flood Control.

Mr. Gibson replied that he has not but should get to them today or first thing in the morning.

Mr. Nash said that he would like to approve that at their next meeting.

There being no further business before the board, the meeting adjourned at 2:10 p.m.
