A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, DECEMBER 18, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, President, Mickey Thompson, Member and Warren Nash, Member.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Chris Gardner, Joe Ham, Stan Robison, Michael Hall, Deputy Fire Chief Gadd, Krisjans Streips, Greg Phipps, David Brewer, Colonel Pennell, David Hall, John Burger and Vicki Glotzbach
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Nancy Pape re: Benches at bus stops
Ms. Pape presented pictures to show locations where the benches are not accessible easily to the bus stops.  She stated that she cannot stand for more than 15 minutes and her request is to have the benches closer to the bus stops.

Ms. Wilkinson asked Mr. Thompson if the benches could be moved to make them more accessible.  

Mr. Thompson replied that he believes there is still some money left from the “quality of life” money that the council appropriated and he thinks that it is possible to look at some of these locations and just get some more benches and put them closer to the bus stops.  He added that at the time that these benches were put in the other benches were still in place so that’s why the new ones were installed where they are.
Ms. Pape stated that there is also an area in front of Walmart.

Mr. Nash moved to evaluate the benches at the bus stops in various locations throughout the city especially State Street and Grant Line Road and that we have a response by next Wednesday, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #2 - Robert & Judy Grimes re: Issues with a tree on City property 
Ms. Grimes stated that they bought a house about five years ago on 16th Street that they rent and their tenants moved out recently and said that one of the main reasons they moved out was because they could not deal with the Walnut tree any longer.  She stated that it is a very fertile tree and it produces a lot and they have gotten hit by the walnuts and have had damage to their cars. She said that they went to the tree board and they told her that they couldn’t do anything because they didn’t have any money.  She said that they talked to the board about cutting down the tree but was told that they would be fined $5,000.00.  She said that she was wondering if there was any way to come up with the money to cut the tree down.  She added that they talked about trimming the tree and was told that they couldn’t do that because it would ruin the integrity of the tree.  She asked the board if there is anything they can do to help them.
Mr. Thompson stated that the tree board’s main concern with city trees would be if they were dead and in danger of falling.  He said that he will get with the Mr. Streips and Mr. Mills and see what can be done.
Ms. Grimes stated that the walnuts are also ruining their roof.

Ms. Wilkinson stated that this item will be kept on the agenda under old business.
Item #3 - IN-AWC re: Street cut requests at 2300 E. Market, Oak & Vincennes, 1220 Clark Street
Mr. Thompson stated that they have already been done and one was a retired fire hydrant so he told them that these need to come before the board before they are done.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cuts at 2300 E. Market Street, Oak & Vincennes and 1220 Clark Street, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 - David Neal re: Dumpster request at 326 13th St.
Mr. Neal stated that he has a rental property and his tenants passed on and the family is not cooperating in the removal of their property so he is requesting a dumpster permit to do a clean up.  
Ms. Wilkinson asked how long it would take.

Mr. Neal replied that he is hoping to get it done in a couple of days.

Ms. Wilkinson asked when he would like to do it.

Mr. Neal replied as soon as he gets approval.
Mr. Thompson asked if there is room to put it in the parking lane so it is not on the street.
Mr. Neal replied yes.

Mr. Nash moved to approve the dumpster request at 326 13th Street for a period not to exceed five days, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #5 - Dean Reinke re: Habitat for Humanity Half Marathon on February 10th 
Mr. Keith, Executive Director of Clark/Floyd Counties Tourism Bureau was present to request permission for the Greenway to be used for the marathon.  He stated that the Greenway doesn’t run across Silver Creek so it necessitates going up to Emery Lane Crossing and down Brown Station Way into New Albany.   He said that they are asking permission to use the city streets on Sunday morning, February 10th.
Mr. Wininger stated that he designed the course and the issue would be the bridge coming across Silver Creek and to solve that issue they would like to use the closest lane coming from Jeffersonville into New Albany.  He said that the lane would probably need to be closed for about two hours and they would probably be finished at approximately 10 a.m.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would like to look at the route closer.

