A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 26, 2012 AT 10:00 A.M.

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Suellen Wilkinson, President, Mickey Thompson, Member and Warren Nash, Member.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Kendra Glotzbach, Chris Gardner, Joe Ham, Wes Christmas, Krisjans Streips, Colonel Pennell, Major Whitlow, David Hall, John Burger and Vicki Glotzbach
Mrs. Wilkinson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:


1. Carl Malysz re:  Professional Service Agreement for East Main Street Improvements, 5th Street to Vincennes Street
Mr. Christmas stated that they are looking at transitioning the corridor from the almost highway configuration that it is to an urban street.  He said that the project includes the installation of a 10 ft. wide median from E. 5th all the way down to Vincennes.  He stated that it also includes curb rehabilitation replacement, sidewalk replacement, drainage improvements and asphalt overlay throughout the entire length of the project.  He added that at the intersection they will have pedestrian bump outs similar to what exists at Pearl and Market.  He said that they are going to include input from the city and the residents.
Mr. Nash stated that 10 ft. sounds awfully wide and asked if that is customary.

Mr. Christmas replied that they wanted something wide enough to allow for some decent plantings and potentially trees.  
Mr. Nash asked if that will leave enough room in the driving lanes.

Mr. Christmas stated that there will still basically be two driving lanes and two parking lanes but it will squeeze the width of those lanes down a little.  He added that slowing traffic down is another intent of the project. 

Mrs. Wilkinson asked how long it will take.

Mr. Christmas replied that they have 180 days in the contract and they plan to start early spring.

Mr. Nash asked if there will be public hearings during this period.

Mr. Christmas replied yes. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the Professional Service Agreement between the city and Clark Dietz for the E. Main Street improvements, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor
2. IN-AWC re: Street cut request at 315 E. Spring Street
Mr. Thompson stated that this has been done.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut at 315 E. Spring Street, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor.
3. Jim Silliman, JTL re: Final compensating change order for Spring Street Hill
Mr. Silliman presented copies of the change order to the board and stated that it is to wrap up the Spring Street Hill slope failure repair project.  He said that the total came in under the bid price plus the contingency.

Mr. Nash asked where the $8,380.05 came in.

Mr. Silliman replied that there was some additional pipe that they put in but there was also an offset of the amount of stone that was used and it just gets down to the actual quantities that were used.
Mr. Nash moved to approve the final change order in the amount $8,380.05, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

OLD BUSINESS: 

1. Intersection at Blackiston Mill and Blackiston Boulevard
Mr. Thompson stated Mr. Schellenberger is still evaluating the accident reports.
2. Intersection at Jay Street and Oak Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he went out there at night and would like to go back during the day to observe.
Police Chief Knight said that the complaint came from a resident regarding speeding and the speed limit through there.  She added that it came to light after a bicyclist was hit at that intersection.
Mr. Nash moved to remove it from the agenda. 
3. Robert & Judy Grimes re: Issues with a tree on City property
Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with the tree board and they have no problem with the Grimes’ removing the tree and they will not be fined.  He added that the tree board is not in favor of removing a healthy tree but they do understand that it is causing damage to the property.
Mrs. Wilkinson asked if they were to sell the wood would the money have to go to the city.
Mr. Streips stated that typically they would not be able to sell it.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would get in touch with Mr. and Mrs. Grimes and let them know that they can remove the tree.
4.  Benches at bus stops

Mr. Thompson stated that they are going to order some.
TABLED ITEMS:

1.  Dean Reinke re: Habitat for Humanity Half Marathon on February 10th
Mr. Thompson stated that he has not had a chance to look at the route yet.


COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Nash asked about slippage on Old Vincennes Road and if it needed to be evaluated.
Mr. Malysz stated that there are issues there and they have been examining them. He added that a whole bunch of the base is moving and it is related to storm drainage.
Police Chief Knight asked for the approval of the appropriation for $50,000.00 from the “quality of life” money for the gun buyback that is scheduled for this Friday.  She added that they had no idea what amount to ask for since they have never done this before.  She also stated that they are accepting private donations.
Mr. Nash asked how someone could make a donation.

Police Chief Knight stated that the police department has a donations fund and they could either contact them or the controller’s office.

Mr. Nash stated that he thinks it is a great program and complimented Police Chief Knight.  He then asked if it was going to be annual event.
Police Chief Knight replied that they would like to do it semi-annually but will have to see how successful the first one is.
Mr. Nash moved to approve up to $50,000.00 for the gun buyback program, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Hall stated that during the 36 hours of the adopt-a-thon they adopted out 21 dogs and cats.  He added that it was very positive.
Mr. Thompson stated that they did receive the contract from New Albany Clean & Green to maintain the planters.  He added that the contract is with Rauch.
Mr. Nash stated that former Fire Chief Robert Herman is in grave condition if he hasn’t already passed and wanted everyone to keep that family in their thoughts.
BIDS:

Mr. Nash asked about the bids for paving that were supposed to be done this week.
Mr. Thompson stated that he contacted all of the contractors and asked that they postpone turning in their bids because there has to be a common wage hearing first.
