Mayor Gahan called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

APPROVAL OR CORRECTION OF THE FOLLOWING MINUTES:

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the September 13, 2012 Executive Session Meeting Minutes, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve the September 26, 2012 Executive Session Meeting Minutes, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor. 
Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve with corrections the September 27, 2012 Regular Meeting Minutes, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor. 
BIDS:

Mr. Lahanis stated that the board has requested that the bids not be awarded on the Wall until next meeting so that they can look at some more information. 
Mr. Lahanis opened the following bids for the generator project:

Mr. Lahanis stated that they would like to take these under advisement and come back with a recommendation for the board at the next meeting.  He added that the engineer’s estimate was for $250,000.00 and the budget for the project is $200,000.00 and they don’t have any project close to those numbers so they will have to come back with a recommendation based on their budget. 
Mr. Brinkworth asked Mr. Lahanis to get some information on Earthwell. 
COMMUNICATIONS - PUBLIC:

Johnna Anderson stated that she was her to represent Julie Ann O’Bryan and presented a let to the board on her behalf. 

Mr. Gibson stated that this is regarding the overpayment of the sewer bill and explained that it is for a larger amount than what the sewer office is authorized to take care of. He explained that it was obviously a clerical error but it has to come to the board for approval. 
Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve a refund check of $3437.28, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS

Mr. Gibson stated that he provided for the board with a copy of the letter from the Indiana Utility Regulatory Commission regarding the difference between property outside and inside corporate limits. He explained that they filed their petition and attached all the supporting documents including the rate study done by Crowe Horwath but some of the wording didn’t get transferred over in the language of the ordinance. He stated that they will probably try to clean that up soon. 
SEWER ADJUSTMENTS:

Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for BKV Inc. in the amount of $2,883.73 due to an issue with a broken meter. Supporting documents are attached.  

Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
Mrs. Dickey presented an adjustment request for Irene Schmelz in the amount of $691.28 due to repair leak on a ½” water line.  She explained that the leak was repaired by Jason Brewer and supporting documents are attached. 

Mr. Wilkinson moved to approve, Mr. Brinkworth second, all voted in favor.
FINANCIAL REPORT:

Mr. Wilkinson explained that he reported the flood repairs of $187,000.00 for the Clark Nickles job as a separate line item because no matter what line they put it on it would have thrown the budget off.  He stated the discontinuation of Georgetown cut off about $20,000.00 a month that they had coming in and this has basically been made up by additional customers coming into the city so they are in good shape. 
Mr. Gibson stated that the council would like a briefing on where the sewer utility is at the November 5th meeting and he and Mr. Lahanis may put together a visual presentation.
Mr. Lahanis stated that they have asked for an update on their SRF loans as well as where they are on the reline project. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if the SRF balance would go to zero with their last order on the liner. 
Mr. Lahanis stated that they will have approximately $210,000.00 remaining and he sent out an email last week explaining that he would like to purchase some additional equipment.  

Mr. Wilkinson stated that they couldn’t do that with SRF funds. 
Mr. Lahanis stated that they can spend the dollars on their collection system project as long as it is relating to the reline project. He suggests that they replace to pick-up trucks as well as a down payment on a vac truck. 
Mr. Wilkinson asked if he read the email right they had recently ordered 10,000’ of liner. 

Mr. Lahanis stated that was correct and the cost is $124,000.00 so they will still have about $120,000.00 that is unencumbered and they have to spend it by the end of the year. 
Mr. Wilkinson stated that he would like to pick up on that in the budget meeting. 
NEW BUSINESS:
OLD BUSINESS:
Item #1 – Old Ford Lift Station

Mr. Lahanis stated that he gave them an agreement with Clark Dietz for $30,000.00 to do the design, inspection, and construction inspection for the Old Ford Lift Station and he recommends approval.
Mr. Brinkworth asked if this was for the generator at the plant. 
Mr. Lahanis stated that was correct. He explained that their engineers estimate will be about half that cost.  
Mr. Brinkworth moved to approve the contract with Clark Dietz, Mr. Wilkinson second, all voted in favor.
EMC REPORT:
Mr. Sartell presented the August Operations Report and went over the following: 

· There were no effluent excursions for the month of August and the WWTP was full in compliance.
· Pretreatment sampled General Mills for compliance. Reviewed the discharge permit application for Wise Technical and posted a public notice in the News/Tribune.

· 49 restaurants or food preparation facilities reported they were in compliance or inspected for compliance.

· The treatment plant had a daily average flow of 5.01 MGD and there were 1.27 inches of rain for the month.

· The plant had a daily average of 11,024 lbs/d of TSS which is at 60% of the capacity of the plant design limit and 10,974 lbs/d of CBOD which is at 77% capacity of the plant design limit. 

· The plant had a safety rating of 100% for August and the staff completed safety training on Behavioral Safety and Pipe Plug Safety. 

· There were zero rain events in August that required monitoring by Stantec Consulting Services.  

· There were 94 dry tons of Bio Solids removed for disposal.
