PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - “Appointment to Common Wage Board for 2013"
Mrs. Wilkinson nominated Mr. Nash.
Mrs. Wilkinson moved to approve the nomination of Mr. Nash to the Common Wage Board, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Nash who abstained.
Item #2 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Residential Parking Permits
Mrs. Glotzbach explained that Ms. Nugent bought a residential parking permit from the city in front of her home at 1826 Ekin Avenue. She stated that a vehicle was parked in Ms. Nugent’s spot and when she called the police she was told that all they could do was write a ticket to the vehicle. She explained that Ms. Nugent was upset over spending the money for a permit when it is more of an honor thing instead of being enforced and was displeased with the way the officer handled her complaint. She is asking if this is the way it will be handled in the future as she is to renew her permit in the coming weeks and she does not want to if it will not be enforced. 
Mr. Thompson explained that the space is clearly designated by a sign as well as the ground painting. 

Mrs. Glotzbach explained that the ordinance just says that the police officer shall act accordingly. 

Chief Knight explained that they typically handle all parking violations are handled by ticketing not towing. 
Stan Robison stated that he thinks that the intention was just to have the vehicles ticketed. 

Mrs. Wilkinson stated that they should contact her and tell her that the officer acted according to the ordinance and suggest that she contact the City Council to request an amendment to the ordinance if they see fit.
