A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JANUARY 22, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. 

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Wes Christmas re: Spring Street Gateway Project
Mr. Christmas presented plans of the Spring Street Gateway project to the board to review.  He said that the plans provide for improvements in safety and functionality of Spring Street near Beharrell Avenue right as you come into or leave New Albany.  He stated that the project is basically converting that corridor from a limited access highway to an urban street.  He explained that the project consists of the replacement of some existing guardrail with some new curbs and gutters that are going to be installed and removal of the 10 ft. shoulders that exist there now.  He added that those items should aid in slowing down traffic and improving safety in the area.  He also stated that they are going to do some improvements to the medians that exist.  He stated that the upper median closest to the bridge has guardrail and a big highway sign that are going to be removed and that median will be planted with landscaping bushes and things of that nature.  He said that the lower median is going to be removed and replaced with new curb and additional plantings and street trees.  He requested authorization from the board to advertise for bids for this project.
Mr. Nash asked if they would change any street configurations.

Mr. Christmas stated that it will still function as it does now but they are looking at the addition of a stop sign for westbound Providence Way traffic.  
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that the mayor is very excited about the project for two reasons.  One is the aesthetic improvements because that it is one of the worst looking entrances to any city in the metropolitan area.  He said that the second reason is that it is the only place that he has seen that is a four lane divided highway emptying into a local street system and this may help to modify traffic speed. 
Mr. Nash asked if this plan discusses signage.

Mr. Christmas replied that at this point they are removing the large highway sign that exists in the upper median.  
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it is an independent effort to bring a welcome sign back to that entrance as well.  He said that they are making room for it but those plans aren’t yet ready. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve advertising for bids for the Spring Street Gateway project, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.

Item #2 - IN-AWC re: Street cut request for 208 Virginia Court
Mr. Thompson stated that it has already been done.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut for 208 Virginia Court, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.

Item #3 - Julie Calloway with Floyd County YMCA re: Triathlon  
Ms. Calloway stated that she is asking for permission to host their 5th annual Tri at the Y and use the greenway waterfront area for the race.  She provided maps of the route to the board to look over and explained the route.  She said that the event would be on Sunday, April 21st.
Mr. Nash asked how many people they anticipate.

Ms. Calloway replied hopefully about 125 to 150.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the use of the riverfront for the Floyd County YMCA Triathlon for April 21st, 2013, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 - Gary Brinkworth re: Work Change Directive No. 1, 10, 12 & 13
Mr. Brinkworth stated that change order 10 was for work done on the corner of the Mt. Tabor School parking lot in the northwest corner nearest the intersection where they added a 36” pipe, concrete headwall and installed concrete flume from the parking lot to the headwall and it is in the amount of $5,000.00 from MAC.  He then went on to change order 12 which totaled $35,908.34 and said that it included 13 different items that he reviewed and felt were all needed.   He explained that change order 13 in the amount of $2,278.57 was due to the liquid asphalt price adjustment.  He included change order 1 in the amount of $1,200.00 and explained that it was for geotechnical services that he paid for and would like to be reimbursed.  He then recommended the approval of all of the change orders.

Mr. Nash asked about the Onion Tea House widening of driveway entrance.
Mr. Brinkworth explained that it was approved by zoning and has to be widened because it is a commercial site and has a residential driveway.   He then stated that all of the changes orders approved so far, including these three if they are approved, totals in the $70,000.00 range which makes it about 3% of the total project cost and that is really good for a project this size.
Mr. Nash asked if that included the large one that we started with.

Mr. Brinkworth replied that it doesn’t even include that so more will be saved than anticipated.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve change orders 1, 10, 12 & 13, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.
Item 35 - John Dillman with AAA Plumbling re: Work being done at 202 Olive Avenue 
Mr. Dillman explained that they are requesting to do a street cut in front of 202 Olive Avenue to put a sewer tap in at the main line for Sylvia Willet.  He stated that her property is currently on a line with a neighbor that has had problems that are not being taken care of.  He explained that they will do the street cut and have the inspection on the sewer tap.  He said that they will fill it with dense grade, tap it, concrete it eight inches and asphalt it one and one-half inches when it is done.   

Mr. Nash asked if it would necessitate closing the street.

Mr. Dillman stated that he thinks that maybe they could close half of the street but possibly need to see about closing the entire street for four days.  He added that he would like to start the work on Monday morning.
Mr. Thompson stated that he would like to take a look at it to see if the entire street needs to be closed.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut permit at 202 Olive Avenue with the condition that Mr. Dillman meets with him at the site to see if they can keep from closing the entire street, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Thompson stated that it is still under review.

Item #2 - Parking sign in front of 601 Vincennes Street

He said that there is a sign there limiting the parking and it causes some confusion for the customers and they think they are not allowed to park there.  He said he will get a sign ordered for her and take care of it.
Item #3 – Wicks re: Parking spot for refrigeration unit

Ms. Glotzbach stated that the manager was going to get with owner on other solutions and did not want to be put back on the agenda at this time.
