NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Barbara Zoller re: Bicentennial Vintage Bicycle Event on Sunday, June 23rd 
Mr. Nash stated that Ms. Zoller called him and said that she could not make the meeting and that she would come at another time to discuss this event.  He explained that the event is on June 23rd and is conjunction with the National Bicycle Convention in Louisville and they are inviting those individuals over as well. He stated that the event begins at 11:00 a.m. at the Bicentennial Park and ends at 4:00 p.m. with activities going on all day.

Donald Owen stated that he is with the Bible Story Company and they go door to door to sell their books which are character building books and he would like permission from the board to do so in New Albany
Mr. Nash stated that we have a city ordinance that prohibits what he is trying to do but they would need to review it in order to find out for sure. 
Mr. Owen asked if they could send him the ordinance.

Mr. Thompson stated that he will call Mr. Schellenberg to see where he is on reviewing the accident information at this location.

Mr. Nash asked if anyone has read the article from Jamie Aebersold about the intersection of Silver and Spring.
Mr. Ham stated that they put in a new catch basin at that location that was broken down and there is a short turning radius so if you cut the sidewalk you are going to come off of it and drop down. He explained that the project that Mr. Rosenbarger has at that intersection is looking at improving the radius so they do not have the sharp turn and they are looking to improve that sometime this fall. 
Mr. Nash asked who enforces the sign ordinance.
Mr. Duggins stated Planning and Zoning. 
Mr. Nash asked if there is anything that would prohibit something like the large Chicken on top of Zaxby’s because he has been getting a couple of complaints. 
Mr. Krisjans explained that it is not actually a sign so it wouldn’t fall under the sign ordinance.  He stated that he would ask around to see if there is anything they can do about it and he will look at the PUD Ordinance to see if there are any stipulations in there for that. 
Mr. Nash asked if there is anything in the sign ordinance addressing businesses that have closed down. 
Mr. Krisjans stated that he will look into that as well for him but if it is a business that is gone it isn’t advertising so he will have to look to see if there is something else that can be done. 
Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Brewer is working on an awning project at that location so they may already have plans to remove the sign on Market Street
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a street cut permit request for IN-AWC at 623 Maple Drive for approval. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut permit at 623 Maple Drive for a main break, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.
