A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 19, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.
PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member
OTHERS PRESENT: Joe Ham, Paul Speights, Michael Hall, Chris Gardner, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, Fire Chief Juliot, Amanda Deatherage, Stan Robison, David Brewer, David Hall, and Vicki Glotzbach
Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Tammy Knear re: Requesting permission to use Amphitheatre to hold a wedding on March 10, 2013 
Ms. Knear stated that they would like to use the amphitheater for a quick wedding at 4:00 p.m. on Sunday, March 10th.  She stated that they only anticipate needing it for about half an hour. 
Mr. Nash stated that he checked with Mr. Gardner and the date is available. 

Mr. Hall stated that the City still needs to be listed as a secondary insured. 
Ms. Knear stated that when she spoke with Mr. Gardner he said that as long as it is under half hour insurance shouldn’t be required. 

Mr. Nash stated that he would get in contact with him to make sure. 
Mr. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Nash second, all voted in favor with the exception of Mr. Thompson who was not present. 

Item #2 - Mike Fahrbach with Proliance Energy re Vectren program rate 225. 
Not Present.
Item #3 - Judy Gwinn re: Sidewalk issues at 128 W. Main St and W. 1st  
Not Present.
Item #4 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut requests at E. 12th & Main, 3013 Murr Lane, E. 8th & E. Elm Street, 1785 McDonald Ave. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he looked at E. 8th & E. Elm and there was damage to the sidewalk and the street in front of St. Mary’s and he has asked the water company to come out and take a look at it. He explained that he does not want to approve that one until they have agreed to fix the damage that was done. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve street cut requests for E. 12th & Main, 3013 Murr Lane and 1785 McDonald Avenue, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
Item #5 - Charlie Carroll with Vectren re: Street Cut permit at 323 Ealy Street
Mr. Carroll stated that they are going to do a gas retirement at 323 Ealy Street so they need to cut into the street and they also need a sidewalk cut permit for a project at 1825 E. Market. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the Ealy Street Cut Permit and the 1825 Market Street Sidewalk Cut permit, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
Item #6 - Don Harshey re: Preliminary approval for motorcycle ride through the city on May 18 to celebrate Armed Forces Appreciation day. 
Mr. Harshey stated that the event will be on May 18th and they are doing this in conjunction with the Bicentennial Committee and explained that the Legion Riders of Post 28 are hosting this event and they have met with Major Whitlow to approve the route.  

Mr. Thompson asked if there would be any closings.
Mr. Harshey stated that there would be and they have designated several major intersections that they will need help with. He stated that he has discussed with Major Whitlow and he will be getting together with the board for the specific route and closings. He explained that they will have an 11-11:30 start time and the route will run right at 50 minutes and it will end at the riverfront. He stated that they are trying to get 1000 participants which would mean that it will take approximately 30 minutes to get through and intersection, but he explained that they participated in the ride with the wall and it went very smoothing with the right kind of escort. He stated that they would also like to reserve the amphitheater for Saturday night for some live music so he will contact Mr. Gardner about that. 
Mr. Nash stated that his only concern is the farmer’s market. 
Mr. Harshey stated that they don’t have to go passed the Market if they get permission to block 5th Street. 
Major Whitlow stated that they could do 5th Street without a problem. 

Mr. Hall stated that they may want to check the date because he believes NR Road Race has already reserved the amphitheater for that night.  

Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement for review by the Street Commissioner and the Police Department, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
Item #7 - Chief Knight re: Social Networking Policy for the Police Department
Police Chief Knight presented a copy of the proposed policy on Internet Usage and Social Networking and explained that this would in addition to their Standard Operating Procedures to limit the use of social networking and the internet for the Police Department and the Communications workers. 
Mr. Nash has asked if there has been a problem.
Police Chief Knight explained that there haven’t been any problems in their department but there have been in other cities and it has been affecting trials so they would like to address it before it becomes an issue. She stated that they have reviewed other policies and this one is very middle of the road. 
Mr. Nash asked about the off duty police officers and if they are considered off duty when they have a city car. 
Major Whitlow stated that they are off “official” duty when they are home but that is also covered in this as well. 
Mr. Nash asked Chief Juliot if they had anything similar to this for the Fire Department. 

Chief Juliot stated that they do and he will get the board a copy of it. 

Mr. Thompson moved the departments new policy on social networking and to include civilian employees, communication workers, and officers, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Christmas stated that at the last board meeting bids for the Spring Street Gateway were opened and read into the record.  He explained that six bids were submitted and he passed out a memo summarizing their review of those bids as well as the three lowest bids. He recommended approval of the low bid from TSI Paving at $174,804.00 which was within 2% of the engineer estimate and was responsive and responsible. He stated that he isn’t sure if Mr. Gibson has had an opportunity to review this so they may want to make the approval contingent upon his review.  

Mr. Nash asked about the alternates.  

Mr. Christmas stated that the alternatives would add another $32,000.00 to the project so their plan is to move forward with the base bid. 
Mr. Nash asked if that was the only difference.
Mr. Christmas stated that they did get an item for an additional $1000.00 for full removal of the sign but at this time the contractor has submitted just the price for removal of the sign on top of the post and this will depend on what will be placed there. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that the sign on the top will be removed but the post will remain in the base bid. 
Mr. Nash asked if either of them knew anything about the elimination of the overpass just beyond where this work would be done. 
Mr. Christmas stated that he had heard that that project was no longer being done. 

Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Rosenbarger has talked to Clark County and they are looking at the possibility of redoing the surface on that bridge. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they patched it but they want to do a major resurface late in the spring or in the summer.  

Mr. Christmas stated that the notice to proceed date is anticipated to be March 1st so it can be completed by May 1st. He explained that the contractor feels comfortable with the 60 days but the weather could impact getting the plants planted. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the low bid from TSI Paving Inc. at $174,804.00 contingent upon review by Mr. Gibson, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Christmas distributed an agreement for the board to review from Clark Dietz for construction services and inspection during the project and they will request action on this at the next meeting. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he and Mr. Thompson have discussed this and they think it is a good idea. 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Sidewalk replacement project for Lee Hamilton Building
Mr. Thompson stated that they are still reviewing this and will get back with them in two weeks. He explained that they did email him a tentative schedule and based on what they saw there will be a problem with the length of the project.  
TABLED ITEMS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Ham about Greybrook Lane
Mr. Ham stated that they installed a new discharge pipe and it should take care of the problem.  

Mr. Brewer stated that they worked on the awning at King’s Daughter and everything is okay.  He explained that they are working on a power point presentation for their end of the year reports and well as a contract for grass cutting that he hopes to have it on the agenda for next week. He stated that they will also be giving them an update on their outlook for 2013.
