A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 5, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member
OTHERS PRESENT: Joe Ham, Paul Speights, Michael Hall, Chris Gardner, Major Whitlow, Deputy Fire Chief Gadd, Amanda Deatherage, Stan Robison, David Brewer, David Hall and Vicki Glotzbach
Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item # 1 - Terry Brown re: Street Cut Request in alley between Spring and Market and E. 4th and E. 5th
Terry Brown stated that Verizon will be the user of this request in order to lay fiber cable and while most of it will be overhead in this particular area they will need to go underground between Spring and Market. He explained that they would like to put two hand holes (utility box) on the sidewalk of Spring and one on Market where the fiber comes down the pole and goes into the street. 
Mr. Nash asked when they wanted to do this.
Mr. Brown stated as soon as they can get it permitted. 
Mr. Thompson explained that the alley was just paved.
Mr. Brown stated that they would be boring underground so it wouldn’t affect that. 
Mr. Thompson asked where the boring pit would be. 
Mr. Brown stated probably in the grass but the machines might be blocking the street. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they would have to come to this board for a lane closure approval. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the sidewalk cut in the alley contingent upon them contacting AT&T to make sure there is not conflict, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.
Item #2 - Steve Triplett, TSI Paving re: Traffic Control and Lane Closures for Spring Street Gateway Project
Steve Triplett stated that during the Spring Street Gateway Project they will need to close the two inside lanes coming into town from Brown Station Way to Spring Street to do work on the median and landscaping.  He presented a rough drawing to the board and explained that the two lanes closest to the median will be predominantly closed for the duration of the project. He stated that they will probably start warning them 1500 feet out and then every 500 feet until the lane closes and it will run a couple of hundred feet past the construction site.  
Wes Christmas explained that for the duration of the project one lane of travel off of Spring Street will remain open and all side streets will remain open. He stated that they will notify Clark County to make sure there aren’t any special concerns and they are hoping to get approval for the lane reduction from the board today. He explained that they would like to put this in place as early s Thursday. 

Mr. Nash asked what period of time they are talking about. 
Mr. Triplett stated that probably until May 3rd but with any luck late April. 
Mr. Christmas explained that there really is no way around these lane closures for the duration of the project. 
Mr. Nash stated that his concern is the westbound lane and asked Mr. Christmas if he would monitor it throughout the project to make sure it is adequate. 
Mr. Christmas stated that he would and that there will be proper notification and warning for the transition area. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the lane shift for the duration of the project, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.  
Item #3 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permit at Oak and Pearl Street
Mr. Thompson stated that it was an emergency and has been done.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.

Item #4 - Shane Gibson re: Gas Service Agreement with ProLiance/Vectren
Mr. Gibson stated that it is a program that originated with a couple of their larger consumers of gas and explained that the Mayor tasked him with reviewing this agreement. He explained that it is a program offered to governmental entities and schools and Mike Farbach is here from ProLiance to answer any questions.  
Mike Farbach explained that Vectren introduced a program about five years ago called Rate 225 that allows all high schools and colleges to transport natural gas and then in September of last year they deregulated down to government facilities as well. He stated that after meeting with several departments and looking at two years worth of their bills the city would reduce their natural gas expenditures by about 20+%  
Mr. Gibson explained that it freezes them at a rate for two years and they plan to look at other facilities that they have apart from the Fire Department, Sewer Department and Street Department to see if they can find some savings there as well.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
Item #5 - Shane Gibson re: Proposal for Klerner Lane Feasibility Study
Mr. Gibson stated that this is to take a look at that corridor and redo and this is the first step in the process. He explained that this would allow them to get topographical studies done and the engineer will be looking for funding resources. 
Mr. Thompson stated that it is something that needs to be looked at and this is the preliminary step so that they can see what can be done out there.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the Klerner Lane Feasibility Study and topographical survey, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Frank Delhridge explained that they would like to get the parking spaces blocked off during the day while they are working at the Second Baptist Church.  He stated that they will be bringing in a crane to change the face on the clock so they would need that access and there are concerns for safety because a tool could drop or something like that.
Mr. Nash asked what the duration of the project would be.
Mr. Delhridge stated that it will probably take about two months but it is weather oriented. He stated that they would like to do the overhang around the church but that will be depending on funds. He explained that there are 2-3 vehicles that are there every day but they do not belong to the church and there is parking across the street as well as down the street on the same side so it shouldn’t cause any interruption. 
Mr. Thompson asked if there is any possibility of the work that they are doing coming loose while they are not working and the parking is open again. 
Mr. Delhridge stated that it is not likely and they most that could probably blow off would be paint chips.  
Mr. Nash asked what they are doing.
Mr. Delhridge stated that they are restoring the clock tower and possibly columns. 
Mr. Brewer stated that his only issue is that he is still waiting on drawings from the engineer on this because it wouldn’t make any sense at this time if they couldn’t afford the steeple at this time to at least put the attached structural support within the clock tower because they may have to disassemble it again. 
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Brewer if they have a permit yet.
Mr. Brewer stated that he can’t until they get the drawings. 
Mr. Nash asked who is doing the engineering on this project. 
Mr. Delhridge replied that it is Larry Temperman. He explained that they don’t have the money for the steeple right now but it is a long term goal.  

Mr. Brewer stated that he wasn’t aware who the contractor was but now they need to get together because he needs to get the engineer drawings to be able to issue the permits. 
Mr. Delhridge stated that they don’t know if they will be able to raise the money to replace the steeple and they are just replacing the clock. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure of the parking lane and sidewalk for 30 days subject to permits obtained through Building Commissioner’s office, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 

Shane Jenkins with Vectren requested street cuts at 2527 Roanoke 4x4x4 hole, 210 Denny Drive 4x4x4 hole, and a sidewalk cut at 26 Valley View Court.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve two street cuts and sidewalk cut, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.

OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Jenn Shockly with Architura re: Sidewalk replacement project for Lee Hamilton Building
Mr. Thompson stated that they are looking at trying to adjust the length of time for each phase and they will come back when they have something. 
Item #2 - Turning lane issues on Charlestown and Blackiston Mill Rd. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he has looked at it once but it was early and he would like to look at it again at rush hour.
Item #3 - Sign request at Cherry St. and Old Vincennes Rd. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he took this to Planning and Zoning because there was some question about whether it was a billboard or a sign and they would like to keep this under advisement until they hear back. 
TABLED ITEMS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Michael Hall stated that next Monday, March 11th they are going to have their first public information meeting regarding the aquatic center and sports fields. He explained that it will be at Green Valley Elementary School from 6:00 p.m. until 7:30 p.m. 
Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Stumler requested several new locations for planters but he would rather not put anymore out until they see how the others that are already out will work. He explained that he also requested that they hire a contractor to spray the weeds but they do not have this in the budget but they will try to handle it in-house.
