A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MARCH 19, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member
OTHERS PRESENT: Joe Ham, Paul Speights, Chris Gardner, Colonel Pennell, Major Whitlow, Police Chief Knight, Fire Chief Juliot, David Duggins, Stan Robison, Michael Hall, Trish Tobbe, Jessica Campbell, David Hall, Amanda Deatherage, John Burger and Vicki Glotzbach
Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - David Duggins re: Firehouse site plan work order no. B-2013-2
Mr. Duggins stated that this is a work order with Jacobi, Toombs & Lanz for site work for relocation of the firehouse to the Daisy Lane area.  He said that they have been working diligently with our architectural firms and our geotechnical services and this work order will be to finalize site prep for relocation of the new firehouse.  He added that these monies will be reimbursed back into the city by the sale of the property.  He stated that all of the numbers are within normal parameters and they have been working diligently without a contract to date.  
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Hillman had anything to add.

Mr. Hillman stated they have been working with the architect to put together a site layout to make sure everything is in compliance with city planning. 
Mr. Nash asked where that location is.  

Mr. Duggins stated that they are looking at multiple locations in the Daisy Lane area.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve work order B-2013-2, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
Item #2 - David Duggins re: Real Property Purchase Agreement for 202 W. Daisy Lane
Mr. Duggins stated that he would like for the board to ratify the real property agreement for 202 W. Daisy Lane.  He said that it is in the same area that we’re looking at and that the board just approved.  He stated that this property is adjacent to the Camille Wright Pool site and is a large tract of land that fronts Daisy Lane. He stated that these monies will be reimbursed back into the city also.

Mr. Nash asked how large the property is.

Mr. Duggins stated that he doesn’t have the legal description attached to the agreement but it is 135 ft. across the frontage of Daisy Lane and it goes all the way back to the back of the Camille Wright Pool site.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the purchase agreement for 202 W. Daisy Lane, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
Item #3 - Tina Gettlefinger re: Request to use Amphitheater on July 13th  
Ms. Gettlefinger requested permission to have a wedding on July 13th at the amphitheater.  She said that it would probably last one hour to one and one half hours.  She said that the wedding would be at 3:30 p.m. and they will have a reception at another location.
Mr. Gardner stated that the amphitheater is available for that day.

Ms. Cotner moved to approve the use of the amphitheater by Ms. Gettelfinger on July 13th for a wedding, Mr. Thompson second, all voted in favor. 
Item #4 - John Barksdale with Clark/Floyd Prevent Child Abuse Council re: Motorcycle run on April 20, 2013 
Mr. Barksdale stated that April is National Child Abuse Awareness month and they would like to do a motorcycle run on April 20th to raise awareness.  He then explained the route to the board and asked if they could get a police blockade at Finks on Main Street so that they can start as a group.
Mr. Nash asked how long of a period that would be.
Mr. Barksdale replied that they are going to leave at 10:00 a.m. and it would probably be needed for about 10 minutes.  He added that they are looking for about 100 bikers this year.
Police Chief Knight said that they could take care of the blockade.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the Clark/Floyd Prevent Child Abuse Council motorcycle run on April 20th, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
Item #5 - Sam Kaluzny with Mac Construction re: Parking Lane Closure request at corner of Pearl and Spring St. 
Mr. Kaluzny stated that he is requesting closure of the parking lane on the corner of Pearl and Spring Street so that the concrete trucks can finish pouring the sidewalk.
Mr. Nash asked if this was in front of the Bicentennial Park.

Mr. Kaluzny replied yes.

Mr. Nash asked how long it would be.

Mr. Kaluzny replied that it will be off and on for about two weeks.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the parking lane closure request at Bicentennial Park, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 

Mr. Nash asked Mr. Kaluzny if he would ask his company about moving the barrier walls that are being stored on Cherry Street.
Mr. Kaluzny said that he would do that.
Item #6 - Tony Hinson re: Sidewalk and parking issues in the 1400 block of Charlestown Rd. 
Mr. Hinson stated that he is concerned because there is no sidewalk and no parking in front of 1442 Charlestown which is his property.  

Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement until he has a chance to go out and look at it, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
Item #7 - Albert Cross re: Parking on Charlestown Road 
Pastor Cross stated that he is pastor of Tri-City Baptist Temple and stated that there was a bike lane put on Charlestown Road in front of the church and they really need the ability to park on the street.   

