A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, APRIL 16, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Kim Durbin with American Commerce Line re: Local River Cleanup and BBQ Lunch 
Not Present

Item #2 - Larry Snook re: Property at 1748 Ekin Avenue 
Not Present

Item #3 - Wes Christmas re: Change Order 1 for Spring Street Gateway Project
Mr. Christmas explained that this does not change the scope of the project but is simply a change order to add cost of alternate no. 1 for clay pavers. He stated that they have evaluated the options and for long-term durability the pavers were a better option to go with. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that there are some changes that will be coming as early as next week.

Mr. Nash asked if the signage has been designed.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that Mr. Wood is working on that and it is in process. 
Mr. Nash asked if they are still on schedule.
Mr. Christmas stated that this change order has zero impact on the schedule so they are still on pace to meet the May 3rd completion date. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve Change Order #1 Alternative Bid #18-A in the amount of $30,798.50, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor. 
Item #4 - Lisa Coleman re: Sidewalk issue at 409 Parkside Dr. 
Ms. Coleman requested repairs to her sidewalk in front of 409 Parkside. She explained that two summers ago the sidewalk buckled due to the heat and is now sticking up about four inches. She stated that it is very dangerous and they are concerned someone will end up getting hurt. She presented photos to the board. 
Mr. Thompson stated that it looks like something that he can take care of.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Rod Lee with Vectren presented requests for street cuts at 151 E. Main and 147 E. Main. 
Mr. Nash asked what establishment this was for.
Mr. Lee explained that it is for Liquidz Bar. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.
Eric Smith asked that 1735 Stone Street be closed for the Regulators Club on May 3, 4, 5 for a block party, 11, 18, 25, and June 1st for the annual cornhole tournament. He stated that the street will be closed from 2:00 p.m. – 9:00 p.m. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, all voted in favor.

Mr. Thompson stated that they would drop the barricades off on the side street for them. 
Mr. Hawkins presented a photo of the surface defect in front of his house on Main Street and reiterated that the degraded road patch is affecting his property and quality of life. He asked the board what their intentions were to correct this issue. 
Mr. Thompson explained that the patching crew is out and they will put in an asphalt patch today.
Mr. Hawkins asked if they would be able to do it in a way that would result in a smooth surface.  

Mr. Thompson stated that probably not to his satisfaction.
Mr. Hawkins stated that the company that installed the road patch a year ago may have done a less than quality job and that is why it is the shape that it is now. 

Mr. Thompson stated that this is the same conversation that they keep having. He explained that the company did more patches than just the ones in front of his home but he is the only one with a complaint about them. He stated as they have explained before, they are trying to make the road hold up until the project that is coming up gets done and none of this information has changed. 
Mr. Nash stated that they will try to make it as smooth as they possibly can.
Mr. Hawkins stated that he hopes they do it in such a manner that it has some longevity to it and just because he is the only person bringing this issue to their attention doesn’t mean that he is the only one affected by it. He addressed a problem at 1308 E. Main Street and explained that people are living in the apartment house that was boarded up and there appears to be no inspection that certified them to be able to have apartments at that property. He referenced city code 150.076 certificate of occupancy, 150.103 enforcement for a building that were condemned require inspections, and 150.09 building maintenance code related to the habitability of a property that is rented or leased.  He asked how someone can live in it without meeting these requirements and encouraged the board to address these items equally.

Mr. Thompson stated that he still hasn’t been able to meet with the gentleman there. 
Item #2 - Parking on Charlestown Road in front of Tri-City Baptist Temple
Mr. Thompson stated that they are going to paint the other side of the street and allow them to park there during services on Sunday.  
Item #3 - Jim Book re: Request to hold bike race event on June 9th, 2013 
Mr. Thompson stated that he needs to get with the gentleman to meet with him.
