A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, APRIL 23, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member.
OTHERS PRESENT: Joe Ham, Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Police Chief Knight, Major Whitlow, John Rosenbarger, David Hall, Amanda Deatherage, Jessica Campbell, Stan Robison, Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Jim Silliman, Wes Christmas and Vicki Glotzbach

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Stephanie Davis re: Road block on Market St between 10th and 11th on April 27th, 2013 
Mr. Thompson explained that they are requesting to close the south side of Market Street between 10th & 11th street to replace mulch at the Veteran’s Memorial on Beautification Day from 8:00-1:00 p.m.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried. 

Item #2 - Kim Durbin with American Commerce Line re: Local River Cleanup and BBQ Lunch 
Ms. Durbin stated that they support Living Lands and Waters which is an organization that is devoted to cleaning up rivers and they would like to conduct a river cleanup and BBQ.  She explained that they came last year and they identified some places last year closer to New Albany. She explained that they would have about 100 employees and the event would be on June 19th from to 11:00-5:00 p.m.
Mr. Gardner stated that date is available for the riverfront and asked what locations along the riverfront that they would be at. 
Ms. Durbin stated that she doesn’t know but she could get that to him. 
Mr. Thompson asked if they would have a dumpster for the cleanup. 
Ms. Durbin stated that they have a barge to handle that and recycle about 70% of it.
Mr. Nash thanked them for their work. 

Mr. Thompson asked to take under advisement until they can get a list of locations.
Item #3 - John Rosenbarger re: Temporary Slippage Repair on Mt. Tabor Road. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they have the project under design now from Grantline to Charlestown Road on Mt. Tabor and explained that there is a piece that has eroded away from Tabor Creek upwards close to Mt. Tabor Road. He stated that the federal aid project won’t start until 2014 or 2015 and that would resolve all the issues but they do not think it would be safe to wait so they want to stabilize it now. He explained that once the design is complete they will probably need to buy a couple of pieces of parcels along the hillside but they need to get this done as soon as possible and they would recommend approving the contract with BLN

.  

Mr. Nash asked if this at-will contract was approved last year and if it was still okay to use. 

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that he thinks that it is but he will check with the attorneys to make sure. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve contract with BLN, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they do have a fence up at the location and they will be putting a temporary guardrail as well as continued monitoring. 

Item #4 - John Reizz re: Curb cut request 2549 Charlestown Road 
Tony Moran stated that they want to cut in to put a second access for the back of their building at 2549 Charlestown Road. He explained that they would like to open it up for easier access for their machinery as well as emergency vehicles. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he went out to look at the location this morning but wasn’t sure where they wanted the second cut at because they have two driveways. 

Mr. Moran stated that it would be on the Orman side. 
Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement until they receive some drawings of their intentions, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried. 

Item #5 - Vicki Glotzbach for 4-H Fair re: Banner at Main Street Location from June 25-July13
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request from the 4-H Fair for a banner to be hung at the Main Street location from June 25-July 13th. She explained that the dates were open and it is a little longer than their normal approval but their event is a weeklong event and would like to have it up two weeks prior to the event.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried. 

