
A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, APRIL 30, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Teresa Curry –Boyd re: Use of Amphitheater on June 28th for Jackson’s Run Movie Screening “Uproar” 
Cliff White thanked the board for the approval to film Jackson’s run last year and explained that the project went really well and they are really excited about it. 

Teresa Curry-Boyd requested the use of the Amphitheater on June 28th and June 29th for the Jackson’s Run movies screening Uproar. She gave a brief history of the project to the board and presented a handout detailing the weekend events that support the project. She stated that their goal is to bring sponsors on to support the ministry and the youth IMPACT programs. Said handout is on file with the City Clerk’s Office. 

Mr. White stated that anyone that wants to come to see the concert may do so for free but they do have weekend packages for $10, but they will make sure that any of the youth in the community that want to be there will be able to even if they do not have the funds. He stated that they would like to use the amphitheater from early morning until 10:00 p.m. and on the 29th from 9:00 a.m.-2:00 p.m.
Mr. Gardner stated that the dates are available but the city does require proof of insurance. 

Mr. White stated that they will have event insurance so they can send them anything that they need. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they have to have the City named on the policy. 

Mrs. Boyd stated that this is really directed to the youth although everyone is involved but they are committed to teaching and uplifting the youth of the community. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the use of the amphitheater contingent upon approval from Mr. Gardner, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries 
Item #2 - Casey Summers re: Dumpster request at 216 E. Lewis St. 
Ms. Boyd requested a dumpster at 216 E. Lewis Street for a house remodel. She explained that they would like to put the dumpster on the street. 
Mr. Nash asked how long they would require the dumpster

Ms. Boyd stated that they don’t know if they can get it done in any less time than a month. 

Mr. Thompson asked if the only parking they would be taking up would be their own. 

Ms. Boyd said yes and stated that they would like to start June 1st. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the dumpster for ten days and if they need more time to come back to the board, Mr. second, motions carries.  
Item #3 - Mindy Milburn for Don Harshey re: Alley Closure for Armed Forces Appreciation Day 
Ms. Milburn presented a request on behalf of Don Harshey to close the alley between Main and Market behind the Arts Council and the alley between Market and Spring behind the Masonic lodge to celebrate Armed Forces Appreciation Day. She explained that they event will be held on May 18th from 9:30a.m.-10:00 p.m. She stated that there will be music and Roger Baylor will have a beer wagon. She explained that Mr. Baylor has all the proper permits and has a request in to homeland security. 

Michael Hall stated that they received their permits yesterday.  
Mr. Caesar stated that they requested both locations because the Masonic Temple won’t allow them to have the liquor on their property and the will have close to 1000 riders. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Item #4 - Kelly Carnighan re: Spring Street Hill Road closure all day and Highland Avenue closure from 4:15 p.m. – 5:00 p.m. on May 18th  
Mr. Carnighan with the Silver Hills Historical Society requested a road closure at Spring Street Hill from 11:00 a.m.-3:00 p.m. and on Highland Avenue from 4:15-5:15 p.m. on May 18th for the New Albany Highland Railway Silver Hills Trolley Car “Scenic Railway” line tour and the historical marker presentation. He presented a map of the line tour to the board; said map is on file with the City Clerk’s Office. He explained that they expect to have anywhere from 100-300 people present at these locations. 
Mr. Thompson asked if the residents are aware of the plans
Mr. Carnighan stated that a bulletin has been sent out to all the residents. 

Mr. Caesar stated that if someone has to get by during the ceremony it won’t be a problem to let them through.  

Mr. Carnighan stated that they will work closely with the residents in the area. He explained that they will set registration tables at the foot of Spring Street Hill early to get ready for the line tour and they will need barricades at the top of the hill. 
Mr. Thompson asked about parking

Mr. Carnighan stated that it would all be curb side public parking but they don’t expect everyone to be there all day or at the same time period. 
Mr. Nash asked if they could put up a sign before the date at the bottom of Spring Street Hill. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he could do that and asked if they needed to be in there earlier than 8:00 a.m.
Mr. Carnighan stated that they do not because the event doesn’t start until 11:00 a.m.
Mr. Caesar stated that all of this happens on private property.  

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries 
Item #5 - Thomas Van Meter re: Karaoke at the amphitheater 
Mr. Van Meter asked if there would be any reason why a few people couldn’t go down to the amphitheater when it isn’t in use to sing Karaoke. 
Mr. Nash stated that is something that he probably shouldn’t have asked about. 
Item #6 - Jeremy Davis with Advance America re: Request of Gold Buyers permit 
Jeremy Davis representing Advance America explained that they are in the process of requesting a gold buying permit from the City of New Albany for their location that has been in business since June 2004. He explained that this is a new product line that they will be offering in the area. 
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Robinson if he could look into the ordinance governing this type of business and advise them on how to move forward. 
Mr. Davis stated that they were told that they had to appear in front of the City Council but this was the first step in that process. 

Mr. Thompson stated that once they hear back from the attorney they will get back with him on the next step. 

The board took this item under advisement.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Dan Baylor 265 Cherry Street stated that he has a serious problem with the Parks Department. He explained that they had a ball game that carried on for almost 14 hours on Saturday at Anderson Ball Field. He stated that it got so bad that at one point people were coming into his yard to use the bathroom. He stated that he made contact with Charlie Rainbolt who did not address the situation at all. He explained that he knows Chief Knight is very involved in keeping the community safe and she does a great job but in the entire time that this game was going on he never once saw a police presence at the ball field. He stated that the trash they leave is unbelievable and in fact it is still there from last Saturday. He explained that this has been going on for about four years but this is the worst it has been and while he realizes that he will probably have to take this matter to the Parks Board he thought that the Board of Works should know what was going on. 
Mr. Nash stated that they will investigate the issue and thanked Mr. Baylor for coming to the meeting to bring this to their attention. 
Shaunna Graf requester permission to put a banner up at the amphitheater for the Greenway fundraiser they are having on Thursday. She stated that the fundraiser will be held at Clucker’s in Jeffersonville starting at 6:30 p.m. with a $20 donation at the door. She explained that they will have live music and appetizers and it is to raise awareness and funds for the Greenway project. She asked to put the banner up immediately and stated that it will come down on Friday. . 
Mr. Nash asked if she needed help installing the banner
Mrs. Graff stated that she could handle it

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries

Charlie Carroll with Vectren presented a street cut request at 1428 Old Ford Road to repair service and the hole will be about 4’X3’. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Mr. second, motion carries
Amy Adams asked the board for approval to close Bank from Main to Market on August 3rd from 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. for a collaboration between the Farmers Market and the La Leche League for a festival to celebrate World Breastfeeding Week.  
Mr. Nash asked if they usually close the street for the Farmers Market
Mr. Thompson explained that they close the parking lot but not the street but they do request this lane closure for special events. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Ian Hall with Exchange Public Kitchen requested the use of the sidewalk space outside of their building for outdoor seating and planters. He explained that this plan was included in their floor plan when they submitted it so it has already been approved by the ATC. A map of the seating area is on file with the City Clerk’s Office. 
Mr. Thompson asked if it will meet ADA requirements. 

Mr. Hall stated that it will and explained that everything will be temporary. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve contingent upon them meeting ADA requirements, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries

Wes Christmas updated the board on the gateway project and explained that the work is essentially complete as of Friday evening. He stated that they will be tidying up a couple of punch list items that include eaves in the pavers. 

Mr. Nash asked if the sign has been designed
Mr. Christmas stated that they have a pedestal and lighting for a sign and he thinks that is in the process of being worked on.
