A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 7, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Stan Robison, Michael Hall, Chris Gardner, Amanda Deatherage, Joe Ham, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Police Chief Knight, Fire Chief Juliot, Jessica Campbell, David Brewer and Vicki Glotzbach

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Vanessa Braswell with Hosparus of Southern Indiana re: Lunar 5K Walk and Run on October 5, 2013 
Ms. Braswell stated that they want to do a Luna 5K Walk to benefit Hosparus on October 5th beginning at 7:30 p.m.   She passed out Hosparus information and a suggested route for the walk.  She went over the route and explained that she is working with Mr. Thompson on road closures.
Mr. Nash stated that this is the day of the Harvest Homecoming parade.  He asked if they have spoken with Harvest Homecoming to make this an event.
Ms. Braswell stated that they have spoken with Harvest Homecoming but did not plan for this to be one of their events but they would like for it to round out the day and be an all-day event and they will have some of their officials there. 
Mr. Nash asked how long the event will be.

Ms. Braswell stated that they are anticipating the run being about 2 hours and explained that since it is an evening event the idea is for them to wear glow material and go through different checkpoints with black lights. She stated that they want to do a concert and laser show at the amphitheater for the end of the race to cap it all off. 
Chief Knight it is a good cause and the Police Department will be able to assist them.
Mr. Thompson expressed some concerns about the route and stated that with the event being at night they will have to do some work on that.  He asked if she had asked Mr. Gardner about using the amphitheater. 
Mr. Gardner stated that as long as Harvest Homecoming isn’t doing their set up it is completely open. 
Ms. Braswell stated that Harvest Homecoming isn’t going to be using it. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with Mr. Streips before the meeting about previously mapped out runs for the city so he will be working with him on this. He explained that he doesn’t think this is something they would do with traffic so the route needs to be completely closed. 

Chief Knight stated that they will work with them to come up with a route that is satisfactory and safe. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve contingent upon a route plan that is agreeable with the Police Department, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.  
Item #2 - Evan Koetter with Koetter Construction re: Street Cut at 502 Hausfeldt Lane
Evan Koetter passed out a proposal for a 16” street cut at 502 Hausfeldt Lane to allow the 2” domestic line and 4” fire service line to be installed in one hole. He stated that the actual construction would take approximately 2 days but roughly a week from start to finish and explained that steel road plates will be covering the excavated areas the entire time. He explained that flaggers will also be assigned to direct traffic during construction hours. 
Mr. Nash asked if the street would have to be closed at all.
Mr. Koetter replied no.  

Mr. Thompson asked how soon they want to do it.
Mr. Koetter replied within the next couple of weeks and explained that that they are working with IN-AWC to make this only one cut. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #3 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permit requests for 1097 Hildreth, 189 Glenview Heights, 1502 Chartres, 2106 Market Street, and 2241 State Street. 
Mr. Thompson stated that these have all been done.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #4 - Vicki Glotzbach for St. Mary’s Church re: Request for Street closure on 8th St. for festival on June 21st-23rd, 2013
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request on behalf of St. Mary’s Church for their annual festival. She explained that they would like to close 8th Street on Friday June 21st at 8:00 a.m. and reopen at 3:00 a.m. on Sunday the 23rd. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Item #5 – Mr. Ricke for Develop New Albany 917 E. Elm Street approval to close 10th street between Elm Street and half way to Oak close the alley behind their house  6:00 – 9:00 p.m. on June 20th 

Larry Ricke explained that that Develop New Albany will be hosting an event on June 20th from 6:00-9:00 p.m. and they would like to close 10th Street between Elm and the Alley as well as the alley behind their house between Elm and Oak to put their food and sponsor booths. He stated that they would like to set up that afternoon around noon. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closures, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Charlie Carroll with Vectren requested 3’X4’ sidewalk cut at 510 E. Main Street and explained that he went by and looked at it before the meeting and it might even be in their driveway so he is not sure if it is in the street or on their property. He stated that he would check with them and get back to the board. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he would like to hold off on this one until he can take a look at it.
Mr. Carroll requested a 3’X4’ street cut at 310 E. Main Street for a retirement. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut at 310 E. Main Street, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Debora Henry, 1523 E. Elm Street, explained that she bought a historic home through the stabilization program and they have had several break-ins in the area in the last month in the surrounding area. She stated that the her concern is the properties on the 1500 Block of East Oak is a very loud and problem area and she wanted to bring it to the attention of the board and Mr. Brewer in the hopes that they can come up with some sort of a plan.  She added that she will be meeting with Mr. Brewer on a weekly basis to try and address these issues. 
Mr. Nash asked Chief Knight if she was aware of any particular problems in this location. 
Chief Knight stated that she was not but they have had issues in the Oak Street area in the past but nothing recent. 

Mr. Nash asked if they could keep an eye on that area. 

Chief Knight stated that they absolutely would. 
Mr. Brewer stated that they are working on a comprehensive strategy for this particular area and explained that it is a problem and he will work with the Police Chief as well.
Mr. Nash asked about the status of the neighborhood watch program. 
Chief Knight stated that they have a few that are still active and a lot of interest in starting more. 
Mr. Hawkins stated that 1308 E. Main Street was supposed to have been vacated 3-5 weeks ago and it hasn’t been and he doesn’t understand why people are being allowed to live in an unauthorized and uninspected building. . 
Mr. Brewer stated that they are working on getting it vacated and explained that they have made an inspection to make sure they weren’t in an unsafe situation. He stated that they are hoping to have it resolved by next week.
Mr. Hawkins asked if the owner has been cited and fined. 
Mr. Brewer replied yes but not fined and a letter has been sent. 
Mr. Hawkins asked if the Fire Chief was aware that children visit this woman on this unauthorized property and if it concerns them. 

Mr. Brewer stated that it is a concern but the location does have proper egress and working smoke detectors. 
Mr. Hawkins stated that there is excessive speeding and aggressive driving on E. Main Street and asked if the Police Department could increase their patrol in that area.
Mr. Thompson stated that the Police Chief has looked into the speeding issues and as they have explained before there is a project in the works that has traffic calming included in it. He explained that they are aware of the issue but they are working on it. 
Mr. Hawkins stated that it seems to be a sporadic and unsuccessful attempt to control the speeding. 
Mr. Nash stated that there are other streets in the city that have to be patrolled so they can’t be there 24 hours a day but they are continuing to monitoring it. 
Chief Knight stated that they are continuing to monitor that area in particular but they have not had a lot of results. She explained that they will continue to monitor it but they haven’t had much to report lately. 
Mr. Hawkins asked if Main Street is a designated a truck route.
Mr. Thompson stated that it was never rerouted it was simply relinquished to the City to maintain. 
Mr. Nash stated that this is a State Highway and the trucks can use it just like anyone else can because there is no ban for trucks on the street. 

Mr. Hawkins stated that they could put a ban on the street and suggested that it is limited to local truck deliveries. 

Mr. Nash stated that they would take that under advisement.     
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Jim Book re: Request to hold bike race event on June 9th, 2013 or July 28th, 2013
Mr. Thompson stated that they are shooting for July 28th and they have worked out a route that is acceptable. He explained that he will bring the route and times back to the board next week. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the race event on July 28th, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Item #2 - Kim Durbin with American Commerce Line re: Local River Cleanup and BBQ Lunch
Mr. Gardner stated that he hasn’t heard from that organization. 
 
Item #3 - John Reizz re: Curb cut request 2549 Charlestown Road
Mr. Thompson stated that he is still working on this one.

Item #4 Jeremey Davis with Advance America re: Request of Gold Buyers permit
