A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 14, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Kendra Glotzbach, Stan Robison, Michael Hall, Chris Gardner, Amanda Deatherage, Joe Ham, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Fire Chief Juliot, Jessica Campbell, and Vicki Glotzbach

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:


1. Stephen Beardsley re: Dumpster at 217 Pearl Street
Mr. Greenwood stated that he would like to put up a dumpster to take building material out of building.   
Mr. Nash asked if it would be in the parking lane and what length of time they would need.
Mr. Greenwood replied yes and said that they would like to order the dumpster on Thursday or Friday and should be done by Tuesday morning.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the placement of dumpster at 217 Pearl Street from Thursday through Tuesday, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.


2. Andrew Held re: Dumpster issue at Wicks on State Street 
Mr. Held stated that he is interested in building a dumpster corral for the series of dumpsters in the parking lots between Wicks and the city parking lot.  He said that he is interested in taking one of the center islands and constructing a fence that would allow for all of the dumpsters and recycling to be consolidated in a centralized place.  

Mr. Nash asked if he could furnish some type of drawing of the plan.
Mr. Held then passed out a drawing.
Mr. Thompson asked if he intended to put the dumpster from the Hitching Post in as well.

Mr. Held replied that he has not spoken with any of the other restaurants yet but would like to consolidate all of the dumpsters that are spread out on all three parking lots.
Mr. Thompson asked if the city would lose two parking spots.

Mr. Held replied yes. He also stated that there is another dumpster at the NA Exchange that he would be happy to include.
Mr. Thompson moved to take this under advisement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

3. Charlie Carroll re: Vectren sidewalk cut request at 510 E. Main Street and street cut at 1607 Valley View
Mr. Carroll stated that on the north side of 510 E. Main Street they would like to do a sidewalk cut and bore Main Street to renew a gas service.  He said that they are also requesting a 3X4 street cut at 1607 Valley View to repair a valve.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the sidewalk cut at 510 E. Main and the street cut at 1607 Valley View, Ms. second, motion carried.
4. Vicki Glotzbach re: Email from Linda Stein concerning issues on Coyle Drive 
Ms. Vicki Glotzbach explained that Ms. Stein emailed her regarding the speed limit on Coyle Drive.  She said that Ms. Stein would like to see the speed limit lowered and more enforcement in the area.  She added that Ms. Stein suggested possibly installing some speed humps and would like to see a “Children at Play” sign installed.
Mr. Thompson stated that a “Children at Play” sign can be installed but lowering the speed limit would require a traffic study.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the “Children at Play” sign, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

5. IN-AWC re: Street cut request 3807 Mary Dell Ct. 
Mr. Thompson stated that it has been done.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motioned carried.
6. Kathy Wilkerson re: Event at Amphitheater on June 18th “Juneteenth Celebration” 5:00-7:00 p.m.
Ms. Wilkerson stated that they want to be first in the region to have a Juneteenth Celebration.  She said it is a nationally recognized commemorative event all over the United States and that they want to have a funfest on June 18th.  She explained that Juneteenth is a historical event started in Galveston, Texas.  She stated that in 1865 when the Emancipation Proclamation was signed, there were some slaves and plantation owners in the south that did not hear about it or did not want to hear about the end of slavery and it took two and one-half years for them to recognize the fact that slavery had ended.  She said that they then had the biggest celebration that this country has ever seen in Galveston, Texas.  She stated that they would like to use the riverfront on June 18th from 3:30 p.m. until 5:00 p.m. to have a parade and then move the festival to the Griffin Street Center.  She added that the drama program of Hanover College is coming to do a play.
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Gardner if the riverfront is available that day.

Mr. Gardner replied yes.
Mr. Thompson asked if they would need any roads blocked.

Ms. Wilkerson replied that they would just need some barricades. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the use the amphitheater on Tuesday, June 18th from 3:30 p.m. to 5:00 p.m., Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
7. Marie O’Neil with Colokial Boutique re: Alley closure at 138 E. Spring St. for tent sale on June 14th & 15th, 2013 
Ms. O’Neil stated that they would like to have a tent sale on Friday, June 14th from 12:00 p.m. until 7:00 p.m. and Saturday, June 15th from 11:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. and passed out a flyer with details of the tent sale.  She requested that the alley next to their building be closed.
Mr. Thompson asked if they would need early closures to get things ready.
Ms. O’Neil replied yes.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
8. Nick Filiatreau re: Street cut approval at 1117 Greenaway Place 
Mr. Filiatreau stated that he is with Filcon Construction and needs to do a street cut at 1117 Greenaway Place to tie into the existing sanitary sewer line.  He said that they should be done in one day.  He stated that the time has not been set yet but he does have the plumbing permit and building permit.
Mr. Thompson asked if he has already gotten the tap.

