A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 21, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Stan Robison, Michael Hall, Chris Gardner, Joe Ham, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Jessica Campbell and Vicki Glotzbach

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. and led a moment of silence in memory of Tim Teives, Code Enforcement Officer, who passed away.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Phil Pseiffer re: AT&T request to bore under 3905 Green Valley Road
Mr. Thompson stated that he looked at it and there will be no street cut because the bore pit will be on Beach, Mold & Tool property so they will not need a permit.  

Item #2 - IN-AWC re: Street cuts at 2925 Linda Drive & Venetian Way, Ekin & 11th Street, and 3011 Linda Drive & Pimlico Drive. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have all been done.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the three street cuts, Ms. Cotner second, the motion carries.

Item #3 - Deyna Gandarilla re: Solicitors permit for security systems 
Not Present.
Item#4 - Chris Gardner for Travis Elble re: River Sweep
Mr. Gardner stated that the event will be on June 15th and that it is an event that they have had for some time.

Mr. Nash stated that this is in conjunction with Orsanco.

Mr. Thompson stated that he thought that one year they requested a dumpster.

Mr. Ham agreed and stated they usually have a dumpster on site to dispose of the debris that they collect.

Mr. Nash asked Mr. Gardner to contact Mr. Elble to see if he needs anything. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the river sweep, Ms. Cotner second, the motion carries.

Item #5 - Evan Koetter re: Street cut request on Hausfeldt Lane
Mr. Koetter stated that this is for the sanitary sewer tap which is down the street from where he requested the street cut for the domestic waterline.  He said that the existing tap is a 4 inch tap that has been out of use for numerous years. He explained that the road was widened in the 70s and the tap was about 10 ft. off where the curb is now and they are requesting to open it up again and put in a new tap from the main.  He added that the main is in middle of Reas Lane where it ties into Hausfeldt Lane.
Mr. Galligan stated that they will have to connect at the manhole and they have room for traffic to go around on one side but they don’t have room to dump the traffic and it is a bad intersection to do that with so they are proposing to close that small section of Hausfeldt Lane. He also passed a copy of the proposed traffic reroute.  
Mr. Thompson asked if they will be able to do both at the same time.

Mr. Koetter replied yes.
Mr. Nash asked how long it will take.

Mr. Galligan replied one day.
Mr. Thompson asked if they would have the necessary signage up for the detour.

Mr. Koetter replied yes and asked how far in advance they need to put up the signage.

Mr. Thompson replied that they should put the signage up a week in advance with the date of the closure.
Mr. Thompson asked when they want to do the work.

Mr. Galligan replied the week of Memorial Day.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the partial closure of Hausfeldt Lane and accept the traffic reroute by Excel along with a week’s advance notice of the closure, Ms. Cotner second, the motion carries.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Jenkins with Vectren requested street cuts at 1305 Mill Lane, 2225 Spring Street, 1720 Culbertson Avenue, 2026 Althea, 117 Olive Avenue 114 and E. Cottom Avenue.  He explained that that they are all retirements except for Mill Lane which is to renew service. 

Mr. Thompson said that there are a couple that look like sidewalk cuts.
Mr. Jenkins stated that they will have to wait until they get the locates called in on those.

Mr. Thompson told Mr. Jenkins to tell the Clerk’s Office that he will have to get back with them on a couple of them because they have to do the locates to determine whether they are street cuts or sidewalk cuts.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the six cuts by Vectren, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Hawkins asked about the status on 1308 E. Main Street and 80 E. 13th Street. 

Mr. Nash stated that they will get that information for him.
Mr. Hawkins asked how that will be communicated to him.

Mr. Thompson asked Mr. Hawkins if he had contacted the Building Commissioner’s Office to inquire about the status of the properties.

Mr. Hawkins replied that he has not spoken with Mr. Brewer since Monday morning.

Mr. Nash suggested that he contact that office. 
Mr. Hawkins stated that he would like to suggest that the Main Street project meetings not be held at Pepin Mansion because there is no air conditioning.  He asked how the citizens will be assured that the city is listening and actually incorporating the recommendations of the citizens that spoke at the meeting last night.  
Mr. Nash stated that the reason for the meeting was to get input from the public.  

Mr. Hawkins asked how the public will be kept abreast of progress and notified that plans have been developed.
Mr. Nash stated that there will be further meetings.
Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Christmas said at the meeting that anyone can stop by his office to discuss the project.  He also said that they talked about putting pictures up on the windows and mentioned a website as a means to keep the community informed on the progress.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Kim Durbin with American Commerce Line re: Local River Cleanup and BBQ Lunch
Mr. Gardner stated that he spoke with her last week and there is another organization involved and he called them about the locations but he has not received a call back yet.
Mr. Nash what is the date of the event.

Mr. Gardner replied June 19th. 

Item #2 - John Reizz re: Curb cut request 2549 Charlestown Road
Mr. Thompson stated that he did receive a drawing and forwarded it to Redevelopment but they haven’t had a chance to review it yet.  
Item #3 - Jeremey Davis with Advance America re: Request of Gold Buyers permit
Item #4 - Nick Filiatreeau re: Street cut permit at 1117 Greenaway Place
Mr. Thompson stated that he went out and measured and there is room for traffic to get by if they have to go to the middle of the road to tap the main.  He said that he also asked that they get with him on the day that they do the excavations to make sure that there aren’t any issues.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cut request at 1117 Greenaway Place, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 
Item #5 - Andrew Held re: Dumpster issue at Wicks on State Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he has looked at it and there is interest in getting it done but it involves two city permit parking spaces that are currently being used so he is still looking at that.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Hall stated that Wreck It Ralph will be showing on Friday, May 24th at the riverfront and there will be pizza and sodas.  He stated that on March 5th this board passed an agreement with Proliance Energy for gas services and the board needs to change the effective date on this.  He said that the date was going to be April 1st but is now June 1st.
Mr. Thompson moved to amend the effective date of the Proliance Energy agreement from April 1st to June 1st, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson stated that he and Ms. Cotner have been working with the VFW on the Memorial Day celebration.  He said that they typically march up Market Street to the memorial. He has contacted Mr. Messer who maintains the memorial area and he is going to contact the VFW to confirm but he believes that it is going to be on Monday the 27th.   
Mr. Thompson moved to approve closing Market Street from 5th Street to 10th Street on Monday, May 27th at 11:00 a.m., Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
