A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, MAY 28, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.
PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Stan Robison, Michael Hall, Chris Gardner, Joe Ham, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Police Chief Knight, Fire Chief Juliot, Jessica Campbell, John Burger, David Hall, Amanda Deatherage and Vicki Glotzbach

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.


PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Marcey Wisman-Bennett re: New Albany First IndiFest
Mrs. Wisman-Bennett explained that New Albany First is having the 2nd annual IndiFest on Sunday, September 15th at 1:00 p.m.  She stated that they will probably need to close Bank Street from Spring to Elm at 9:00 a.m.  She explained that they will have booths set up for merchants, a small stage; Dragon’s Kings Daughter will have a beer garden, and a kid section.  She explained that Dragon’s Kings Daughter will get their own liquor license and barricades for that part of the event and that the artists will probably set up until sundown. She stated that the last band will go on around 8:00 p.m. and be finished between 9:00-9:30 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked if it will affect Elm Street.

Mrs. Wisman-Bennett stated that it would be the block of Bank Street from the Carnegie Center to Elm Street.  

Mr. Nash asked if the other merchants are okay with it.

Mrs. Wisman-Bennett stated that they invited all of the artists from the building next door to Dragon Kings Daughter to participate as it is more of an art show and all of the other merchants are okay with this event. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they had a pretty big crowd last year but power was a problem last year. 
Mrs. Wisman-Bennett stated that the artists will be there during the day so they will not need lighting and some of the other merchants have generators. She asked permission to hang a banner from September 3rd-16th at Spring & 8th.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the closure of Bank Street and the banner request, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Mr. Thompson stated that since the event is on a Sunday they will drop the barricades off on Friday and they can just drag them out into the street when they are ready to close it and to just be sure to call and let them know so that they can contact emergency services. 
Item #2 - Barbara Zoller re: Bicentennial Event Vintage Bicycle Race on 6/23/2013 and banner request 
Ms. Zoller passed out information regarding a bicycle event on June 23rd and explained that it will be held at the Bicentennial Park on Sunday. She requested the closure of Pearl Street from Spring to Market from 12-2:00 p.m. and a police escort for the parade. She stated that they anticipate 50 to 75 vintage bicycles at the event. 
Mr. Nash asked how old the bicycles are. 
Ms. Zoller stated that they are hoping to have one in the parade from 1850.

Ms. Zoller requested a banner from 6/10 to 6/14 at the Spring Street location and 6/15 to 6/23 on Main Street to promote their event. 
Chief Knight stated that they just need to get with Major Whitlow regarding the police escort. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closure, police escort, and banner request, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries

Ms. Zoller passed out information on the vintage baseball game in Binford Park on Saturday, August 10, 2013 and explained that there will be three different games with four teams.  She requested a banner on Main Street from 7/15-8/10. She stated that she knows that is a little longer than the usual requested time but she was hoping they would make an exception since it is a free event and for the Bicentennial. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the banner request from 7/15-7/29, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #3 - Pepper Cooper with Neace Lukens re: Update on Property and Casualty renewal insurance
Mrs. Prestigiacomo stated that they are in the process of getting competitive bids for this. 
Item #4 - Steve Triplett, TSI re: Traffic control and construction schedule for Beechwood sewer project
Mr. Morris explained that they have a contract with the city to replace a sanitary sewer from Charlestown Road to Depauw on Beechwood Avenue.  He stated that Beechwood is one way and he wants to close it on June 7-14 for the repairs, but will allow local access for the people that live there.  He explained that they will start putting up signs this weekend and hand out flyers to let the residents know what is going to take place.  He stated that everybody on the backside of Beechwood Avenue will be able to exit on Depauw but there are about 8 homes that will be affected from about 7:30 a.m.-5:00 p.m. each day. 
Mr. Thompson asked how they were going to do the two-way.
Mr. Morris replied that they are going to put up a big sign that says stop, right turn only onto Charlestown Road.
Mr. Thompson said that he doesn’t see how they could do that without flaggers because there is a handicap parking spot on the left side so it will make it very difficult to make it two-way for a period of time. 
Mr. Nash asked if it is possible to have a flagger. 
Mr. Morris stated that it is.

Mr. Thompson stated that the other issue he has is that they just paved this street so he would like to take it under advisement until he can talk to the Sewer Board. He asked if this had already been bid. 

Mr. Morris stated that it had and all they are required to do is a patch.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve contingent upon an agreement with the Sewer Board to repair from curb to curb, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with Ms. Howard regarding bringing the pony to the event that was previously approved by the board and he advised her to come before the board to request the addition. 
Lauren Howard stated that they will clean up the area after they are finished and the pony will be on a halter and a lead. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have looked into this and it is not in violation of any ordinance.
David Hall stated that the object of the ordinance is to keep public safety in mind so it was pertinent for them to come before the board to let them know what would be going on. 
Mr. Nash asked Mr. Hall if they are in accord with it.

Mr. Hall stated that they are. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve adding the pony to the event, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Ms. Howard asked about getting their event put on the city website. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he would say something to Michael Hall about it. 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Kim Durbin with American Commerce Line re: Local River Cleanup and BBQ Lunch
Mr. Gardner stated that he spoke with Ms. Durbin and they will only be using the riverfront for the BBQ lunch and their cleanup will be in Clarksville. He recommended approval. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the use of the riverfront amphitheatre for the BBQ lunch, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Item #2 - John Reizz re: Curb cut request 2549 Charlestown Road
Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with Mr. Rosenbarger and he is okay with the location of the cut so he would recommend approval. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the curb cut on Ormond Avenue for Carton Craft, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Item #3 - Jeremey Davis with Advance America re: Request of Gold Buyers permit
Item#4 - Andrew Held re: Dumpster issue at Wicks on State Street

Mr. Thompson stated that they are waiting on an actual drawing for what they want to put in.
