A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 4, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.
PRESENT: Warren V. Nash, president, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Stan Robison, Michael Hall, Chris Gardner, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Police Chief Knight, Fire Chief Juliot, Jessica Campbell, John Burger, David Hall, Brandy Orth, John Rosenbarger and Vicki Glotzbach

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.


PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:


1. Wendy Lewen with the Sanctuary House re: Request Amphitheatre on June 22nd from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m.
Ms. Lewen stated that the Sanctuary House is a nonprofit residential facility for women coming out of abusive relationships, incarceration and other different avenues of life.  She said they have been open since December and while they have had private fundraisers, they would like to have a fundraiser that gets the community involved.  She requested use of the amphitheatre on June 22nd from 1:00 p.m. until 3:00 p.m. and said that it would be a cookout setting with live Christian music.  
Mr. Nash asked if the riverfront is available that day.
Mr. Gardner replied yes.

Mr. Nash asked if they are church sponsored.
Ms. Lewen stated that they are faith based but they don’t have one particular church that sponsors them.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the Sanctuary House to use the amphitheatre on June 22nd from 1:00 p.m. until 3:00 p.m., Ms. Cotner second, motion carried. 

2. Karen Gillenwater with the Carnegie Center re: Permission to have bands play at Bicentennial Park June 22nd, 2013 from 6:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m. (Rain date June 29th, 2013)
Ms. Gillenwater passed out information on the event for the board to review.  She said that it is the day of their public art walk to view new public art pieces that have been put up throughout the city.  She said that one of their themes this year is performing arts and they wanted to have a couple of small groups play music at the Bicentennial Park during the event.
Mr. Nash asked if they get approval from anyone when they install this artwork. 

Ms. Gillenwater replied that they get approval from the site owner and carry insurance on all pieces.   

Mr. Nash stated that he thinks that they should go to the Building Commissioner to get approval prior to installing any of these works.
Ms. Cotner asked how many performers they were planning to have.

Ms. Gillenwater replied that it would probably be a small number like six at the most.
Mr. Thompson asked if there was anything that they are going to need for the walk.

Ms. Gillenwater stated that they talked to Wicks about blocking the first couple of spots in the parking lot and they said that would be okay.  She also asked if it is okay if they have a gator on the streets to deliver things to sites.
Police Chief Knight replied that it is okay as long as the driver is licensed.
Mr. Thompson moved to take this under advisement since it involves Bicentennial Park and we haven’t allowed anyone to use it yet, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
3. Matt McMahan re: Install planters outside of business at 207-209 E. Main Street
Mr. McMahan stated that they are going to take the whiskey barrels down and put up some greenery and do a planter around the whole inside.  
Mr. Thompson asked what type of material he planned to use.
Mr. McMahan replied that they didn’t really go into detail because he is going to meet with Laura to see what they want to do.  He also stated that they have a pending grant from UEZ to put out awnings and they plan to do that at the same time. 
Mr. Thompson asked if the awning was going to extend out over the planters.

Mr. McMahan replied no and explained that they are only 36 inch projections.
Mr. Thompson asked if he had spoken with anyone about zoning.

Mr. McMahan stated that he has spoken with Mr. Duggins and UEZ.
Mr. Nash asked how soon he wants to do this.

Mr. McMahan stated that he still has to meet with the Historic Society to see what they want.
Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement so that he can run it by zoning and check in-house, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
4. Appointment for Common Wage Board 
Mr. Nash stated that he put this item on the agenda because he will be absent for the meeting.  
Mr. Thompson stated that it is not necessary to appoint a new member as long as there is a representative to go in your place.
5. Vicki Glotzbach for T G Gibson re: Requesting “Right of Way” or “Stop” sign at roundabout 
Ms. Glotzbach explained that Mr. Gibson called her office to request some type of signage to let people know that the vehicles in the circle have the right of way.
Mr. Nash said that there is a big sign there that says yield and he doesn’t know what else can be done.

Mr. Thompson stated that the purpose is to not have a stop sign and to yield the right of way.  He also stated that it is signed per Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that the engineers probably exceeded that in the signage and pavement markings.  He said that the rest of it is relying on motorists to follow the instructions.
Mr. Nash asked Police Chief Knight to check to see how many accidents have occurred there.
Police Chief Knight stated that she would check but as far as she knows there has only been one minor accident and one that involved a motorcycle.

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:

Mr. O’Neal stated that he is with Sertoma Club which is a nonprofit organization and the last two years they have had a concession stand at Anderson Park and he was told that since the parks split, he would have to get approval.  He said that he will be going to the Parks Board on Thursday.  
Mr. Robinson stated that he recommends that the board takes this under advisement until the Parks Board meets.
Mr. O’Neal stated that the street has been patched on Bono Road from the hospital to Erni Avenue but with all of the heavy equipment traveling on that road, all of the potholes are back again.  He wanted to know if it could be patched again.

Mr. Thompson stated that it can be put on the list.

Mr. O’Neal stated that every time the garbage truck empties the garbage some of it spills and it ends up in his yard so he has to pick up the trash out of his yard.
Mr. Nash stated that they could alert sanitation to be more careful.
Mr. O’Neal stated that he would like to see more tickets given on Bono Road for speeding because it is a problem there.
Mr. Nash asked Chief Knight to take care of that.
Police Chief Knight said that she would.
Mr. Brown asked permission to put a dumpster at 1708 E. Main from June 7th through 10th in the parking lane to clean out his mother’s property.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the dumpster request at 1708 E. Main Street from June 7th through June 10th, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

Ms. Roberson stated that the Rescue the Rescuers event was cancelled due to weather this past weekend and they would like to reschedule for this Saturday, June 8th.
Mr. Thompson stated that they have spoken with Ms. Kaempfer and she agreed that they could do it.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the use of the Farmer’s Market for the Rescue the Rescuers event on Saturday, June 8th from 5:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m., Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS: 

1. Andrew Held re: Dumpster issue at Wicks on State Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he still has not received a drawing.
2. Jeremy Davis with Advance America re: Request for Gold Buyers Permit
3. Beechwood Avenue Sewer Project

Mr. Thompson stated that he spoke with the Sewer Utility about Beechwood Avenue and they agreed to repave it from curb to curb.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the sewer work on Beechwood Avenue from June 7th through the 14th, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:

Mr. Hall stated that the Bicentennial Park grand opening is Friday, June 7th at 5:00 p.m. and following that will be the first concert of the season at that same location.  He requested that one lane on Spring Street be closed from noon until 10:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked about the bands that will be playing.

Mr. Hall stated that Ranger is the headliner and the opener is the Riverboys.  He said that both are local up and coming bands in New Albany.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the lane closure on Spring Street on Friday, June 7th, from noon until 10:00 p.m., Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

Mr. Nash stated that he received a request for additional traffic surveillance on W. Market Street at Fourth Street.
Police Chief Knight said that she will take care of that.
Mr. Nash asked about the work on Daisy Lane.
Mr. Thompson stated that they have gotten it graded off and took the silt fence down but they haven’t gotten the sod in yet.
