
A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 11, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member. Mr. Nash, president, was not present.
OTHERS PRESENT:  Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Stan Robison, Michael Hall, Chris Gardner, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Police Chief Knight, Shane Gibson, Mary Dodge, David Hall, Brandy Orth and Vicki Glotzbach

Mr. Thompson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Andy Spellman re: Vendors permit for Shaboom fireworks at 2441 State St. 
Andy Spellman requested an annual vendor’s permit for Shaboom Fireworks to sell fireworks at the Brook Point Shopping Center. He presented a copy of his insurance to the board and stated that they have done this for several years.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motions carried. 
Item #1 - Rebecca Gallion re: Vendors permit for Patriotic Fireworks at 2125 State St.
Ms. Gallion requested a vendor’s permit for Patriotic Fireworks to be sold at 2125 State Street. She presented a copy of her insurance for the board. 

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carried.
#3 – Shane Gibson re: Neace Lukens

Mr. Gibson presented the board with a packet from Neace Lukens and explained that they have talked to several vendors and insurance companies and they narrowed it down Bliss McKnight who they are recommending for approval. He stated that they have provided a comparison with what they have and what they will be getting and the new package is a little better and the cost is basically the same.  

Ms. Cotner moved to approve Bliss McKnight for property, casualty and workers comp, Mr. Thompson second, motion carried.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Jason Copperwaite explained that he has three projects to present to the board today starting with an apartment development on Academy Drive. He explained that it is 154 units and they received Board of Zoning Appeals Approval last week with the stipulation to approach the board of works for curb cut approvals. He stated that one is on the east side of Academy Drive and on by the gate.  
Mr. Thompson asked if there would be any interference with the Fire Department or the academy. 
Mr. Copperwaite replied no.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carried.

Mr. Copperwaite explained that the second project is a duplex redevelopment on Charlestown Road just north of the Colonial Club condominium. He stated that they want to put in a 24 ft. wide drive access with curbs and gutters. He explained that this was approved as a PUD by the Plan Commission and City Council and they need approval for the curb cuts.  

Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motioned carried.
Mr. Copperwaite stated that the third project is the Graybrook Grove Subdivision and explained that this was approved by the Plan Commission and it is an 18 lot single family subdivision. He explained that the proposal would be to construct 2 cul-de-sacs off of Shell Lane and stated that they have moved to the top of the hill for safety and sight reasons.  
Mr. Thompson asked if these have been approved.  

Mr. Copperwaite stated that they have.

Mr. Thompson asked where this was in relation to the existing driveway. 
Mr. Copperwaite stated that this drive is slightly south of that at the top of the hill. He also stated that it would do away with one drive and improve the second into a full city road. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Andrew Held re: Dumpster issue at Wicks on State Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he is still waiting on the drawing. 
Item #2 - Jeremy Davis with Advance America re: Request for Gold Buyers Permit
Mr. Robison asked that this be removed from the agenda. 

Item #3 - Matt McMahan re: Install planters outside of business at 207-209 E. Main Street
Item #4 - Karen Gillenwater with the Carnegie Center re: Permission to have bands play at Bicentennial Park June 22nd, 2013 from 6:00 p.m. until 9:00 p.m. (Rain date June 29th, 2013)

Ms. Cotner stated that there is not a policy in place yet for the Bicentennial Park but they will approve the use for them with the agreement that they will make sure everything is cleaned up. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carried.

TABLED ITEMS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Michael Hall stated that they are still finalizing the details for the use of the Bicentennial Park and how they will be approved. He explained that they had the grand opening Friday which was a success and they are excited to see everyone back next Friday for the concert. He stated that they had one incident of minor vandalism with skateboarders and bikers so they are going to try to address that as well as animals in the park and how to encourage people to clean up after their animals. 
Mr. Thompson asked if he should put some kind of posting regarding the skateboarders and bikers. 
Mr. Hall stated that the park was not designed for them to be able to skateboard or bike in the area so they would like try to address this. 

Major Whitlow stated that he thinks that they should make skateboards illegal in the park.  

Ms. Cotner moved to ban skateboards in Bicentennial Park, Mr. Thompson second, motion
carried. 

Mr. Hall stated that he spoke with MainSource Bank regarding closing the alley between the bank and the park for their vendors and they are okay with that.  He asked the board’s approval to close that alley as well as the one lane on Spring Street starting at 2:00 p.m.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Cotner second, motion carried.

Mr. Hall stated that Colokial is doing their tent sale this week and they are working with them to try to minimize the effect that the lane closure will have on them.
