A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WILL BE HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 18, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Sally Newkirk for Jody Horner with Little Jimmy’s Italian Ice re: Vendors permit for Art Walk
Mrs. Glotzbach stated that Ms. Newkirk asked to be removed from the agenda.
Item #2 - Tom Galligan, Excel Excavating re:  Street cut on Scheller Lane
Mr. Galligan stated that they are going to work on Scheller Lane and presented a map with the markings for five street cuts to install a new water main. He explained that they would like to start the work today and they will be done by August 31st. He stated that if they need to flag traffic they will have someone out there to do that. 
Mr. Nash asked why it is taking so long.
Mr. Galligan explained that they have to make 39 tie over’s on service connections. 
Mr. Thompson asked if it will affect Our Lady Church.
Mr. Galligan stated that they will coordinate everything with them to make sure it works and explained that they will start at Knobview and go around to Charlestown Road.
Mr. Thompson asked if this is just as they go with regards to the work and not closed the entire time. 
Mr. Galligan replied yes.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
Item #3 - Matt McMahan re: Planters at 207-209 E. Main Street
Mr. McMahan stated that they got a favorable recommendation from Laura Renwick and they are on the agenda to meet with the Historic Preservation Commission regarding this so if the board would like to do approval contingent upon approval from the HPC that would work. He explained that Mr. Thompson gave them some stipulations such as they can’t be mounted so they made them smaller and portable.
Mr. Thompson asked if the area between them will be closed or roped off,
Mr. McMahan stated that they can leave them open or rope them off. 
Mr. Nash asked if they are movable.
Mr. McMahan replied yes.
Mr. Nash asked if he went before the Plan Commission. 

Mr. Thompson stated that he took this to the Plan Commission and they are the ones that suggested he contact the HPC with a more detailed drawing which is what he has provided them today. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve contingent upon something in writing from the Historic Preservation Commission giving their approval, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
Item #4 - Stephanie Griffith re: Independence Run 5K 
Ms. Griffith stated that they are asking to host the Independence 5K run on July 4th and they would like to start at the riverfront and go through the downtown area. She stated that a lot of the businesses will be closed that day so that will be helpful. She explained that they will start at the riverfront, go up 6th Street to Main, to Vincennes, to Spring, to Pearl, and then back to the riverfront. 
Mr. Nash asked about Thursday night.
Ms. Griffith stated that the event is Exclusive New Albany and it will be held at 917 East Elm Street from 6-9 p.m. She explained that you can buy tickets at the door or online and they are $30.00. 

Ms. Cotner asked what time the run will begin.
Ms. Griffith replied 9:00 a.m.
Mr. Nash asked Colonel Pennell if the Police Department is okay with this 5K run. 
Colonel Pennell replied yes.
Mr. Thompson stated that he provided the route to Major Whitlow and they have discussed it. He explained that they do not want to close the lanes so there won’t be a disruption in traffic.

Ms. Griffith stated that was correct. She explained that they could have the volunteers at the streets between the major intersections where the police will be to help out. 
Mr. Nash asked how many runners they usually have.

Ms. Griffith replied about 100.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
Item #5 - IN-AWC re: Street Cuts at 1003 E. Main Street, 1829 Oak Street, 1050 Vincennes Street
Mr. Thompson stated that they have all been started.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
Item#6 - Kasey Swank re: Closing alley next to the Grand on June 22nd 
Mr. Swank stated that they would like to close the alley next to the theater from 4:00 p.m. until 12:00 a.m. on Saturday, June 22nd, for an event so that they can bring items in through the doors. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they have done this before 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Charlie Carroll presented a street cut and sidewalk cut request for Vectren at 2319 Park Avenue. 
Mr. Thompson asked if the bore pit was in the yard or the sidewalk.
Mr. Carroll stated that he hasn’t seen it but he thinks it is in the yard. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

Chatena Storms stated that she is the owner of Aces and Aces Bar and explained that they would like to rope off an area on their property for seating area outside. She provided the board with a drawing of the area and stated that they would like to put 8 tables out on the side.  

Mr. Thompson asked if this would be on her property in her parking lot.

Mr. Thompson stated that since it is on private property he doesn’t think she needs their permission

Mr. Hall stated that the Juneteenth celebration is on the riverfront today with a kids parade followed by a play and he invited everyone to come join them.
