A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JUNE 25, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren Nash, President, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member. 
OTHERS PRESENT:  Kendra Glotzbach, Stan Robison, Michael Hall, Chris Gardner, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Deputy Fire Chief Gadd, Amanda Deatherage, David Hall, Brandy Orth, Joe Ham and Vicki Glotzbach

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Jay Anderson re: Implementation of remedial activities approved by IDEM
Mr. Anderson stated that they are doing some remedial injections at a gas station at 2202 East Spring Street. He explained that there is a small amount of petroleum behind the station and they will be doing geoprobe injects to inject an oxygenated chemical to speed up the remedial process. 
Mr. Nash asked what his company name is. 

Mr. Anderson stated Golars Environmental and Remediation Services. He explained that they wanted to let the board know of the work that they will be doing and to get permission to access the alley behind the station while they are doing this work. He explained that they are going to try not to block the alley completely at any time. 
Mr. Thompson stated that it doesn’t look like any of the injection sites are on city property.

Mr. Anderson explained that a couple of the sites are right along the alley so they may have to use the alley for their trucks. He stated that there is a sewer line that runs through the middle of the alley so they will have a private locate to make sure they don’t get anywhere near it. He stated that they will probably be implementing the injection in mid to late July. 
Mr. Nash thanked him for coming in to keep the board updated on what is going on. 

Item #2 - Pam Peters re: Concern about keeping the downtown streets clean
Mrs. Peters explained that she and her husband have a gallery on Peal Street and they have invested a lot of their time and effort into the downtown area and they are disappointed in how dirty the streets are allowed to get. She explained that trash is in the gutter and at the curbs, and because there are so many cars that park along the streets now, the street sweeper is unable to get to the curb to get it cleaned up. She asked if there is anything that can be done about this and if they can put up signs to let people know to move.  
Mr. Thompson stated that Mr. Ham is sending the sweeper trucks out at 4:00 a.m. every other Friday.
Mrs. Peters asked if they could do it every Friday.
Mr. Thompson stated that they just don’t have the personnel to do it every Friday so his employees come in early every other Friday and then have to leave early so that they don’t go into overtime. 
Mrs. Peters asked about emptying the trash cans in the downtown area and stated that the support system just doesn’t seem to be there to keep up on this.  

Mr. Thompson stated that they are supposed to be emptied on Monday, Wednesday and Friday. He stated that he had to call on a couple of them but he can check to make sure they have a current list of where they are. 
Mrs. Peters explained that the one in front of Classic Furniture never gets emptied.  She stated that the general thought is that the downtown businesses believe that the city doesn’t do anything about these issues until it is time for Harvest Homecoming.  

Mr. Nash thanked Ms. Peters for bringing this to the board’s attention and stated that they will look into the situation and see what can be done. 
Item #3 - Alan Wilson re: New Taxi Cab Company
Mr. Wilson stated that he has an existing cab company in Jeffersonville and Clarksville and in the last 6 months their volume of calls coming from New Albany has grown over 50%. He explained that while they usually refer that business to the cab companies within the city they are now getting calls saying that they can’t get a cab and the ones they can get they don’t want so they would like to get permitted within the city.  
Mr. Nash asked if they take wheelchairs and have handicap accessible vans. 
Mr. Wilson stated that that is the next step for them is to get a van with a lift but right now they can only transport collapsible chairs.  
Mr. Nash asked Colonel Pennell if he has looked into the cab company at all. 
Colonel Pennell stated that this is the first he has heard of it. 

Mr. Thompson moved to take the request under advisement for review by the Police Department, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
Item#4 - Jim Bowman re: Eliminating street light on Brookview
Mr. Bowman explained that he lives at the end of the dead end street and the previous owner petitioned to have the street light installed and never went through with it. He stated that the telephone pole is cracked underground and when he talked with Duke Energy he was told that he had to come before this board to have it removed. He explained that the reason he wants it to be removed is that the power line supplying it goes directly through his back yard which prevents him from putting a pool in if he wishes to do so. 
Mr. Nash asked if it only supplies that one light. 

Mr. Bowman stated that it does and presented the board with letters from his neighbors giving their permission to do the work. 
Mr. Thompson moved to take it under advisement until he can go out and look at it, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Nathan Clubb with Dave O’Mara Contractor explained that they are doing maintenance work for IN-AWC on Silver Street and they need to request permission for some street cuts. He gave the board a list of the cuts that they will be making and explained that there are three open cuts that can’t be done with boring. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he met with Mr. Clubb yesterday to look at each location and they did ask the water company to keep the cuts at a minimum because they had just paved Silver but these places require open cuts either because of the utilities or because there isn’t a place to put a bore pit in.  He stated that they have volunteered to fix a spot that came up after paving in front of Abersold.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the three street cuts and three bore cuts along Silver Street, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

Mr. McGill requested a street closure on Vine Street between Clay and Green Street for a block party for the 4th of July from 2-10 p.m. He stated that there are only three houses on the street and all of the neighbors have agreed to it. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street closure, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Item #1 - Andrew Held re: Dumpster issue at Wicks on State Street
Mr. Thompson stated that he still hasn’t heard back from him.
TABLED ITEMS:
COMMUNICATIONS - CITY OFFICIALS:
Mr. Gardner stated that they are going to be doing the Independence Day Celebration on the Riverfront again so they would like to close down the road between the west and east parking lot all day.  He explained that they will put up postings along the riverfront and the boat ramp will be closed from 6:00 a.m. - midnight.  
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carried.

Deputy Fire Chief Gadd stated that they have one ladder truck down and they are looking at whether they should repair it or replace it. 
Mr. Nash asked if they have something running in its place.
Deputy Fire Chief Gadd stated that truck 1 is riding on a reserve pump and they have the 105 ft areal out. 
Mr. Nash asked if Daisy Lane is completed yet.
Mr. Thompson stated that they got the sod in and it is taken hold, the fence is down, and they are going to get the grass cut today. 
Mr. Nash stated that Bicentennial Park looked great and they had a nice crowd on Friday. 

Michael Hall stated that the crowd has been growing every week. 
Mr. Nash asked if the information was on the website.
Mr. Hall stated that it is and they are getting ready to release the August bands. 

Mr. Nash stated that he went to the Exclusive New Albany event and it was a really nice night with a great turn out and he encouraged everyone that didn’t get a chance to go to stop by the house at 9th & Elm because it is a fantastic house. 
Mr. Thompson stated that the owner relayed to him that he didn’t get to spend much time outside because of the many tours he was giving that evening. 

Mr. Nash stated that Develop New Albany is really doing a fantastic job.
