A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JULY 2, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

OTHERS PRESENT:  Mary Ann Prestigiacomo, Stan Robison, Chris Gardner, Major Whitlow, Colonel Pennell, Fire Chief Juliot, John Burger, David Hall, Brandy Orth, Joe Ham and Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Phyllis Wilkins re: The Warriors 4 Miler
Ms. Wilkins requested the use of Community Park and part of the surrounding subdivision for their 5th Annual Warrior 4 Miler event that will be held in September. She explained that they usually have about 400 participants and plenty of volunteers to help clean up after. 
Ms. Cotner stated that Community Park is actually a County Park. 
Ms. Wilkins stated that they have met with Mr. Jeffers to request permission for that. 
Mr. Nash asked if they will be on any city streets.
Ms. Wilkins stated that they will be using streets in the subdivision and referenced the attached map.

Mr. Thompson asked if she wanted to close down any of the streets.

Item #2 - Vicki Glotzbach for Advance America re: Request for Gold Buyers permit 
 Ms. Glotzbach explained that they asked to be put back on the agenda because the board never gave them a decision about their request. 

Mr. Robison stated that he would research this some more for them. 
Item #3 - Theresa Hebert re: Miles for Merry Miracles 6th Annual Run to Benefit Salvation Army Angel Tree Kids on November 30th
Jill Recchio stated that they would like to use the amphitheatre and close off surrounding Water Street on November 30th for the 6th annual Miles for Merry Miracles Run.  She explained that they will have about 550 participants and it is all to serve the Angel Tree Salvation Children. 
Mr. Nash asked where the run would go to. 

Ms. Recchio explained that it would start at the amphitheater and go down Water Street and then circle back. 

Mr. Thompson stated that they stay by the river. 
Mr. Gardner asked if they would like to use the restroom facilities
Ms. Recchio stated that they would like to be able to. 

Mr. Gardner asked for the time. 

Ms. Recchio stated that they would start setting up at 7:00 a.m. and the run would start at 10:00 a.m. and would be done around noon. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries. 

Item #4 - IN-AWC re: Street Cut Permits at 2412 Lyon, 130 Camp Avenue, 2527 Corydon Pike, 1640 Oriloe Drive, and 1504 Beeler Street
Mr. Thompson stated that they are all emergency repairs.
Mr. Nash asked if they are all finished.
Mr. Thompson explained that they have been started but he doesn’t know if they have been patched yet.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #5 - Irv Stumler re: Road block at 300 E. Main St. for replacement of clock faces and ornamental elements
Mr. Stumler stated that they are fairly close to completion on the steeple and the clock faces and they would like to host a public event on July 16th. He asked for permission to block the eastbound lanes of Main Street from about 8:00 a.m. until noon.  
Mr. Thompson asked if they would just need it from Third Street to just past the church. 
Mr. Stumler replied yes and asked for police presence to control traffic.

Nathan Clubb with Dave O’Mara presented the board with a request for six additional street cuts on Silver Street.  He stated that they will be running horizontally with silver on an alley between Culbertson and Ekin, Ekin, Beeler, Locust, Abersold Drive, and Abersold Court
Mr. Thompson stated that he called ahead of time and he met with them and they are all bored under the sidewalks so they don’t have to tear up Silver Street since it was just paved. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the street cuts for Dave O’Mara, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Item #1 - Andrew Held re: Dumpster issue at Wicks on State Street

Mr. Thompson stated that he did speak with him but they are still trying to work it out.
Item #2 - Alan Wilson re: New Taxi Cab Company
Major Whitlow stated that he turned the information over to Mr. Speights for review. 
Item #3 - Jim Bowman re: Eliminating street light on Brookview
Major Whitlow stated that he doesn’t see that it will be a problem to take it out because it is at a dead end and there is another one pretty close by. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
