A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JULY 16, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren Nash, President, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member. 
OTHERS PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, Shane Gibson, Deputy Fire Chief Gadd, Sandy Boofter, David Hall, Joe Ham, Colonel Pennell, Brandy Orth, and Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Dana Fisher re: Banner request for Animal Rescue League/Animal Shelter 
Mr. David Hall stated that the event is in conjunction with the Rescue League and Cabo Wabo and that they need to display a banner on Main Street from August 26th until September 1st and on Spring Street from September 2nd until September 8th.   He also stated that they would like to reserve the amphitheater for the event. 
Mr. Nash asked when the event will take place.

Mr. David Hall replied that it is on September 7th and they will need to reserve the amphitheater from noon until midnight.  He stated that it will be a concert event and the proceeds will benefit both the Rescue League and the Animal Shelter.  He added that the event is going to go on until midnight so they will be an hour over the limit in the noise ordinance and asked if the board could give them permission to exceed that limit.
Mr. Nash stated that the board does not have that authority. 

Mr. Gardner stated that the amphitheater is available that afternoon. 
Mr. Witten stated that he is President of Cabo Wabo and is hoping that this will become an annual event.  He said that their goal is to possibly expand it into a two day event.  He also stated that their events have been in Louisville and that they primarily benefit children’s charities.  He added that this is his community and would like to do this event to benefit our four legged friends.  
Mr. Thompson moved to approve the event at the amphitheater on September 7th from noon until midnight and hanging banners, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.

Item #2 - Julie Schweitzer re: Requesting permission to use Bicentennial Park to show movie 
Geoff Weiss with Hanover College was present for Julie Schweitzer.  He stated that they would like to use the park to show western movies on August 10th, September 14th and October 12th.
Mr. Nash explained that there is not a policy in place at this time for Bicentennial Park.  He stated that he would like to take this under advisement until a policy is in place.
Item #3 - Becky Crone re: More handicapped parking spaces at the YMCA
Ms. Crone was not present.
Item #4 - Jonathon Habermel re: Dumpster request at 604 & 606 E. 8th St.
Mr. Habermel stated that there is nowhere to place a dumpster on the property located at 604 E. 8th Street so they need to put one in the street.
Mr. Nash asked why they need a dumpster.
Mr. Habermel stated that they purchased the house from the city and it appears that a hoarder lived there and there is trash ankle high throughout the entire house.

Mr. Nash asked if it would be in the parking lane.

Mr. Habermel replied yes.  He said he would need it on July 22nd for up to two weeks.

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the dumpster request beginning July 22nd and not to exceed two weeks, Ms. Cotner second, motion carried.
Item #5 - Fred Gage re: Disabled American Veterans fundraisers
Mr. Gage stated that he was present to inquire about permits that may be available for fundraisers for American Veterans.
Mr. Nash asked what type of fundraisers he had in mind.

Mr. Gage replied bucket drives at intersections. He stated that they are trying to raise money for Veterans to help them with things such as utility bills, possibly mortgage payments and would like to get a food bank going.  He said that they get involved in all types of community service to help all Veterans.   
Mr. Nash thanked Mr. Gage for what he is doing and stated that there is an ordinance that prohibits roadblock collections for safety reasons.  He explained that standing on sidewalks is allowed but not standing in traffic.
Mr. Gage asked about the amphitheater because sometimes their state chapter likes to have fundraisers and membership drives.  

Mr. Nash said that the board does approve use of the amphitheater on a case by case basis. 

Item #6 – Shane Gibson re: Property by Griffin Street Center
Mr. Gibson stated that there is a vacant lot by the Griffin Street Center that Ms. Wilkerson is interested in purchasing and he asked that Mr. Duggins be allowed to sign any documents to move forward on that project.  He added that it would be paid out of the Parks Board cumulative capital project fund.
Mr. Nash asked if there will be consideration.
Mr. Gibson stated that the asking price now is $17,800.00 so we will make an offer in that ballpark area.
Mr. Thompson moved to give Mr. Duggins the authority to sign any documents necessary,
