A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, JULY 23, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

PRESENT: Warren Nash, President, Mickey Thompson, member and Cheryl Cotner, member. 
OTHERS PRESENT:  Chris Gardner, Michael Hall, David Hall, Stan Robison, Police Chief Knight, Sandy Boofter, Colonel Pennell, Brandy Orth, and Vicki Glotzbach

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: 

NEW BUSINESS:
Item #1 - Jay Boser & Pat More re: Energizing Indiana canvassing efforts in New Albany
Pat More, District Manager for Southern Indian for Duke Energy, stated customers in the Duke Energy area are paying a fee for energy efficiency programs on their bill for a service that they may not be using.  He stated that they want to make the customers aware of what the programs through a partnership with Energize Indiana by going door to door to let them know. 
Jay Boser, Energize Indiana, stated that the effective way to make the customers aware of the program is by canvassing the area.  He explained that they have a team that goes out to each locale to go door to door and there are no sales involved.  He stated that they are getting ready to start in Jeffersonville and they hope to start in New Albany in about a month. He explained that they let the local authorities know before they head out, each person carries id and a badge, they were vests/uniforms with the company logo and their vehicles also have the company logo on them. 
Ms. Cotner asked if they are affiliated with Citizen’s Action Coalition. 
Mr. Boser stated that they are part of this initiative as well. He explained that the CAC, OUCC, and the Industrial Group are all part of this initiative as well as Duke Energy and several other groups. 

Ms. Cotner stated that he is asking to go out starting next month but someone was already out canvassing yesterday from the Citizen’s Action Coalition. 

Mr. Boser stated that they are canvassing for their own issues and that has nothing to do with what they would be canvassing for. He explained that they canvas on behalf of all of these groups but the groups do not canvas on behalf of them. 

Mr. Robinson stated that he just received a letter this morning asking for permission to canvas on behalf of Energize Indiana. 

Mr. Nash stated that the board usually doesn’t approve any type of door to door permits because of problems they have had in the past. He would suggest taking it under advisement. 
Mr. Thompson asked if this information goes out in mailers. 
Mr. Moore stated that he honestly doesn’t know what goes out in mailers but historically it has in the past. 
Mr. Boser stated that information they showed him from Citizen’s Action Coalition says nothing about Energize Indiana and they do other canvassing on their own taking survey’s for the utilities and he thinks that is what the information he is reading is about but what he is presenting to them has nothing to do with them. 
Mr. Moore stated that CAC is one of the sponsoring agents of the initiative but they do not canvas on their behalf.
Mr. Thompson moved to take the matter under advisement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Item #2 - Fred Geswein re: Fast Freddy Race 
Mr. Geswein passed out a letter regarding the 25th Annual Fast Freddie’s Festive Five-Mile Foot Feast held on November 28th starting at 9:00 a.m. He explained that the running course would be the same last year and finish at the 4-H Fairgrounds. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, the motion carries.
Item #3 - John Rosenbarger re: Spring Street Gateway Project Change Order #3, Pay App #4 and Pay App #5
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that this is for the completion of the Spring Street Gateway and explained that Steve Triplett couldn’t make it so he is present to answer any questions.  He stated that the change order is for $4972.00 because of extra lengths added to the curbs and this has been double checked by Clark Dietz. He recommended approval of this change order as well as the other measures that would release the retainage. 
Mr. Thompson stated that this was areas in the initial plan that they didn’t think they would have to replace but after the work was being done they found that they had to take care of.  

Mr. Nash asked about the signage.
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that Mr. Wood is working on that and it is in progress.

Mr. Nash stated that he read where Mr. Rosenbarger spoke with the council on sidewalks on Grant Line Road.

Mr. Rosenbarger stated that the council asked about several different areas throughout the city and they are going to prepare a map for them of areas that do not have sidewalks. 
Mr. Nash asked specifically about Grant Line Road.  
Mr. Rosenbarger stated that there is a project going from Beechwood to McDonald to add sidewalks on the east side and extend the pedway on the west side.   
Mr. Thompson moved to approve Change Order #3, Pay App #4 and Pay App #5, Ms. Cotner second, the motion carries.
Item #4 - Jack Holt with St. Johns Presbyterian Church re: Street closure at Oak and 13th and the intersecting alleys between Elm and Oak St. on Sept. 7th, 2013
Mr. Holt stated that this is their 7th annual street fair in conjunction with the Midtown Association, Cardinal Ritter House and St. John’s Church and they are asking for additional barriers to put in the alley that goes across 13th Street because the event is going to be even bigger. 
Mr. Nash asked what the hours of the festival are.

Mr. Holt replied from 10:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m.
Mr. Nash asked if they have booths.
Mr. Holt stated that they do as well as tables and tents.  He asked who he could speak with about getting cardboard waste containers.
Mr. Nash stated that he could check with Southern Indiana Waste or Rumke. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, the motion carries.
Item #5 - Vicki Glotzbach re: Parking issues at 1121 Woodfield Drive

Mrs. Glotzbach stated that a gentleman came to her office to complain about a parking situation at 1121 Woodfield Drive. He explained that there is a truck with a trailer and a mower that is parked out from all the time on a curve in the street and it is very dangerous and takes up a lot of space. He stated that he has had a traffic officer out to the location on three different locations and nothing has ever been done and he is asking that the board look into this. 
Mr. Thompson stated that he went out to the location and it isn’t blocking the street at all. 
Mr. Nash stated that he is sure there are parking regulations against parking vehicles like that on the street. 

Mr. Robison stated that there are but this is a neighbor issue/dispute. 
Item #6 - Vicki Glotzbach re: The Indiana Missionary Baptist State Convention Banner on Main Street July 22-August 6
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request for a banner for Indiana Missionary Baptist State Convention that will be held on August 5th. She explained that they would like to hang the banner at the Main Street location from July 23-August 6 and the dates are available. 
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, the motion carries
Item #7 - Ola Walker re: vendor’s permit to selling food 
Mr. Walker stated that he is a veteran and would like to get a permit to sell food. He stated that he currently sells his food through the farmer’s market and has been doing this for a few years. 
Mr. Nash asked if he has a Health Department certificate.
Mr. Walker replied yes.
Mr. Nash asked if he would be other places besides the Farmer’s Market.
Mr. Walker replied yes. He stated that he is at the hospital this week and is at the Farmer’s Market twice a week.  He invited everyone down to try his food. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve Chef Walker’s Vending Permit, Ms. Cotner second, the motion carries
COMMUNICATIONS – PUBLIC:
Shane Jenkins, Vectren, requested three sidewalk permits at 202, 206, and 210 W. Daisy Lane for retired service. 
Mr. Thompson stated that they are new sidewalks and asked if they are going to replace the entire panel.
Mr. Jenkins stated that they are. 

Mr. Thompson moved to approve the three sidewalk, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Ballard requested permission for a dumpster and a trailer in his backyard to tear down his garage. 
Mr. Nash asked when he is going to do it.
Mr. Ballard stated that the garage would probably be torn down between the first and the 3rd but he would need a few days to clean it out. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve dumpster between July 23rd and August 5th, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Mr. Thompson asked to take this off the agenda for now.
