A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS & SAFETY OF THE CIVIL CITY OF NEW ALBANY, INDIANA, WAS HELD IN THE THIRD FLOOR ASSEMBLY ROOM AT THE CITY/COUNTY BUILDING ON TUESDAY, AUGUST 13, 2013 AT 10:00 A.M.

CALL TO ORDER:

Mr. Nash called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

NEW BUSINESS:

Item #1 - Sandy Voyles President of FCARL re: Cleaning Amphitheatre day after 9/7/13 event 
Not Present
Item #2 - Justin Endres re: New Albany Track Club October 5th Meet
Mr. Endres, President of New Albany Track Club stated that they had a successful event last year’s Harvest Homecoming Parade with no complaints and they would like to do the same thing this year on October 5th. He said that he worked with Mr. Thompson last year along with DNA and Harvest Homecoming. He presented a map of the route to the board, said map is on file with the City Clerk’s Office. 
Mr. Nash asked if this has become a Harvest Homecoming event.
Mr. Endres stated that he has approached them about it and they do want them to do it again but there was no decision as to whether or not it was an official part of the festivities. 
Mr. Nash asked if that would be advantageous to make it an official event.
Mr. Endres replied that he doesn’t know what it would entail so he isn’t sure but he would be happy to discuss it with them. 
Mr. Nash asked if these are school teams.
Mr. Endres stated that the he has worked with the school administration but it is a completely private group that supports it and all nine public schools as well as private schools are participating. 
Mr. Thompson asked if he could get a list of volunteers again.

Mr. Endres replied yes and explained that they can have one at every cross street again this year if they need them to be there. 
Police Chief Knight stated that everything went great last year so they expect the same from this year’s event. 
Mr. Thompson moved to approve contingent upon receiving the list of volunteers, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Item #3 - Edwards Moving or Greg Sekula re: Indiana Landmark’s request to relocate house from 1815 Shelby Street to 1718 Shelby via Bulldog Boulevard
Laura Renwick explained that 1815 Shelby Street is a house that the school acquired that was built in about 1890 and was also known as the Ellis House. She stated that they would like to move it and then eventually rehab and sell the home. She explained that the contracted Stephen Edwards Building Movers and Mr. Edwards is present to answer any questions they may have. She stated that they are partnering with Access Housing and they will take the lead on construction. She explained that the plan is to move on September 5th out of the rear lot down Bulldog Boulevard, across Shelby to a new lot at 1718 Shelby Street. She stated that it would be set on a new foundation on that lot and they need some restrictions on street parking for the move as well as a police escort. 
Mr. Brewer asked who is installing the foundation.
Mr. Edwards replied Bobby Sprigler.
Mr. Brewer asked when they are installing the foundation.
Mr. Edwards stated that they are hoping to start Thursday. 
Mr. Brewer stated that they will have to have a permit through the Building Commissioners office as well in order to do this move. He asked if they have spoke with Planning and Zoning about this project. 
Ms. Renwick stated that they are working with them.
Mr. Nash asked if the foundation would be ready by the time of the move or if the house would sit off the foundation for a period of time. 
Mr. Edwards explained that the house would sit over top the footer in the correct position and they will come back in and put the blocks in. 
Mr. Nash asked what days of the week they would like to move it.
Mr. Edwards replied any day Monday through Friday and they would like to do the moving after school hours.   
Mr. Thompson asked if the property is owned by the school corporation
Ms. Renwick stated that the house was owned by the school but the lot where they are moving it to is privately owned and Landmarks is in the process of acquiring it. 
Mr. Thompson asked if as he understands it they don’t own the property that they are moving it to. 

Forrest Aalderink stated that the closing for the property is today and they have the bill of sale for the materials which is the house.
Mr. Nash asked who he is with.
Mr. Aalderink replied Access Housing which is not a not-for-profit organization. 
Mr. Thompson asked who the house would belong to once it is moved. 

Mr. Aalderink replied Access Housing. 
Mr. Nash explained that the reason for all of the questions is because their history with moving houses hasn’t been very good. He asked if their plan was to refurbish the house and put it on the market.
Mr. Aalderink replied yes.
Mr. Thompson asked if the roof has been checked for width and height. 
Mr. Aalderink explained that the telephone company will be there to take down a line at the back of the lot and they may possibly have to remove a tree. 

Mr. Brewer asked what their time frame is on this project. 


Mr. Aalderink stated that they would like to have it down in 4 months. 
Mr. Brewer asked that they get a detailed drawing with how the foundation will be attached and that a permit be in place from his department before the move.
Mr. Thompson asked if Access purchased the house from the school corporation. 
Mr. Aalderink stated that Landmarks and Keep New Albany Clean & Green are the ones that got this started. He explained that their company was asked to join the effort to save the house and they are in the process of moving their business to New Albany so they are not allowed to hold the title yet until the move. He stated that once he is able to hold the title he will reimburse New Albany Clean and Green for the structure. 
Mr. Robison stated that he doesn’t like the way this sounds so he would like to look at it further. 
Mr. Thompson moved to take under advisement, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.

Item #4 - Vicki Glotzbach for Stacy Dennis re: Vendor’s Permits to allow her to sell novelties on Harvest parade route
Mrs. Glotzbach presented a request from Stacy Dennis with Williams Novelty to sell novelties on the Harvest Homecoming parade route along with photos of her cart. Said photos are on file with the City Clerk’s Office. She stated that they would like to get five permits for each of their vendors for a total of $50.
Ms. Cotner moved to approve, Mr. Thompson second, motion carries.
Item #5 - IN-AWC re: Street cut permits for 1017 Hollee Drive (new service), 510 Hamlet (service leak), 912 Greenwood Court (main break), 13th & Main Street (main break), 1347 Slate Run Road (main break)
Mr. Thompson stated that these have all been done.
Mr. Thompson moved to approve, Ms. Cotner second, motion carries.
Mr. Nash asked for an update on Silver Street.
Mr. Thompson explained that they are finishing up this week and will be repaving as well as rebuild the sidewalks.