Mr. Nash moved to table the request of Dean Reinke for the Habitat for Humanity Half Marathon on February 10th while the street commissioner evaluates the route, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item # 6 - Jim Garrard re: Resolution for Sewer Utility Benefits
Ms. Wilkinson stated that the resolution is basically to waive the one month waiting period for the EMC employees who will be joining the city’s payroll on January 1st following the removal of EMC to manage the sewer utility.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the Board of Public Works and Safety Resolution No. BOW-12-05 regarding the New Albany Sewer Utility Pertaining to the Waiver of the 30-day Waiting Period for Health Insurance/Benefits of Employees Hired Per the Transition from Private to Public Operation, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
Item #7 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Go karts on Budd Road
Ms. Glotzbach stated that there is a problem with go karts running on the street in that area and a resident is afraid that someone is going to get hurt.  She added that they are having problems with whether the county or the city should take care of it because it is right on the boundary.

Mr. Thompson stated that he thought that they are parking them in the soccer field lot so he would think that the city would be able to do something.

Mr. Nash suggested that they call the police.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Glotzbach stated that he had a question regarding the 2013 city paving that is going to bid next Wednesday and asked if the job is to be prevailing wage. 

Ms. Prestigiacomo replied that it is.

Mr. Glotzbach asked if the city could release that in an addendum so that it is out in the public and we can include it in our bid documents.
Ms. Prestigiacomo stated that they could do an addendum and put it on the website.
Mr. Glotzbach asked when that could be available on the website.

Mr. Hall stated that if he received the information he could get it on today.
Mr. Phipps stated his concerns about the safety of roadblock collections and said that he would be willing to work on an ordinance to take to the council to ban them.  He added that he witnessed a near miss on Spring Street this weekend.
Mr. Nash stated that he is very supportive.
Mr. Phipps stated that the Spring Street Neighborhood Association had asked that the house on the southwest corner of Elm and 11th be looked into.  He said that the garage is leaning and there is ivy on the roof and it is about ready to collapse. He added that it is now vacant and there may be some animals living in it. 
Mr. Brewer stated that there is a court case pending.  He said that he will check to see where that is and get in contact with Mr. Phipps.

Mr. Phipps asked Mr. Thompson when all of the street signs are going to be replaced and if they had to be brought up to code by 2014.
Mr. Thompson stated that it is a staggered process.  He said there are some that have to be done by then and everything has to meet the retro reflective reflectivity by 2015.  He stated that they are trying to count all of the signs right now to come up with a number on how many need to be replaced.
Mr. Phipps stated that there are eight to ten intersections in his district that are missing street signs.

Mr. Thompson stated that they do not have money to replace them this year.  He said that if he could get a list then at the first of the year when the budget comes in there may be some that he can start getting in.
Mr. Phipps stated that one of the red lights at the intersection of State and Cherry is not working.  He then stated that if there are any issues that the board would like for him to take to the council he would be happy to do that.
Mr. Stumler congratulated Mr. Brewer on getting two houses on W. 7th Street torn down.

He then showed photos of Cherry Street Hill where the leaves have collected in the drainage ditch and when it rains the water runs down the road because it can’t run down the ditch.  He asked the city to get them cleaned up.  

Mr. Ham stated that they were out there last Thursday and the transmission on the truck was overheating so they will be back this Thursday.

Mr. Stumler stated that when Spring Street Hill was done there were about a dozen drainage pipes that were dug out and they are still laying there.
Mr. Thompson stated that they belong to the water company and he called them again yesterday and left a message.  He added that he had originally spoken with Mr. Newman about removing them and they were supposed to be getting them out.
Mr. Stumler asked for two to four benches to place up on Silver Hills.  He said that he noticed that there are about 30 of them down at the old street department building. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they denied it last time because the city doesn’t want to put them on private property.

Mr. Stumler asked if they could buy them.
Mr. Thompson stated that they don’t want to put them on private property.  He added that they gave the last ones to the parks department and that is probably what will happen with the rest of them.

Mr. Stumler stated that it looks to him like there are more than the parks department can use.
Mr. Thompson asked about the contract for the upkeep on the planters.  
Mr. Stumler stated that he believed Mr. Finn sent an email.

Mr. Thompson stated that the email said that they had a contract but the board stipulated that we need a copy of that contract for the file.  

Mr. Stumler stated that he will get the contract.

OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Intersection at Blackiston Mill and Blackiston Boulevard
Mr. Thompson stated that he went out with one of the engineers from JTL and on the initial observation the engineer didn’t feel like there was anything that would warrant a traffic signal there.  He also stated that he gave him the accident reports to look over and see if they would warrant a traffic signal.
Mr. Schellenberger stated that the accident report is not completely done yet but there have been 34 accidents in three years but it doesn’t look like they are all at that intersection.  He said that he is going to study the reports further and will come back with a report next week.  He added that traffic volume wise, it is going to be very doubtful that a signal is going to be warranted there because you have to satisfy 8 hours out of a 24 hour period.
Ms. Wilkinson asked if there was a possibility of closing that drive.
Mr. Schellenberger stated that while they were there the majority of the traffic turned right and it is not nearly as difficult to turn right there as it is to turn left.  He added that in a half hour they may have seen two cars turn left.

Item #2 – Junkyard on W. 9th and Cedar 
Mr. Brewer stated that Mr. Robison filed the lawsuit and they are waiting on the clerk’s office with the court date.  He said that there are two houses side by side that are both in violation as far as the building maintenance and housing codes are concerned.  He said that the zoning issues are being dealt with right now.  He stated that there are cars lined up across the front yard so it has the appearance of a used car lot type of situation.  He said that upon their investigation they were dealing with personal property that was licensed and parked basically on a hard surface so they were kind of in a gray area so that is why they addressed the ones that weren’t.  He said that they have worked with him on various things and he did make some changes but there are things that are required in the city and he has not met those requirements.  
Ms. Wilkinson asked if there is anything that needs to be done like tighten up ordinances.
Mr. Brewer replied yes and said one of the things that needs to be address is that indoor furniture does not belong outside.  He also stated that there was another situation that he has never received a call on and when he was out there last week the neighbors actually said that the property has improved.  

Mr. Nash asked if some of the vehicles can be taken care of by the abandoned vehicle law.  He said that there is a state law that after a car is abandoned for five days it can be towed.
Mr. Brewer stated that as the ordinance is written, if the guy that tows vehicles everyday goes out and tags a car then it takes 20 days for him to tow that vehicle but if he calls us the ordinance says that we can get it out of there in 10 days.  He said that doesn’t make sense because that guy tows vehicles everyday and if anything he should have his a five days.  He added that it shouldn’t take longer for the guy that tows vehicles than the people that don’t but ours falls under that category because it is junk vehicles and refuse.  He stated that is one of the laws that needs to be addressed.
Ms. Wilkinson stated that they would wait and let the lawsuit play out. 
#4 - Street caving on Armstrong Rd. 
Mr. Ham stated that they started yesterday and the pipe is in the ground and it should take another three or four days to finalize the roadwork.
TABLED ITEMS:


COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Deputy Fire Chief Gadd explained the request for the reduction of rank for Tom Williams from Battalion Chief to Pipeman effective January 1, 2013.  He stated that they offered Mr. Williams the position in fire prevention and he refused it.  He provided paperwork for this request which is on file in the city clerk’s office.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the reduction in rank for Tom Williams from Battalion Chief to Pipeman effective January 1, 2013 based on the recommendation by Fire Chief Juiliot, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Police Chief Knight stated that she received an email from a resident that lives at 2020 E. Oak regarding the speed of the traffic on Oak and he is requesting that the board consider a stop sign at the corner of Jay and Oak to make it a four way stop.  
Mr. Nash stated that he is opposed because he doesn’t think there is enough traffic on Jay to warrant that and he thinks that traffic flowing too fast is a poor reason for a four way stop.
Mr. Thompson stated that he could go out and look at it to confirm. 

Ms. Wilkinson asked if the legal department has reviewed the Contract for Professional Services with DCI.
Mr. Duggins replied yes and stated that it is a not to exceed contract for review of environmental files on a piece of property.  He stated that it is very standard.
Mr. Nash stated that he would really like to see these on the agenda.

Mr. Duggins agreed and apologized that it wasn’t.  He stated that he just received the contract yesterday and it came about from a meeting on Thursday.  He said that the piece of property that they are looking at is a time sensitive thing to try to finalize the contract before the end of the year and this is a very important piece that needs to be done.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the Contract for Professional Services with DCI, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Ham stated that South Street is closed today to replace a drainage pipe underneath the road at the railroad track and will be opened back up by the end of business today.
Mr. Brewer stated that the New Albany Exchange is trying to get opened this week after they receive the monitoring system for the sprinklers.