Mr. Thompson stated that he did look at it and took some measurements because if someone is parked in front and someone was parked on the other side of the street then you would only have about 16 ft. for two lane traffic. 
Mr. Nash asked if they have parking in the rear.

Pastor Cross replied that parking in the rear is usually full.
Mr. Thompson moved to take this under advisement so that he can look to see what can be done, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
Item #8 - Irv Stumler re: Left turn signal on Grant Line Road coming out of Christian Academy
Mr. Stumler stated that he wants to request a left turn signal on Grant Line Road coming out of Christian Academy.  He said that there should also be one coming out of McDonald Lane because there is an arrow on the street for left turns but there is no signal.  He said that when school lets out the traffic backs up all way back to the school on Academy Drive.
Mr. Harper stated that they have been increasing in enrollment about 10% to 15% each year and because of that the traffic for drop off and pick up is really congested.  He also stated that during sporting events they have the same problem.  He said that a couple of months of ago when the school played Borden there were over 1,300 people there and they had to call county and city police officers to direct traffic at that light.   

Mr. Nash stated that he could see a problem with it holding up traffic on Grant Line Road.
Mr. Thompson stated that is an actuated signal.  He said that the problem is not really the school’s traffic but the amount of traffic on Grant Line Road.  He said that it would probably take an engineer study to see if it warrants a light and then there would be the cost of equipment that you would have to put into the cabinet to put that turning lane in.  He also stated that they are getting ready to do another phase of the project on Grant Line Road from McDonald to Beechwood so there may be a possibility of some study work there. 
Mr. Stumler asked if there could be some arrangements made to alleviate the problem until then.
Mr. Nash stated that they would look at it.
Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement the request of Mr. Stumler for a left turn lane on Academy Drive, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Stumler stated that on April 27th they will be replanting the planters and they would like to put out 40 new planters out then.  

Mr. Thompson said that he suggested that they take it under advisement last week until he has a chance to look at the other planters that are already out.

Mr. Stumler stated that the only problem is that time is running out and if they are going to do spring planting then they need to do it on April 27th.
Mr. Nash stated that the board understands that.  He then asked Mr. Stumler if the issues with Mr. Brewer regarding the church clock been resolved.

Mr. Stumler stated that they are still talking and the contractor is going to take the general contractor exam so they are trying to get everything done and abide by all of the rules.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Sarah with NCL Properties said that they would like to put a 10 yard dumpster in front of the old Gibson building on the corner of E. Main and Pearl in the parking lane from today until Friday.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the dumpster request of NCL Properties from today until Friday, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Hawkins stated that the road patches that were installed last April in front of his home have deteriorated and that deterioration is causing vibrations in his home when heavy trucks ride over them.  He said that he is requesting that the Street Department address this problem.
Mr. Nash asked what his address is.
Mr. Hawkins replied 1309 E. Main Street.  He stated that his second issue is with the southwest corner of E. Main and E 14th because heavy trucks from Tiger Trucking drive over the sidewalk on a daily basis.  He stated that there is an ordinance that prohibits driving over sidewalks except to pull into a driveway.  He said that he has spoken with Sergeant Harl and Sergeant Bailey and asked the city please enforce the ordinance.  He stated that his third concern is heavy trucks speeding on Main Street.  He stated that the fourth topic is irresponsible pet owners living in Market Street Apartments and the pets are running free and defecating in the alley and his yard.  He is asking that Mr. Hall look into the situation and speak to some of the pet owners and persuade them to be more responsible and considerate of the neighborhood.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Jenn Shockly with Architura re: Sidewalk replacement project for Lee Hamilton Building
Mr. Thompson stated that the board asked them to revise their plan so that it wouldn’t adversely affect the parking for the building and they have done that.  He said they couldn’t adjust the length of the project but they have broken it into seven different phases.  He added that the most that parking will be affected is in one of the phases of the project and that will be seven spaces.  He said that they also spoke with the Building Commissioner and agreed to let us inspect the conduit once they have their sidewalk up.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the plans from Architura for the sidewalk replacement project for the Lee Hamilton Building, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.
Item #2 - Turning lane issues on Charlestown and Blackiston Mill Rd. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he wouldn’t recommend doing it and suggested that it be taken off of the agenda.

Item #3 - Sign request at Cherry St. and Old Vincennes Rd. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he contacted them to let them know that the Plan Commission told him that if they wanted a sign like the sample that they brought before the board there would have to be a variance because it would be considered a billboard.  He added that they could put something up for a temporary period of time if they wanted.