Item #6 - Irv Stumler re: Weed and grass control on city right-of-ways
Mr. Stumler stated that he wanted to commend Mr. Thompson and his crew for clearing some of the weeds in the city rights-of-way.  He explained that he had some of the Walgreens managers out with him on Saturday to clean up around the signs and mulch and Mr. Thompson sent some of his crew out to help clean up the trash. He stated that they are having their clean up day on Saturday and will not need any streets closed but they would ask if they could have some extra police patrols in the area for safety reasons. He stated that there was a large tree that fell on Cherry Street Hill and Mr. Thompson promptly cleaned it up but the guardrail was damaged and the whole length needs to be replaced and there is a guardrail on Cherry Street that needs to be replaced as well.  He presented pictures of weeds that growing around the City and explained that some control can be done by weed eating and mowing but they really need to be sprayed with herbicide. He requested that the City hire someone with an EPA license to spray herbicides and if they can’t to please give permission for New Albany Clean & Green to hire someone to do this. 
Mr. Nash stated that he would have serious problem with spraying herbicides because of the affect on the environment and questions that he has over safety. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the Council has appropriated the money again this year to hire part-time employees for vegetation control so they will be doing continual cleanups like they did last year. 
Mr. Stumler stated that this is done after the fact and he would love to get out there before it becomes a problem and asked if they can make an effort to do a better job than they have in the past. He stated that the contractor started working on the clock tower again and the sub contractor is now a general contractor after passing the test.
Mr. Thompson asked if Mr. Padgett is still involved.
Mr. Stumler stated that he is still involved but he isn’t sure if he will continue and will leave it up to him. 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Charlie Carroll with Vectren stated that he has one sidewalk cut request at1347 Corydon Pike to retire gas service and a street cut request at 1613 Dewey Street for a 3’X4’ cut to retire gas service, and one for 722 W. Spring Street to cut an 8’X3’ section to do some maintenance work on a valve.
Mr. Thompson stated that Spring was recently paved so he would like to take that one under advisement. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the sidewalk cut at 1347 Corydon Pike and street cut at 1613 Dewey and take Spring Street cut under advisement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Sidewalk and parking issues in the 1400 block of Charlestown Road
Item #2 - Jim Book re: Request to hold bike race event on June 9th, 2013 or July 28th, 2013
Mr. Thompson stated that he did meet with Mr. Book but they are talking about closing quite a few streets downtown on a Sunday so he needs to do some more research. 
TABLED ITEMS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that Mr. Christmas is here to talk about Spring Street Gateway Change Order #2 
Mr. Christmas stated that the change order consists of expansions of the additional curb replacement and median replacement that was not originally planned to give it a more complete look.  He explained that there were additional plantings they decided to do that are also included in this Change Order.  
Mr. Nash asked about the additional demolition.
Mr. Christmas stated that the upper median was solid concrete before and the removal of that median that was not planned.  He explained that it has been removed and replaced with pavers.
Mr. Nash asked how the schedule is running.
Mr. Christmas stated that the work in the center medians should be done today and they are on track to have all of the work completed this week so that is ahead of schedule. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve Change Order #2 in the amount of $26,006.10, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they are dealing with the final pay application on the Grant Line Road Project and Mr. Brinkworth has the final reconciliation that reflects the CRI incentive and a request by MAC to release the retainage for that project. He explained that Mr. Brinkworth is going to explain their request but the city is of the opinion that they shouldn’t release the full amount of the retainage but half or a majority would be fine. 
Mr. Brinkworth stated that the current pay application is for a total of $112,182.60 but there are a few issues that need to be rectified. He explained that there are some pavement that is cracked, some striping issues, and some other minor things that are being taken care of. He explained that they are asking for the balance of the funds but they think the City should pay them about $60,000.00 until they finish up the rest of the minor issues. 
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they were not happy at all about the striping and they might see a deduction because of the inferior striping job.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the $60,000.00 and hold the rest until final reconciliation of a few items, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

Mr. Nash asked what the status is on Daisy Lane.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that Excel will be making some corrections and they will be redoing it with sod.   

Mr. Thompson stated that he talked to Mr. Schellenberg and let him know that the sod is finished at Bicentennial Park so there should be sod available for them to get. 
Mr. Nash asked about one-way streets.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that they are going to do a study of traffic patterns and examine the possibility of traffic calming. He explained that the biggest problem that they have is the local match because the money is pretty much depleted on the downtown TIF.
Mr. Nash asked if there were some streets that could be changed pretty easily and asked if they could be taken out and reviewed individually.
Mr. Rosenbarger replied yes and stated that is something they will consider. 
Michael Hall stated that David Hall is looking at having an event on September 7th at the amphitheater and asked to go ahead and reserve it with details to follow. 
Mr. Gardner stated that the date has already been booked and approved from 7:00-12:00 p.m.
Mr. Hall stated that he thinks the Animal Shelter event would be in the evening but he will get back with them.  
Mr. Thompson stated that the Street Department is planning another sign sweep on Friday.