Mr. Filiatreau replied that he needs to pay the tap fee.

Mr. Thompson asked if he is going to need to close the street.

Mr. Filiatreau stated that he doesn’t think they should have to close the entire street and will be able to keep one lane of traffic open.

Mr. Thompson asked how soon he would like to do it.
Mr. Filiatreau stated that the soonest they could get to it would be in the next two weeks.

Mr. Thompson stated that he would like to look at the area to see where the manhole is located and if the street needs to be closed. 
Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
9. Terry Cropper with Indatus re: Dumpster request at 432 State St. on the Elm St. side 
Mr. Cropper stated that they are located at State Street and Elm Street and would like to place a 40 yd. dumpster for three business days on the Elm Street side in the no parking/loading zone.
Mr. Nash asked what days it will be.

Mr. Cropper replied that they have tentatively scheduled it for Wednesday afternoon until Friday afternoon. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the use of the no parking/loading zone on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday for a dumpster, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. Alstott stated that he is in the table tennis club that meets three times a week upstairs at the old Boys and Girls Club on Ekin Avenue and understands that the city now owns the building.  He stated that the thermostat is programmed to come on an hour before they meet and someone is setting the thermostat on 89 degrees and it gets really hot.  He requested that the board check into it to see if something can be done.  He also said that he has spoken with Tom of the Boys and Girls Club and he said he is not doing it. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he can check into it but if Tom doesn’t know who is doing it then he doesn’t know who else has access to it. 
Ms. Kaempfer stated that the Farmer’s Market opened last weekend and they were pleased to have about 50 vendors to show up.  She requested to close one section on Bank Street on Saturdays from 7:00 a.m. to 1:30 p.m. to be able to accommodate additional vendors.   

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure of Bank Street from Main Street to Market Street from 7:00 a.m. to 1:30 p.m. on Saturdays, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

Mr. Hawkins spoke regarding 1308 E. Main Street.  He said that the individuals still have not moved out.  He stated that in ordinance 150.099, paragraph F discusses the notification and vacation of a property like this.  He said that paragraph F specifies that the Building Commissioner may require all persons to vacate the dwelling in not less than 24 hours or not more than 10 days.  He said that the Building Commissioner sent a letter to vacate that property and it is very likely that 10 days has been exceeded.

Mr. Nash stated that he would check with Mr. Brewer on this.

Mr. Hawkins stated that there is an apartment in the rear of that same property that has been occupied since last November.  He said that ordinance 150.100 specifies a minimum amount of square footage per occupants of an apartment and recently there have three or four vehicles parked in the rear which leads one to believe that several people occupy that apartment.  He asked how much footage is in that apartment and are they violating these criteria set out in ordinance 150.100.  He stated that if they are, then an enforcement action should be taken.  He then stated that he discussed last week the trucking traffic on E. Main Street.  He said that he brought up SR 111 and its existing route.  He said that back in 2010 SR 111 was rerouted and rejoined Main Street in a manner that utilized the Spring Street exit.  He then asked if the current route is appropriate for the volume of trucking traffic that occurs on Main Street. He said he is proposing that trucking traffic be banned from E. Main Street. 
Mr. Thompson stated that there is a project in the works for traffic calming on Main Street and there will be a public hearing on this project. He added that he doesn’t foresee banning trucks on Main Street but hopes that the traffic calming ideas that they have in mind will discourage truck traffic.
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Rosenbarger when the public hearing will be on the Main Street project.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that it is next Monday at 6:30 p.m. at the Pepin Mansion located at 1003 Main Street.
Mr. Hawkins stated that the property at 80 E. 13th Street was subject to a police raid last March because of Methamphetamine production.  He stated that it is a blighted building and there are boards over the front doors and other entry ways.  He said there is an individual living in some section of this particular property and he has no way of knowing if that is an authorized occupancy.
Mr. Nash stated that we will have it checked out.

OLD BUSINESS: 

1. Kim Durbin with American Commerce Line re: Local River Cleanup and BBQ Lunch
Mr. Gardner stated that he tried to contact her but has not been received a call back.
 

2. John Reizz re: Curb cut request 2549 Charlestown Road
Mr. Thompson stated that he has asked Redevelopment to look into that and they expressed some concerns because it is on the side of the street that the school is on.  He also stated that Mr. Reizz has not gotten back with him with an official drawing. 

3. Jeremy Davis with Advance America re: Request of Gold Buyers permit
